SUBJECT: Request from the Treasure Island Tennis &Yacht Club to use the Treasure Bay
facility for their annual Bruce Neubauer Youth Optimist Regatta from September 15-17, 2006.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends that permission be granted for the Treasure Island
Tennis & Yacht Club to use Treasure Bay for the annual Bruce Neubauer Youth Optimist

Regatta.

SUMMARY: The Treasure Island Tennis & Yacht Club is requesting use of a portion of
Treasure Bay to host their annual Neubauer Regatta. The Yacht Club would again like

permission to:

(1) Install a portable launching ramp with a floating platform to the upland grassy area

along the north seawall

(2) Use the north half of the clubhouse for registration on Saturday and Sunday mornings

from 6:00-9:30am

(3) Use a portion of the parking area for parking along Paradise Boulevard and trailer

parking on the triangle park across from Treasure Bay

(4) Place two port-o-lets inside the gated grass area for use by participants
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In the past, the City has given permission to the Yacht Club to use the facility with the
following conditions:

(1) Install the portable launching ramp with floating platform along the north
seawall of Treasure Bay. Except for the portable launching ramp, no vessels
shall be allowed to tie up to the City’s seawall.

(2) Use the north half of the clubhouse for registration and restroom facilities on
both days.

(3) The TIT&YC must provide staff to stock and clean the restrooms, and to pick up
and dispose of trash in facility and on grounds during and after event.

(4) Permission was granted to park along the east side of Paradise Boulevard as
directed by the City Manager and to use one half of the Treasure Bay parking lot.

(5) The Yacht Club must provide to the City of Treasure Island a $1 million policy of
liability insurance providing coverage for the event and any activities associated
with the preparation, setup or tearing down of the event, listing the City of
Treasure Island as named insured.

(6) The TIT&YC will be allowed to set up and break down event equipment one
week prior and one week after the event as supervised by the City staff.

(7) Place two port-o-lets on grass area for use by event participants
