SUBJECT: Interlocal Agreement with Pinellas County for Schematic Level Design Services for the Gulf Boulevard

Improvement Program

RECOMMENDATION: Administration recommends Approval of the attached interlocal agreement.

SUMMARY: Asthe Commission is aware, Pinellas County has indicated a willingness to pay of the under grounding
of utilities along the entirety of Gulf Boulevard if the cities are willing to pay for the “streetscape” or above ground
improvements consistent with the Gulf Boulevard Improvement Program Master Plan. In order to update and to create a
more refined estimate of costs, Pinellas County is proposing to enter into a contract with Phil Graham and Associates to
do this work if the individual cities are willing to pay their proportionate fair share of the cost. The total cost for this work

is not to exceed $50,000. The City of Treasure Island’s share of this cost is $5239.20. The following streetscape

The design fee is prorated based on the portion of right-of-way frontage that a given city has along Gulf
Boulevard.

Entering into this Schematic Design interlocal agreement doe not commit any community to any further expense
related to the project. Once these estimates are developed and added to the estimates of the cost of the under
grounding both the County and each city will have a final estimate of the cost of the project for their jurisdiction.
At that point there will be a decision to move forward with the entire project or not. The source of this funding
will be from the Municipal Facilities Contractual Services line item.
