SUBJECT: Refurbishment of the City Sand Sculpture on 107™ Avenue

RECOMMENDATION: Administration recommends approval of the refurbishment and
requests Commission direction regarding the request for funding

SUMMARY: In September of 2004 the Commission approved the funding to hire Sanding
Ovations to create a sand sculpture, which was intended to celebrate the City’s designation
as the Sand Sculpture Capital of Florida. The sculpture had an anticipated life expectancy of
two years, and now needs to be refurbished.

Sanding Ovations has presented a proposal to refurbish the sculpture at a cost of $1500.
This represents the cost for two world champion sculptors @ $250 each per day x 3 days.
This rate is $300 less than the original cost of labor to create the sculpture. They will not be
charging for materials, as they will be using the materials that were used in the original
sculpture.

Sand Sculpture proposal to the City of Treasure Island.

Location: Patch of city owned land in front of the tourist information center on 107
Ave. This is the location of the already existing sand sculpture.

Size: Same footprint size as existing sand sculpture. 4°W x 4’L. New design would be
approximately 2’ taller bringing it to 5 tall.

Amount of Sand: 2-3 tons

Cost: $1,500.00

Subject Matter: Treasure Island Pirate theme welcoming visitors.
Construction time: 2-3 days

Maintenance: Reasonable repairs (10% or less of total sculpture) to be performed at no
cost.

Life of sand sculpture: With no human intervention, the sculpture will last 2 years.
Sanding Ovations will provide all the tools, lumber, hardware, sand and sealer to create
the sand sculpture. Sanding Ovations will also provide one spot light for night time
illumination.

The City of Treasure Island will provide electricity for lighting.

The cost of the existing sand sculpture was $1,800.00 in 2004.

The cost of the new sand sculpture is $1,500.00.
This amount is lower because we can re-use the existing sand which is a cost of $300.00
