PUBLIC COMMENTS:

There were no public comments.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of the meeting and workshop of August 1, 2006 and Special Meeting of August 2, 2006 are
ready for approval. It was moved by Commissioner Kraus and seconded by Commissioner Bildz to accept
the minutes with corrections as noted by Commissioners Kraus and Bildz. Upon roll call the vote to
approve was unanimous.

Commissioner Bildz requested that item 11 from the workshop agenda be moved to the meeting agenda
for action. The Mayor stated that Beth Rawlins, the consultant that was hired by the Florida League of
Cities to assist with this issue, will be here to answer questions tonight.

Commissioner Bildz also asked that the appointment and reappointment of board and committee members
be moved to the meeting agenda for action. Commissioner Gayton stated that the updated rules of
procedure would allow action on this item at the workshop as a routine item of business, and asked that
this remain on the workshop agenda.

ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Item 11 (Workshop Agenda)

Ms. Rawlins gave a brief report on the action that has been taken by the other municipalities in the county
thus far. Commissioner Kraus asked who drafted the resolution that was presented to the Commission for
approval, and whether one of the sections was relevant to the issue. He also noted that there was no
dollar amount noted in the resolution. The City Attorney, Maura Kiefer, stated that they should be deciding
on and amount and inserting it into the resolution. Ms. Rawlins reported that when this started a 50 cent
per head figure was used as a starting point. Many of the smaller municipalities have chosen to expend
more than that. Most are spending between $3,000 and $5,000. The larger cities, such as Clearwater and
St. Petersburg, are going with the 50 cent per head figure, and are also providing other resources, such as
their in-house legal services.
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
