. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of September 13, 2006 and September 26, 2006 are available for approval. It was moved by
Commissioner Kraus and seconded by Commissioner Collins to approve the minutes with corrections.
Upon roll call, the vote to approve the corrected minutes was unanimous.

ITEMS OF BUSINESS:

1.

Res. — Setting the Final Millage Rate

The City Manager, Ralph Stone, explained that this item was not acted on prior to the adoption of
the budget. This item must be acted on first. There is no change to the proposed millage rate or
the budget ordinance.

It was moved by Commissioner Kraus and seconded by Commissioner Collins to approve the
resolution as read. There was no discussion. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

Ord. — Adopting the FY2006-2007 Budget

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Kraus to approve the
ordinance as read. The City Manager, Ralph Stone, explained that the resolution to set the millage
rate had to be approved prior to adopting the budget, so this vote was necessary to adopt the
budget properly.

The public hearing was opened at 6:10. There being no public comment, it was immediately
closed. There was no discussion. Upon roll call, the vote to approve was unanimous.

3. Ord. — Supplemental Appropriations (2% Reading & Public Hearing)
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It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Kraus to approve the
ordinance as read. The public hearing was opened at 6:12. There being no public comment, it
was closed immediately. There was no discussion. Upon roll call, the vote to approve was
unanimous.

4. Res. — Segway Tours Along the Beach Trail

Mayor Maloof requested that action be deferred on this item until October 17, 2006 so that she
could be in attendance. Commissioner Bildz made a motion to table the item. It was seconded
by Commissioner Gayton. Upon roll call, the vote to approve the motion to table the item to
October 17, 2006 was unanimous.

5. Res. - Humane Society Wag the Beach

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Kraus to approve the
resolution as read. Commissioner Bildz commented that he had gotten one call asking to not
allow dogs on the beach, and if allowed, to please be sure that it was cleaned up. Upon roll call,
the vote to approve was unanimous.

Noel Johnson commented that one of the biggest voter turn outs in Treasure Island was when
the public voted to not allow dogs on the beach. She doesn't think that it should be allowed as it
could open up a can of worms. She suggested that the event be held in the park rather than on
the beach.

6. Res. — Gulf Boulevard/107" Intersection/Crosswalks Design

It was moved by Commissioner Kraus and seconded by Commissioner Bildz to approve the
resolution as read.

Paul Shann commented that he thought that the exits from the beach trails should line up with
the crosswalks so that pedestrians can go straight through, but they are not connected. He also
expressed concern because the crosswalks were located mid-block rather than one quarter
block. Jerry Dabkowski answered regarding the crosswalks being located mid-block. It is safer
because of motorists making left turns.

Commissioner Bildz asked a question about the West Gulf Boulevard signage. At the Civic
Association meeting people requested that there be signage for St. Pete Beach, as there are
many people that make wrong turns and need directions. Mr. Dabkowski said that he would
look at that.

Upon roll call, the vote to approve the resolution was unanimous.
