SUBJECT: Proportionate Fair Share Ordinance (a Comprehensive Plan legislative requirement)

RECOMMENDATION: Administration recommends that the Commission initiate the development of a
Proportionate Fair Share Ordinance and forward this action to the Staff and the Planning and Zoning Board.

SUMMARY:

Florida State Senate Bill 360 was approved by the Florida Legislature in 2005 and amended Chapter 163 of
the Florida Statutes in a number of ways. One of the requirements is for local governments to adopt
proportionate fair share provisions as part of their concurrency management systems. Treasure Island has a
concurrency management system which is found in the Land Development Regulations from Section 68-151
through Section 68-159. The purpose of concurrency is to ensure that public facilities are in place at the time
development occurs. This is accomplished through specific adopted levels of service which are monitored as
development occurs. The public services and facilities subject to concurrency include potable water, sanitary
sewer/wastewater treatment, solid waste disposal, recreation and open space, drainage, mass transit,
transportation and (new requirement) public schools.

FYI - Treasure Island has been granted a school concurrency exemption by DCA at this time because it does
not have any schools, the number of school age children has dropped over the past five years, and the level
and type of development does not exceed DCA’s threshold. This will be reassessed during the next
Comprehensive Plan EAR cycle.

The proportionate fair share requirement reads that by December, 2006, local governments shall adopt by
ordinance a methodology for assessing proportionate fair share options and include methodologies within
their transportation concurrency management system that will be applied to calculate proportionate fair share
mitigation. It should be noted that the MPO tracts Treasure Island’s transportation concurrency and sets any
transportation impact fees. For this reason, it is important that Treasure Island model its Proportionate Fair
Share Ordinance after the County’s ordinance.
