COMMISSION WORKSHOP SESSION
October 3, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Mayor Gayton at 6:30 p.m..

Commissioner Bildz requested that an agenda item be added. He has had a request from Topher
Morrison to use the beach behind the Thunderbird Hotel. He was unable to get his request in in time to
be placed on the agenda. It is an item that was held last year. He would like the event to take place on
November 3™ which does not give enough time to put this on the agenda for the next meeting and still
hold the event at the requested time.

Commissioner Collins commented that he has no problem with listening, but there has been no time to
read the materials.

Commissioner Gayton commented that he does not want to start a precedent of adding items the day of
the meeting. Commissioner Bildz feels that it was an oversight regarding two meetings as opposed to
four.

Mr. Morrison spoke with Cathy Hayduke on Friday regarding this. He was told today that if he got his
paperwork in today then perhaps it could be heard. This is one item as part of a two week seminar. It
can not be held on a different date. There are people flying in from out of the country.

By consensus the Commission agreed to add this to the agenda as discussion item #3.
I DISCUSSION ITEMS:
1. Beach Trail

The City Manager, Ralph Stone gave a brief overview of what has taken place to this
point. In 1993 there was an oil spill that affected several of the beach communities in
Tampa Bay. There was a significant amount of funding made available to the affected
communities due to this spill. In August, 2001 the City of Treasure Island received
funding for two projects — the development of the Sunset Vista Trailhead Park, which was
completed approximately two years ago, and the extension of the Treasure Island
Walkway Extension (more commonly known as the Beach Trail Extension). $380,000 of
the oil spill money was allocated for this project. Last year the selection of the Landscape
Architect was made. Phil Graham and Co. began the study of the existing trail and future
needs. There has been a city wide public meeting, neighborhood meetings, two meetings
with the regulatory agencies, and an open house where Mr. Graham presented his
suggestions to the commercial property owners on the existing trail. Since the plan has
been completed there has been a city-wide meeting hosted by the Planning and Zoning
Board, which also included the Beach Stewardship Committee, the Beautification
Committee, and the Civic Leaders group. There was a good exchange of perspectives.
The Beach Stewardship Committee has made a recommendation on the plan.
