SUBJECT

RECOMMENDATION

Administration recommends that the Downtown Redevelopment Plan be approved, including support
for a Land Use Plan and zoning change from Commercial General to a new Central Business
District category with a maximum Floor Area Ratio (F.A.R.) of 1.5.
