SUBJECT:
Information Report on Historic Preservation Grant scope and process.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Commission authorize the preparation of a Historic Survey grant
application for the City of Treasure Island. If authorized, staff recommends that this survey focus on
the Mid-Century Modern architecture located in Treasure Island.

SUMMARY:

Following a presentation to the City Commission by Treasure Island resident Heidi Horak on June
5" the Commission asked staff to report on historic preservation grants available from the Florida
Department of State. Such a grant would come from the State’s Historic Preservation Small
Matching Grants Program. The solicitation period for these grants is October 1 through December
15, with the deadline for submittal being December 15. The Historic Preservation Grant Review
Panel meets in March/April to review and rank the grant projects. Grants are awarded following the
panel’s review. These grants are 50/50 matching — 50% State and 50% City in this case. The City’s
match can be made in in-kind services.

Should the Commission direct staff to prepare a grant application, we estimate it will take up to 40
hours of staff time to develop the grant application over a 3 — 4 week period because of the level of
documentation needed. As a part of the grant, it will be necessary to determine the approximate
number of buildings that will be surveyed and evaluated. The number of buildings to be surveyed
and evaluated directly correlates with the amount of funding needed for the project. It also lets the
grant review panel know approximately how many buildings will be documented which is information
they prefer to have when considering grant requests.
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
