SUBJECT:
Request for the vacation of two easements at 11605 Gulf Boulevard (Gulf Golf property).

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve Ordinance 07-05 on first reading in order to
vacate two utility easements as requested by the applicant to facilitate the development of a
proposed 36-unit condo-hotel project. The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed and approved the
site plan for this project on November 16, 2006 (PZ-2006-28-SR).

SUMMARY:

The subject property formerly housed the Gulf Golf Miniature Golf Course and consists of four legal
lots of record. As such, there are two existing interior utility easements located on site that need to
be vacated in order to accommodate the desired building configuration as approved in PZ-2006-28-
SR. The City’s Public Works Director has reviewed this request and has determined that there are
no City utilities within these easements. His memorandum is attached for the Commission’s review.

Letters of no objection have been received from Verizon, TECO/Peoples Gas, Progress Energy, and
the Pinellas County Utilities Department and are attached for the Commission’s information. The
attached survey and site plan show the easements to be vacated. In addition, the applicant is
dedicating a 15-foot street/utility/public parkway easement along the entire length of the subject
property’s Gulf Boulevard frontage for the eventual undergrounding of utilities and for pedestrian
access.

The Commission held a workshop on this item on June 19, 2007, and first reading and public
hearing on July 3, 2007.

ORDINANCE NO. 07- 05

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TREASURE
ISLAND, FLORIDA, VACATING TWO UTILITY
EASEMENTS ON PRIVATE PROPERTY LOCATED
AT 11605 GULF BOULEVARD WITHIN THE CITY
OF TREASURE ISLAND; PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the property owner/developer of 11605 Gulf Boulevard,
legally described as Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4, Block E, CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND -
BLOCKS D, E, F, G, H according to thereof as recorded in Plat Book 27, Page
71, of the Public Records of Pinellas County, Florida, EXCEPT the exterior three
feet of Block E lying parallel and adjacent to Gulf Boulevard right-of-way, desires
to redevelop and consolidate these lots for condo-hotel use; and

WHEREAS, during the November 16, 2006 Planning and Zoning Board
public hearing on the subject property’s site plan, the need to vacate the
specified utility easement located on private property was identified and
discussed during the Site Plan Review process of PZ-2006-28-SR; and

WHEREAS, the property owner/developer of 11605 Gulf Boulevard
currently has an approved site plan to develop these lots into a 36-unit condo-
hotel; and

WHEREAS, the Public Works Director has reviewed this request and has
no objection to the vacation of the specified utility easements; and

WHEREAS, other Public Utility companies have reviewed this request and
have no objection to the vacation of the specified utility easements; and

WHEREAS, the property owner/developer of 11605 Gulf Boulevard is
responsible for all costs associated with the vacation of the specified utility
easements; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has reviewed this request and has no
objection to the vacation of the specified utility easements;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF TREASURE DOES ORDAIN:

SECTION 1. That the specified utility easements located on private
property at 240 — 260 108" Avenue and shown on Exhibit “A” shall be vacated as
shown on Exhibit “A.”

SECTION 2. That the property owner/developer pay all costs relating to
the vacation of the specified utility easements at 11605 Gulf Boulevard as shown
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
