SUBJECT: Beach Maintenance Area Plan for South Section of the Middle Beach Area

RECOMMENDATION: Beach Stewardship Committee Recommends Adoption of Beach

Maintenance Area plan

SUMMARY:

The first part of the Beach Management Plan, which included the dune area of 119th avenue
south to approximately 108th avenue, was brought to the June 5th workshop. At that
workshop questions arose about the remainder of the middle beach area southward to
Sunset Vista Park. Some areas were being raked privately by Beach Masonizing, Inc. City
representatives met with Mr. John Della-Pia of Beach Masonizing, to discuss the raking
habits in this area, and Mr. Della-Pia has agreed to cease raking in these dune areas
beginning immediately. Raking would continue as normal for the beach area between the
primary dunes and the water. Any raking between dunes would be continued, with the
exception of a 15 foot boundary around each dune, encouraging the expansion of these

dunes in the future (see attachments).

With the cooperation of Beach Masonizing and the adjustment of our own raking habits, the
Beach Stewardship Committee feels that this Beach Maintenance Plan would help encourage

the future growth of the dunes in these areas.
