SUBJECT: MPO Model Livable Communities Concept and Model Comprehensive
Plan Objectives and Policies

The Pinellas County Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) has been studying the
concept of livable communities and the idea of linking transportation and land use
planning with respect to this concept to create a better quality of life in Pinellas County.
In 2005, the Board of County Commissioners approved a recommendation by the MPO
to introduce livable community improvements (such as bicycles lanes, off-road trails,
street crossing enhancements, etc.) in the Pinellas County Transportation Impact Fee
Ordinance by developers as credit toward payment of impact fees. Then in 2006, the
MPO authorized the development of livable community model comprehensive plan
objectives and policies and also land development codes for use by the municipalities
within Pinellas County. At this time, the County is asking for the local governments to
support the model plan objectives and policies to ensure that they are added to the
individual comprehensive plans and are implemented.

As part of this effort, Al Bartolotta with the Pinellas County Planning
Department/ MPO will be presenting the resolution and providing information to the
Commission at the August 21, 2007 workshop.
