SUBJECT: Recommended Purchase - Police Dept. Vehicles

Recommendation

Staff recommends the purchase of two new replacement vehicles for the Police Department as
budgeted for the 2007-08 fiscal year.

Summary

The Police Department requests authorization to purchase one (1) new 2007 Model Year Ford
Expedition XLT, four-wheel drive, in the amount of $31,542.00 from Don Reid Ford, Maitland
Florida under the Florida State Sheriffs Association Contract; and one (1) new 2008 Dodge
Caravan in the amount of $16,736.00 from Beck Dodge, Orlando, Florida also under the Florida
State Sheriffs Association Contract. Sufficient funding for this purchase has been allocated in
the FY 2007-08 Budget as outlined below. These vehicles will replace Police Patrol Vehicle #
29, a 2003 Ford Expedition with 77, 552 miles; and Vehicle # 18, a 1996 Plymouth Caravan
assigned to the Detective Division with 91,689 miles.

Discussion

The Public Works Department staff has inspected Vehicle #29 and notes that the transmission
transfer case does not work properly and the cost to repair the drive train (could be as high as
$2500-$3000.00). Further, it is noted that the vehicle has 1337 hours of idle time. The rule of
thumb is every hour of idle time equates to 33 miles of use. Therefore, the vehicle has 1337
hours of idle time X 33 miles, or approximately the equivalent of 44,121 miles above what is on
the odometer. Because of the use of the vehicle as well as its high mileage and anticipated major
repair, the Public Works Garage advises that this vehicle needs to be replaced.

Staff has located a (new) 2007 model year Expedition that will be sold at the 2007 contract price

by the dealer. There is no price increase in this vehicle between the 2007 and 2008 model years
under the Florida Sheriffs Contract; however, the vehicle is readily available while a 2008 model
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expedition would not be delivered until sometime in the Spring of 2008. After receiving delivery
of this new vehicle, City staff will surplus the 2003 Ford Expedition within the guidelines set
forth by City ordinance.

The Police Department has also budgeted to replace Vehicle # 18, a 1996 Plymouth Caravan.
The Public Works Garage has inspected this vehicle and noted that it is in poor condition with
mileage of 91,689 and replacement is recommended.

Funding:

Staff budgeted a total of $48,660.00 in LOISS Fund account 23-56420, for the purchase of these
vehicles.

Conclusion

Staff respectfully requested that City Commission approve the purchase of one (1) new 2007
Model Year Ford Expedition XLT, four-wheel drive, in the amount of $31,542.00 from Don
Reid Ford, Maitland Florida under the Florida State Sheriffs Association Contract and one (1)
new 2008 Dodge Caravan in the amount of $16,736.00 from Beck Dodge, Orlando, Florida also
under the Florida State Sheriffs Association Contract. If approved, sufficient funding is available
as outline above for this purchase.

Further, staff recommends authorization to dispose of the Vehicle # 29, a 2003 Ford Expedition,
and Vehicle # 18, a 1996 Plymouth Caravan by auction, sealed bids or other appropriate method.

WHEREAS, the Police Department has budgeted for the purchase of two replacement vehicles in
the 2007-08 Fiscal Year; and

WHEREAS, the Police Department has requested permission to purchase these two vehicles
from Don Reid Ford, Maitland Fl., and from Beck Dodge, Orlando Fl., both of which are new car
automobile dealers who are under agreement with the Florida State Sheriffs’ Association to sell
motor vehicles pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to authorize the purchase of said vehicles at this time.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND DOES
RESOLVE THAT:

The Police Department is hereby authorized to purchase two new replacement vehicles as
follows:

1. One new 2007 Model Year Ford Expedition XLT, four-wheel drive, in the amount of
$31,542.00 from Don Reid Ford, Maitland Florida under the Florida State Sheriffs
Association contract.

2. One new 2008 Dodge Caravan in the amount of $ 16,736.00 from Beck Dodge,
Orlando, Florida under the Florida State Sheriffs Association contract.

3. Staff is authorized to dispose of the Vehicle # 29, a 2003 Ford Expedition, and
Vehicle # 18, a 1996 Plymouth Caravan by auction, sealed bids or other appropriate
method.
