SUBJECT: Release of Lien on 12305 3™ Street East

Attorney Ethan J. Loeb, attorney for Matthew B. Schwarz, the owner of the property located at 12305 3™
Street East submitted a letter (attached) requesting to be placed on the City Commission meeting Agenda
in order to eliminate the lien on the property. An item to hear this request was put on the November 6,
2007 Commission Workshop Agenda. However, the City Attorney received a request from Mr. Loeb
requesting that the item be rescheduled to the November 20, 2007 Workshop due to a scheduling conflict
that he had on November 6. Therefore, this item has been placed on the November 20, 2007 Workshop
agenda for consideration.

Background
On August 8, 2005 a Notice of Violation was issued for a violation at 12305 3" Street East. On August

25,2005, the Code Enforcement Board issued a Final Order finding a violation of the Treasure Island
Code of Ordinances, Chapter 68, Article VI, District Regulations, Sec. 68-221, “General Provisions for
uses”, for using property zoned RM-15 for a use not permitted in Section 68-262. The Final Order gave
the owner 10 days to correct the violation, and if the owner failed to abate the violation as specified,
imposed a fine of $250.00 per day for each day the violation remained unabated.

Subsequently, the property owner filed suit against the City in Federal Court relating to the use of the
property. A judgment was recently issued in this case as the Commission has been previously advised.

On April 15, 2007 the structure at the subject property caught fire and was severely damaged forcing all
activity at the property to cease. This had the effect of correcting the violation and subsequently, an
Affidavit of Compliance was issued on August 24, 2007. The property was in non-compliance a total of
729 days. The total cost of the fine is $182,250.00, which has become a lien against the property that can
only be mitigated by the City Commission.

Should the Commission desire additional information, staff will be available at the meeting.
