Res. 08-14, 2008 Fourth of July Fireworks Bid

BACKGROUND - The City of Treasure Island has budgeted $15,000 for its annual Fourth of
July fireworks display. In past years, with the exception of the city’s 50" anniversary celebration
in May 2005, the City of Treasure Island has awarded the bid to Bell’s Fireworks Company of
Tampa, FL. The fireworks display is fired from an area on the beach just north of the St.
Petersburg Municipal Beach.

DISCUSSION - Staff received three bids for the 2008 Fourth of July fireworks display all in the
amount of $15,000. Bids were received from Bay Fireworks; Bell’s Fireworks Company and
Melrose South Pyrotechnics, Inc. Below is a table comparing each companies show for your

Bay Fireworks is offering more shells for the cost of the
show and has a sufficient amount of both general and motor vehicle liability insurance.

Staff’s only concern with both Bay Fireworks and Melrose South Pyrotechnics is the rain date
cost should the show be postponed to July 5, 2008 due to inclement weather — heavy rains and
high winds. As with every year, staff will make every attempt to shoot off the fireworks display
on July 4™ The Fourth of July fireworks display has never been rained out.

FIREWORKS DISPLAY AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT made February 21, 2008 by and between Pyro Enq'l.nnrlng. Inc., whose address is 400 Broadhollow Road, Suite 3, Farmingdale,
NY 11738 (hereinafter "PEI"); and Clty of Treasure island, 120 108™ Street, Treasure island, FL. 33706  (hereinafter "SPONSOR").

WHEREAS, PEI designs, produces, and conducts fireworks displays; and
WHEREAS, SPONSOR wishes to engage PEI to design, produce and perform a fireworks display on the terms and conditions hereinafter set

forth;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions and covenants hereinafter set forth, the parties hereto do mutually agree as

follows:

1. FIREWORKS DISPLAY: On, July 4, 2008 (hereinafter “the Display Date"), PEl shall provide the fireworks and equipment for the display at the
Fireworks Display location. The display will be under the supervision of a PEI trained techniclan. it is agreed that PE! shall be the sole fireworks supplier
and producer for the event contracted for herein. (Note: The actual start and stop time of the display will be determined by the govemmental

authorities having jurisdiction over the display).
2. COST AND PAYMENTS:

[ FIREWORKS DISPLAY PRICE: | $§ 15,000.00 ]

The total (Fireworks Display Price plus all other applicable charges) sum of § 15,000.00 shall be due and payabie as follows:

a. The sum of $ 7,500.00  upon execution and delivery of this contract.

b. Balance: $ 7,500.00 (which includes any taxes or any other pemmits and fees that may be applied to this sale) shall be paid by Official
Bank Check made payable to Pyro Engineering, Inc. ater than fifteen da ior to i ate.

Please Note: SPONSOR is responsible for the payment of ali governmental fees and taxes, including, but not limited to, sales, use, excise,
license, permit, entertainment, or other fees, taxes or surcharges imposed or otherwise applied to this exhibition. Also, please see Section 16(c)

below.

3. POSTPONEMENT: If the display of the fireworks is postponed by reason of inclement weather or for any other reason beyond the control of PEI,
same shall be re-scheduled to the Altemnate Date set forth below. In the event a postponement is necassary due to inclement weather or for any other
reason beyond the control of PEI a rescheduling charge equal to 16% of the contract price plus any additional charge or expense actually incurred by
PEI from oulside vendors (for example: tug charges, barge charges, etc.) shall be added to the balance due to cover additional expenses incurred by
PEl. Any request made by SPONSOR for rescheduling shall be received by PEI not later than 12:01 A.M. on the Delivery Date. Itis understood and
agreed that PEI shall have no obligation to reschedule a display except as required by inclement weather or reasons beyond the control of PEI.

ALTERNATE DATE: July 5, 2008

4. SPONSOR'S AGENT: Ms. Cathy Hayduke  CELL PHONE: shall be designated as SPONSOR’S agent to
whom all questions and inquiries shall be relayed. SPONSOR agent shall be the only agent of SPONSOR authorized to make decisions on behalf of

SPONSOR or to request rescheduling of the fireworks display on the part of SPONSOR.

§. EXHIBITION PLANNER CHECKLIST: it is understood and agreed by the parties hereto that the Fireworks Display shall be contingent upon the
strict compliance by SPONSOR with all items specified on the Exhibition Planner Checiist (EPC) which is annexed hersto and made a part hereof.
Failure on the part of SPONSOR to comply with all requirements set forth in the EPC to the satisfaction of PEI within the time limits therein set forth shall

be desmed to be a default of SPONSOR'S obligations hereunder.

6. SECURITY/SAFETY: SPONSOR shall provide and maintain Security before, during and after the Fireworks Display until the pyrotechnician in
charge declares the area clear. Security shall be deemed to be all security lines, police protection, snow fencing, rope lines, banicades or any other
item deemed necessary by the local govemment or by PEl. SPONSOR shall aiso provide and maintain an area clear of any buildings cars and
spectators with a minimum radius as specified by NFPA Code 1123-1985 as a Fire Safety Zone (FSZ) during the entire period commencing from the
time the fireworks are delivered to the site until the area is declared clear. 1t is understood and agreed that PEI will cease all fireworks discharge due to
any security breach of the FSZ. PEI shall not be responsible for personal injury, vehicle or property damage occurring within the FSZ as a result of the
failure of SPONSOR to maintain the aforementioned FSZ. SPONSOR acknowledges and agrees that PEI's responsibiities are limited to the Fireworks
Display and that PEI is relying on SPONSOR to maintain the aforementioned FSZ and to comply with all Federal, State, municipal and local laws,
orders, regulations and ordinancas pertaining to the implementation of any and all sacurity measures at the site of the Fireworks Display. Any site visits
made during the display setup by or on behalf of SPONSOR shall be in accordance with NFPA 1123-1995, and under the direct supervision of the PEI

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technician in charge. Any such inspection shall not in any way Interfers with the safety, setup or schedule of the preparation for and disassembly after
the Fireworks Dispiay. The PEI technician in charge may, at his discretion, cancel any inspection that in his sole opinion may compromise the safety of
the setup or the Fireworks Display or the setup schedule. The PEI technician may at any time temporarily discontinue the discharge of fireworks.

7. CREDITS: As a material inducement to PEJ agreeing to enter into this Agreement, SPONSOR shall give PEI program credit as sole fireworks
supplier and producer in all press releases, advertising, and any other program announcements, printed or otherwise.

8. INABILITY to DELIVER or CONDUCT FIREWORKS DISPLAY/FORCE MAJEURE. PEI shall not incur any liability for any loss or for any failure to
perform any obligation hereunder due to causes beyond its reasonable control inciuding without fimitation legal or regulatory restrictions, labor disputes
of whatever nature, power loss, telecommunications failure, acts of God, or any other cause beyond its reasonable control. In the event PE! is unable to
deliver the Fireworks Display on the Delivery Date this contract will remain in full force and effect and the Fireworks Display will be performed on the
Alternate Date or if no Atemate Date is stated then on such other date as may be agreed upon by the parties.

9. CONTRACT SUBJECT TO GOVERNMENT REGULATION: This Agreement and PEl's obligations hereunder are subject to all applicable Federal,
State, Municipal and local laws, rules, ordinances, regulations and codes, now or hereinatter in effect, and to the conditions and limitations contained in
the permits required to be obtained by SPONSOR prior to the Fireworks Display. In the event any Federal, State, municipal or local law, rule, regulation
or ordinance shall be enacted which in any way prohibits, limits or restricts the sale, performance or operation of the exhibition of the Fireworks Display
or in the event SPONSOR'S pemit in any way limits or restricts the sale, performance or operation of said exhibition, PEl shall limit or restrict its
performance or the Fireworks Display so as to comply with such law, rule, regulation or ordinance or limitation or restriction of SPONSOR'S pemit.
SPONSOR acknowledges that any such limit or restriction placed on the performance or operation of the Fireworks Display shall in no way result in or
entitle SPONSOR to a reduction or abatement in the full contract price.

10. GENERAL PROVISIONS:

a) This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof, and may not be changed, modified,
renewed or extended except by a written agreement, signed by both parties. SPONSOR acknowledges and agrees that PEl has not made
any representations or wairanties except those specifically set forth in this contract.

b) Should any clause, section, or part of this agreement be held or declared to be void or illegal for any reason, all other clauses, sections, or
parts of this agreement which can be effected without such illegal clause, saction, or part shail nevertheless continue in full force and effect.

c) SPONSOR is responsible for removal of all debris associated with the Fireworks Display.

d) PEIl is not responsible for procuring barges, towing or dockage. Should SPONSOR require these services, PEl may, upon written request,
assist SPONSOR in the location and contracting of such services. All additional costs such as towing, dockage, anchoring, etc. are the
responsibility of the SPONSOR. It is spedifically understood and agreed that PEI shall not be responsible in any way if any barge, towing,
dockage, or any other company with which SPONSOR has contracted for service fails to perform and the display cannot proceed as planned.

e) SPONSOR is responsible for any additional marine costs, FDNY pammit fees, Sea Tow, efc.

f) Inthe event SPONSOR cancels the Fireworks Display the full contract price as set forth herein shall become immediately due and payable.
SPONSOR will have up to six months from the date of canceliation to request PEI to reschedule the Fireworks Dispiay. In the event the
Fireworks Display is rescheduled SPONSOR will be aliowed a credit toward the contract price of the rescheduied Fireworks Display equal to
the contract price hereunder less any costs incurred by PEI as a result of the canceflation and rescheduling. Such rescheduled Fireworks
Display shall take place no later than six months from originally scheduled Fireworks Display.

g) PEl agrees to procure liability insurance on behalf of SPONSOR, and to indemnify SPONSOR, to the extent thereof, for all claims arising out
of PE)'s negligence in excess of $2,500.00 (Two Thousand Five Hundred Dollars).

41. SPONSOR'S DEFAULT: in the event SPONSOR shall fail to pay any sum when due under the terms of this contract, SPONSOR shall pay, in
addition to such amount, interest at the rate of 1-1/2% per month on the unpaid amount from the original due date. SPONSOR does further agree that it
shalt pay PEI reasonable attorney fees and other costs in the event PEI shall commence any proceeding (Arbitration or any other proceeding) or incur
fees to compel SPONSOR to pay any sums due hereunder or otherwise as a result of SPONSOR'S default of any of the terms and provisions herein

contained.

12. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: It is agreed by and between the parties heveto thet in the event of SPONSOR'S default hereunder PE! shall be entitied to receive

43. SUBSTITUTIONS: PEI shall have the right, at its discretion, fo substitute any fireworks it deems necessary provided same does not detract from
the aesthetic value or quality of the program. This includes, but is not limited to, shell sizes, quantities, types and brand names. Any substitutions shall
in no way result in or entite SPONSOR to a reduction or abalement of the full contract price.

14. ARBITRATION: Any and il disputes, differences, or any other type of controversy arising out of or in relation to this Agresment, including as to the
meaning or interpretation of any provision hereof, shall be resolved by arbitration in Nassau County, New York, pursuant to the commercial rules then
obtaining of the American Arbitration Association. Only one (1) arbitrator shall be required. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding and
judgment may be entered thereon in any court of competent jurisdiction. The arbitrator siting in such controversy shall have no power to alter or modify
any express provision of this Agreement, nor to make any award which by its tems effects any such alteration or modification. Either party may seek
from the court of competent jurisdiction any provisional remedy In aid of arbitration, including, but not limited to, injunction, attachment or repievin,
pending the dstermination of any claim or controversy in arbitration. Any and alt disputes, controversies, actions, claims, causes of action, or
proceedings arising under, out of, or in connection with or relating to the terms of this contract, and any amendment thereof, commenced by, between or
against any of the parties of this contract shall be desmed to have arisen from a transaction of business in New York, and shall be resolved by

application of the substantive laws of the State of New York.

3. Fire Marshal's requirements for sacurity of fireworks truck upon arrival, and the security of the fire zone before and during the display.

4. Federal reguiations require that we carry an accurate route plan to the display site. Fax us a copy of the route instructions from the nearest

US Interstate to the display area (approved by the fire marshal or other authority, if necessary).
5. Notify FAA on day of your display, according to the instructions in the FAA Lettar of Approval, which will be forwarded to you prior to your

display.

Thank you for your letter dated January 14, 2008 advising the City that the existing Interlocal
Agreement has expired and the City will be billed at the uniform rate charged to wholesale

wastewater customers.

As you know, during discussions about a new Interlocal Agreement, the City of Treasure Island
has taken issue with among other things the provision to begin imposing an outside 5t. Petersburg
city limits surcharge of 25%. This exorbitant surcharge has no relationship to offsetting the cost
for the treatment and disposal of wastewater. Rather, it is simply a gimmick to produce revenue
for whatever purpose St. Petersburg may want.

This unfounded surcharge is in addition to the questionable, substantially increased sewer rates. It
appears that St Pete has simply been waiting for our contract to expire before assessing these
illegal fees, as opposed to legitimate criteria that comports with the dictates of the original federal
decree. Our expert, Robert Ori, is undertaking an analysis of the rates. | am requesting a
comparison of the St Pete Beach formulas and that which you are applying to Treasure Island.

Therefore. | must advise you that it is our intent to challenge this surcharge and most likely the
rates structure itself, through whatever channels that may be available to us. The city will escrow
funds equivalent to that portion of the wastewater statement of charges for the 25% out of city

surcharge until this matter is resolved.

| would like to invite you or any other City representative to a City Commission workshop to
discuss the surcharge and to explain how it relates to reimbursement for costs incurred by St.
Petersburg for the treatment of wastewater. Please let me know when you or another City
representative would be available.

The City of Treasure Island regrets the necessity for seeking other means to resolve our

Section 180.191 Florida Statutes authorizes a municipality to add up to a 25 % surcharge to
charges, rates and fees for utility services to consumers outside of its municipal boundaries.
Section 27-192 St. Petersburg City Code establishes the rates to be charged for wholesale
wastewater service and includes a 25% surcharge to customers outside of the St. Petexsburg city
limits. That surcharge is neither illegal nor unfounded. . St. Petersburg also has paid a 25%
surcharge to the City of I.argo for wastewater service provided to the Carillon ar¢a. The revenue
generated from the surcharge is used to offset the costs of providing wastewater service.

With occasional exceptions, the St. Petexsburg City Council adopts its wastewater rates annually
by ordinance. Those rates are determined with the assistance of an independent rate consultant
and undergo a thorough review process. An explanation of wastewater rates and any rate
increases are routinely provided to St. Petersburg’s wholesale customers. The rates charged by
St. Petersburg to its wholesale customers, even with the surcharge included, remain less than the
rate currently charged by Pinellas County for wholesale wastewater service. I am unaware of any
“original federal decree” as referenced in your correspondence that dictates requirements in
getting wastewater rates by the City of St. Petersburg. Please identify that document at your

earliest convenience so that St. Petersburg can determine what, if any, additional requirements
are imposed on the rate methodology used to set wastewater rates.

Although St. Petersburg continues to be willing to provide information regarding the rate setting
process for wastewater service to both the Treasure Island City Commission.and staff, the issue
of the validity of a 25% surcharge ultimately will be a mafter of legal interprefation. Iam aware
of the 1998 legal opinion provided by Rose, Sundstrom & Bentley, LLP, a copy of which was
included in the documents provided in response to your public records request. That opinion
included an analysis of St. Petersburg’s ability to apply a 25% suxcharge to its bulk customers,
assuming there were no contractual restraints. I do not concur with the legal conclusion reached
by Mr. Sundstrom, who appears to have confused the jssue of the surcharge with the prohibition
set forth in Section 180.02 Florida Statutes that a city may not exercise its municipal powers in
another municipality’s legal boundaries. St. Petersburg is not attempting to exercise any of its
corporate powers within Treasure Island’s municipal boundaries. However, if you have some
other specific legal authority to support your position that the 25% surcharge is illegal, I would
be happy to consider that legal authority. Until then, I am of the opinion that Section 180.191
Florida Statute does provide the City of St. Petersburg with sufficient legal authority to apply a
25% surcharge to customers outside its city limits.

Dear Ms. Streeter,

Thank you for your letter dated February 15, 2008 responding to mine of January 28, 2008. Per
your request, I will forward my future correspondence directly to your office.

Clearly we disagree with your liberal interpretation of F.S. section 180.191 in that state law does not
authorize St. Petersburg to impose any surcharge within the municipal boundaries of the City of
Treasure Island. This activity is governed by the unambiguous provisions set forth in section 180.02
which states:

(1) For the accomplishment of the purposes of this chapter, any municipality may
execute its corporate powers within its corporate limits.

(2) Any municipality may extend and execute all of its corporate powers applicable
for the accomplishment of the purposes of this chapter outside of its corporate limits,
as hereinafter provided and as may be desirable or necessary for the promotion of the
public health, safety and welfare or for the accomplishment of the purposes of this
chapter; provided, however, that said corporate powers shall not extend or apply

within the corporate limits of another municipality.

(3) In the event any municipality desires to avail itself of the provisions or benefits of
this chapter, it is lawful for such municipality to create a zone or area by ordinance
and to prescribe reasonable regulations requiring all persons or corporations living or
doing business within said area to connect, when available, with any sewerage system
or alternative water supply system, including, but not limited to, reclaimed water,
aquifer storage and recovery, and desalination systems, constructed, erected and
operated under the provisions of this chapter; provided, however, in the creation of
said zone the municipality shall not include any area within the limits of any other
incorporated city or village, nor shall such area or zone extend for more than 5 miles
from the corporate limits of said municipality.

It is interesting that you state in your letter that the 25% surcharge “revenue generated from the
surcharge is used to offset the costs of providing wastewater service”. The City of Treasure Island
has engaged Mr. Gerry Hartman of GAI Consultants, Inc. to analyze this explanation. If, indeed, St.
Petersburg is paying a 25% surcharge to the City of Largo for wastewater provided for the Carillon
area, then perhaps St. Petersburg should likewise question that charge.

I have requested that Mr. Hartman investigate the materiality of your statement that “the rates
charged by St. Petersburg to its wholesale customers, even with the surcharge included, remain less
than the rate currently charged by Pinellas County for wholesale wastewater service.

I do agree with you that the 25% surcharge will ultimately be a matter of legal interpretation. Iam
aware that you disagree with the legal opinion of your former expert counsel, William Sundstrom,
that section 180.02 does not authorize the surcharge. Contrary to your explanation, Mr. Sundstrom
has not “confused” the issue of the surcharge with the limitations on the exercise of authority under
the auspices of Chapter 180 imposed by section 180.02. There is nothing confusing about the
statute. Your assertion that “St. Petersburg is not attempting to exercise any of its corporate powers
within Treasure Island’s municipal boundaries” is wrong. You have requested that I provide you
with specific legal authority that the 25% surcharge is illegal, and until then you will remain of the
opinion that the surcharge is legal. Based on that statement, I will recommend to Treasure Island that
we commence Chapter 164 mediation proceedings prior to filing an action for Declaratory Relief and
other claims. In that event, I hope to work with you as amicably and cost-effectively as possible.
Please govern yourselves accordingly.

Pursuant to our meetings between you, Evelyn Rosetti, Michael Burton, Dave Green and
Robert Lockridge, you have asked that we review a series of matters on behalf of the City.
Specifically, may the City modify the rates and charges of certain "bulk” customers of City
water and/or wastewater utility. services, located outside of the City limits, notwithstanding
provisions of pre-existing contracts between the City and such customers to the contrary.
Second, what is the legal standard by which the City would set rates and charges for such
customers in the future. Third, may the City earn a fair rate of return on its utility operation
in the future. Finally, may the City impose the surcharge authorized by § 180.191 on such out-
of-city customers, whether such areas are incorporated into another municipality or not.

I. SUMMARY

A municipality’s setting of utility rates for its own municipal systems is a Legislative
function which will not be overturned unless the attacking party, who has the burden, shows that
the rates are outside or beyond the zone of reasomableness, so as to be confiscatory or
discriminatory. A municipal utility is entitled to earn a reasonable rate of return on its capital
so that its rates may be set so that it earns a rate of return on its equity comparable to other
similar businesses. A municipal utility has the authority to set reasonable rates and charges for
such services as it provides and such a resulting utility rate will not be stricken unless they are
proven to be unreasonable and discriminatory. A municipal utility is entitled to make a

reasonable "profit" from its utility operations and to use these proceeds for other valid municipal

purposes.

0. AUTHORITY

Florida courts give municipalities considerable discretion in setting utility rates. A case
that dealt with the validity of municipal utility rates was Rosalind Holding Company v. The
Orlando Utilities Commission, 402 So.2d 1209 (5th DCA 1981). In this case the Plaintiff filed
a complaint alleging that the Orlando Utilities Commission ("OUC”) had charged its customers
unreasonable rates. The plaintiff argued that payments made by the OUC to Orange County in
lieu of taxes and payments in the nature of franchise fees were improper operating expenses; and
if disallowed as operating expenses, would substantially increase OUC’s income. As a result,
its rate of return on capital would be far above what other municipal and private utilities were
allowed to earn. The plaintiff also argued that the OUC should not have been allowed to set its
rates so as to allow as high a return on its equity as an investor-owned utility. In reviewing these

allegations the court stated:

that in contrast to a public service commission, which is designed to regulate and
set reasonable rates for utilities and require certain methods of calculating
reasonable rates, the courts have a much more limited function. Setting rates and
methods to calculate them is a legislative function, whether it is done by the
Public Service Commission or the Orlando Utilities Commission Board %A party
seeking to attack in the court the rates charged by a utility has the burden of
showing that the rates are outside or beyond the zone of reasonableness, as
established by the evidence and not necessarily by the Public Service
Commission, so as to be confiscatory or discriminatory. In the absence of
controlling statutes, a municipal utility, like any other utility, is entitled to earn
a reasonable rate of return on its capital so that its rates may be set so that it
earns a rate of return on its equity comparable to other similar businesses. Citing
to Federal Power Commission v. Hope Natural Gas Company, 320 US 591, 64

S. Ct. 281, 88 L. Ed. 333 (1944).

Rosalind indicates that courts in deciding whether a municipal utility rate is unreasonable
will look at the following factors: 1) rates charged by comparable utilities, both private and
public; 2) services provided by the municipal utility derived or funded by the utility revenue;
and 3) the rate of return of investor-owned Florida utilities (what the PSC has established as a
reasonable zone for rates may be among the evidence considered).
