SUBJECT:  Request by Alan Dobrzeniecki, Bayside Tours, Inc.

Background
At the September 13, 2006 meeting, the City Commission approved Resolution 06-75

authorizing a Revocable License Agreement for the use of the public Beach Trail from 119th
Avenue to its terminus south of 104th Avenue for the purpose of allowing sunset Segway tours.
The License Agreement was assigned to Bayside Tours Inc and the Bilmar Beach Resort.

Staff received the attached email from Alan Dobrzeniecki, Bayside Tours, Inc., requesting a
modification of the Licensing Agreement in order to operate the Segway tours on the sandy area
of the beach approximately 30 yards to the west of the Beach Trail, as well as continuing to use
the Beach Trail.

Discussion

The existing License Agreement provides for guided Segway sunset tours which operate from
the Bilmar Beach Resort. The approved Agreement also requires the licensee to provide a two
million dollar insurance policy for liability and property damage for the subject area that names
the City of Treasure Island as co insured. Proof of such insurance and its renewal on an annual
basis is to be provided to the City.

Mr. Dobrzeniecki would like to modify the License Agreement in order to operate the guided
tours on the sandy area of the beach as well as the Beach Trail. He is proposing that the Segway
tours ride on the Beach Trail to the north end of the Trail and return to the Bilmar on the sand.
The tours would stay approximately 30 yards west of the Beach Trail.

Recommendation
If the Commission is agreeable to this request, staff will prepare the appropriate Resolution and
amendment to the Licensing Agreement for the next Commission meeting.

SUBJECT: Res 08-33, Development Agreement Ordinance (Ord 08-03)

BACKGROUND - A development agreement is a tool that is used between a developer and a city that
clearly establishes the developer’s responsibility regarding project phasing, the provision of public and
private facilities, specified improvements, along with other mutually agreed upon terms and requirements.
The Florida statutes allow for local governments to enter into development agreements to clarify issues
and responsibilities between local governments and developers on specific projects. A development
agreement is essentially a contract between the city and the developers and many communities in Florida
have included provisions in their land development codes that address the use of development
agreements. The use of development agreements can provide an extra tool to better achieve quality
redevelopment.

DISCUSSION — In Treasure Island, the use of development agreements as a tool was considered in 2002
during as part of a larger discussion pertaining to Treasure Island’s redevelopment concepts. It became
part of Ordinance 02-06 which was adopted by the City Commission in 2002, but later repealed in 2003.
The Planning and Zoning Board, sitting as the Local Planning Agency, has re-visited the issue of
development agreements and finds that they are an important planning and redevelopment tool. During
this time, the Board also reviewed the current Florida Statutes governing development agreements.

On March 20, 2008 the Planning and Zoning Board, sitting as the Local Planning Agency, adopted the
following motion: fo approve that the Development Agreement moves forward to the City Commission
for review in draft form and be reviewed by the City Attorney prior to review by the City Commission.
The development agreement language has been forwarded to the City Attorney for her review and is
attached for the City Commission’s review and consideration.

RECOMMENDATION -

Sec. 68-123, Review by Planning and Zoning Board, of the LDR requires that the Commission
refer all proposed development regulations to the P&ZB/LPA for formal review and
recommendation to the City Commission. This requirement is applicable even though the
P&ZB/LPA initiated this proposed amendment to the LDRs.
