SUBJECT: Interlocal Agreement for Secondary E.O.C. Emergency Power Upgrades

Background
The cities of Treasure Island, South Pasadena, and St. Pete Beach have had agreements

since 1983 with Pasadena Community Church for the use of their facilities as a
secondary emergency operations center (EOC) during hurricane threats to our area. In
order to provide for necessary EOC operations the cities have installed radio antennas
and a transfer switch to permit a portable generator to be connected to the building to
provide emergency power. The transfer switch and limited wiring was installed at a
cost of $9,000. The church provides the facilities to shelter essential emergency response
personnel, facilities support personnel, space for parking of city vehicles and
equipment, volunteer assistance by church members to operate the facility, and they
have offered the use of the facility post-storm should local facilities be uninhabitable.

Discussion

Due to limited funds available at the time, the transfer switch was wired into a small
part of the church facility and does not provide adequate emergency circuits for the
needs of the secondary EOC. The City of South Pasadena coordinated the installation of
the transfer switch and the contractor at the time indicated the cost to wire additional
areas would be approximately $30,000. We have since re-evaluated the electrical
system with a new contractor and find that the system can be upgraded to provide
emergency power to essential operational and communications areas for $15,000. The
cost would be shared by the three cities at $5,000 each. The cost would include
providing necessary wiring and adapters in order to utilize a 200 KW generator owned
by the City of Treasure Island in the Water Pollution Control Department. An interlocal
agreement for the cost sharing of this project has been drafted by the attorney for the
City of South Pasadena.
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Recommendation

Approve Resolution 08-46, authorizing the City Manager to enter into the interlocal
agreement for the cost of emergency electrical upgrades with the cost shared by the
cities of Treasure Island, St. Pete Beach, and South Pasadena. If approved a
supplemental appropriation from the LOISS fund will be made for the project in order
to begin as soon as possible for readiness for this hurricane season.

WHEREAS, the cities of Treasure Island, St. Pete Beach, and South Pasadena have agreements
with Pasadena Community Church for use of its facilities as a Secondary Emergency Operations
Center; and

WHEREAS, the Secondary Emergency Operations Center must have emergency power in order
to properly function during hurricane events should normal power fail; and

WHEREAS, the cities of Treasure Island, St. Pete Beach, and South Pasadena desire to upgrade
the existing emergency power capabilities of the Secondary Emergency Operations Center in
preparation for this hurricane season; and

WHEREAS, proposals have been obtained to upgrade emergency power capabilities for a total
cost of $15,000.00 to allow for the coordinated utilization of the aforementioned facilities and the
cost will be shared equally among the cities;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND DOES
RESOLVE THAT:

1. The City Manager is hereby authorized to enter into an Interlocal Agreement,
attached as Exhibit 1, with the cities of St. Pete Beach and South Pasadena to
equally share the cost of electrical upgrades; and

2. Funding for the City's share of this improvement will be approved through a
supplemental appropriation to the current budget.

3. This resolution is effective immediately upon adoption.

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Interlocal Agreement

This agreement made and entered into this day of by and between
the City of South Pasadena, a Florida municipal corporation, the City of St. Pete Beach a
Florida municipal corporation and the City of Treasure Island a Florida municipal
corporation herein after referred to as parties;

In consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein provided, it is agreed
between the parties as follows:

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Cities of South Pasadena, St. Pete Beach and Treasure Island each have
Emergency Action Plans that call for the use Pasadena Community Church as a
secondary EOC; and

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island owns a 200 kw generator that needs to be
removed from their City in the event of a storm and can be transported to the EOC; and

WHEREAS, in April 2006 the parties without entering a written agreement jointly paid
the expense of having a transfer switch installed at Pasadena Community Church ata
total cost of $9.000; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to upgrade the wiring and purchase cables that will allow the
entire EOC including the kitchen and air conditioning systems to be operated by the
generator; and

WHEREAS, the City of South Pasadena obtained 3 quotes for the work necessary the
lowest quote was $15,000.00

NOW THEREFORE the parties hereto agree to the following:

A. Execution of this interlocal shall serve as acceptance by the parties of the proposal
by J&L Sanchez Inc attached as Exhibit “A”.

B. Each party to this interlocal shall be responsible for paying 1/3 of the $15,000.00
cost of the work described in Exhibit “A”

C. Gary Anderson Director of Public Works for the City of South Pasadena shall
serve as the project manager coordinating the work with the Contractor and the
Church. '

D. The work shall be completed in advance of the 2008 hurricane season.
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E. Upon notification by the projéct manager that the work has been completed each
party shall forward payment of their 1/3 of the invoice directly to J&L Sanchez
Inc. with a copy of their check to the other two parties.

F. The City of Treasure Island will bring a 200 kw generator to the EOC and the
parties who activate to the EOC shall share equally in the cost of renting the
required fuel barrels or tank and the cost of the fuel used to run the generator.

SUBJECT: Res 08-47, Employee Group Medical Insurance Renewal

We received our annual renewal proposal from United HealthCare to renew the current plan at a
4.2% increase effective July 1. The renewal pricing as well as several alternates to our current
medical plan are briefly summarized below. A more detailed explanation can be found on the
attached spreadsheets.

Alternate 5 -9.00% -$65,639 RX Tier 2 & 3 increase from $25 & $40 to $30 & $70
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A decision should be made by the first meeting in June since the current plan terminates June 30
and June is open enrollment month. If a plan change is made, we will need some lead time to
issue new cards and communicate any changes.

This renewal offer is slightly less than the current medical inflation rate of 4.6% as calculated by
the U.S. Department of Labor BLS. It is considerably less than the present 11% “medical trend
rate” that underwriters use to measure future medical expense.

My renewal recommendation is to select Alternate 2 (United Choice HMO &JE). I believe that
this alternative provides the best overall healthcare value, balancing the medical coverage needs
of our employees and an affordable benefit for the city. The city will save slightly more than
$16, 000 annually over our current plan and $46,000 over what it would cost to continue the
current plan. Employees who pay for dependent coverage will likewise have 2% less deducted
from their paychecks.

I like Alternate 2 over the other cost neutral and cost reducing alternatives because it lowers
some of the costs to employees in the most widely used benefit areas (doctor visit co-pays and
annual out-of-pocket maximum expenses) while lowering premium costs.

On the attached spreadsheets, Red numbers are a coverage item where expenses to the person
using that item increases, blue numbers represent a savings when using that item.
