SUBJECT: Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for FYE 2007

The Comprehensive Annual Financial Report for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2007,
needs to be put on the City Commission’s agenda for acceptance. The CAFR is an annual audit
and report of the City’s budget and financial controls and practices for the 2007 fiscal year.

The Auditors’ Management Letter found that their two comments from the FY 2006 Audit
concerning Authorized Signatures and Recordation of Grant Proceeds had both been
implemented. The Letter contained two comments for this Audit period concerning continuing
education for the Finance Director and reconciling the pension plan contributions to the ICMA
statement on a quarterly basis.

In response to auditor comments, I have recommended the following:

Continuing Education: The City will provide the highest quality continuing education available
for the finance director in regards to governmental courses.

Pension Plans: Finance staff will implement a quarterly reconciliation process of the pension
plan contributions to ICMA. A spreadsheet will be created to reconcile the City and member
contributions to the plan with the statements.

The City’s independent auditors, Richard Cristini and Jeanine Bittenger, with the firm of

Davidson, Jamieson & Cristini, P.I. will be at the June 3, 2008 workshop to present the Audit
and answer questions.

SUBJECT:  Sunset Beach Parking Permits, Summary & Recommendation

Background
For a number of years, the residents of Sunset Beach (SSB) have complained of on-street parking

congestion from visitors going to the beach and/or other public and private facilities in Sunset
Beach. The popularity of various destinations in SSB periodically results in the inability of
SSB residents to park their own vehicles at or near their home, has blocked private driveways,
has caused (at times) the narrowing of already constricted streets to such a degree that could
impede the ability of emergency vehicles to respond where required and lastly, has resulted in
both verbal and physical confrontations between resident and visitor. It is widely agreed that the
aforementioned problems may be exacerbated by traditional spring break tourists and traffic, but
by no means is this the only time these problems exist.

Residents of Sunset Beach consistently point out that the problem of on-street parking is not
limited to any one area of Sunset Beach. The success of Ka-tiki at 8803 West Gulf Blvd, and
Caddy’s Waterfront at 9000 West Gulf Blvd typically draw a large number of beachgoers and
patrons to the beach at and nearby these businesses. The Lions Club facility periodically host
events that generate overflow parking that impact surrounding areas. The City Beach Pavilion
and public parking lots draw many beachgoers with overflow parking taking place in and around
that area of SSB. There is at least one location in mid SSB that typically hosts weddings and
other gatherings with overflow parking taking place on the streets in that area of SSB.

There is no question the public and private facilities noted above contribute to or create the
periodic traffic congestion and subsequent on-street parking problems. It should be noted that
the management of Caddy’s has taken significant steps to help mitigate the impact of that
business’s customer draw. Regardless of what business or public facility is involved I believe the
best method in minimizing the vehicular impacts in SSB is to approach it as a Sunset Beach-wide
problem and not to impose restrictions to only the streets that experience the greatest impact.

The problem in SSB is not limited to one or two streets.
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Evaluation

The Treasure Island Police Department has received numerous complaints from SSB residents
over the years reporting offenses as previously identified. A multitude of actions have been taken
by Officers as circumstances or prevailing conditions allowed. When an offense was obvious and
met the criteria of Florida Statutes or Municipal Law, enforcement action was taken in the form
of a verbal warning or written citation. There is clearly a significant problem with on-street
parking availability and regulatory management, and little doubt that SSB residents contend with
an “above average” number of problems directly related to on-street parking. From the Police
perspective, there are few, if any, alternatives available under current Municipal or State law to
resolve these problems

One of the more difficult problems our Police Officers must resolve in SSB is when on an
already narrow street, two vehicles park opposite each other and in doing so, narrow this street to
the point of preventing another vehicle from passing through. For the investigating Officer, there
is a burden to establish which vehicle actually parked in the manner that caused the blockage. As
most of these events are not witnessed, and under Florida Law, Officers are limited as the level
of action they can take with a non-moving violation they did not witness. Adding further to this,
there is no specific provision within the Treasure Island Vehicular Parking Ordinances that
prohibits parking in this manner, nor is there a defined method available by local law to the
Officer (such as local authority to remove the vehicle) in order to restore normal traffic passage.
Provisions provided by Florida State Statutes exist, but are not conducive to resolving a problem
such as this.

Currently, the City of St. Pete Beach utilizes a permit parking program in various areas of their
City. Essentially, once residency is established, residents purchase permits valid for one year to
affix to their vehicles. A permit holder may park their vehicle anytime and any day in any area
that requires their classification of permit. Persons who do not hold a permit may not park their
vehicle during the times and days prohibited — all identified by street signs. Residents may
purchase as needed, temporary parking permits for anticipated company, and most residents
purchase additional temporary permits (for several months in advance) in order to provide
coverage for unexpected guests. In St. Pete Beach, temporary permits cost $3.00 for a thirty day
permit. The annual resident permit is $ 5.00. I would note that this program has been in
successful operation since 1992, and it now operates only to recover operating expenses.

To further assess the resident input of Sunset Beach with regard to their interest in a permit
parking program, and working in conjunction with two primary citizen volunteers, a survey was
hand delivered to SSB residents during May of 2008. Survey drop-off boxes were provided in
three City locations. These boxes were collected, emptied, tallied and returned by Police
Department Staff during each day of the survey period. There were 197 surveys returned for
tally.

The following is an analysis of the survey responses received:

150 persons or 76% support implementing a parking permit program*
47 persons or 24% did not support a parking permit program

337 the number of permits residents felt they would need, or avg. of 2 per address
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
