SUBJECT:  Ord 08-07, Idle Speed Zone Sunset Beach

Staff and Commissioners have received complaints about the increased number of boaters mooring close
to shore in the area just south of the designated swim zone that begins at the south end of Weckesser Park.
Residents in this area complain of the increased noise from these boaters in this area of Sunset Beach.
The Commission considered extending the Swim Zone at its June 3, 2008 Workshop meeting. After
hearing comments from the public and discussing the issue, staff was directed to revise the proposed
Ordinance 08-06 by extending the Swim Zone from the south end of Weckesser Park to Blind Pass.

At the June 17, 2008 Meeting, the Commission had the 1* Reading of Ordinance 08-06, extending the
Swim Zone from the south end of Weckesser Park to Blind Pass. During the Public Hearing on the
Ordinance, there was discussion about providing an opportunity for boaters to anchor near the shoreline in
the area of the commercial properties north of Weckesser Park. The Commission asked staff to prepare a
proposed ordinance that would provide for an Idle Speed — No Wake Zone in this area for its
consideration at a workshop meeting.

Ordinance 08-07 attached would create an Idle Speed — No Wake Zone extending from the north right-of-
way line of 4™ Avenue South (which lies between Weckesser Park and Caddies Restaurant) to the south
property line of the St. Petersburg Lions’ Club property. The length of this proposed Idle Speed Zone is
approximately 450 feet.

Staff proposes the boundaries of the Idle Speed zone as the north line of the 4™ Avenue South right-of-
way in order to provide a small buffer to the Swim Zone area of Weckesser Park and the residential
property to the south. On the north end of the proposed Idle Speed Zone, staff is proposing a line
equivalent to the south property line of the Lions Club property in order to provide a buffer of
approximately 150 feet in length between the end of the Idle Speed Zone and the residences that have
recently been constructed just north of the Lions’ Club property.

Recommendation:
Staff recommends the Commission approve Ordinance 08-07, creating an Idle Speed- No Wake
Zone and set the ordinance for 1% Reading on July 15, 2008.
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ORDINANCE NO. 08- 07

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA,
AMENDING THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND CODE OF ORDINANCES,
CHAPTER 58, WATERWAYS, ARTICLE III, BOATS, SECTION 58-92,
RESTRICTED BOATING AREAS, (c) ZONES BY DELETING FROM THE
SWIM ZONE THE AREA EXTENDING FROM THE NORTH RIGHT-OF-
WAY LINE OF 4™ AVENUE SOUTH, NORTHWARD TO THE SOUTH
PROPERTY LINE OF LOTS 9 AND 16, SAWYER AND HARRELL’S 2™°
ADDITION SUBDIVISION, A DISTANCE OF APPROXIMATELY 450 FEET;
AMENDING SECTION 58-92, (C) ZONES, (2) IDLE SPEED-NO WAKE ZONE
BY DESIGNATING AN IDLE SPEED-NO WAKE ZONE FOR THE
AREA EXTENDING FROM THE NORTH RIGHT OF WAY OF 4™ AVENUE
SOUTH NORTHWARD TO THE SOUTH PROPERTY LINE OF LOTS 9 AND
16, SAWYER AND HARRELL’S 2™ ADDITION SUBDIVISION, A DISTANCE
OF APPROXIMATELY 450 FEET; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;
REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND PROVIDING FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island wishes to maintain safe swimming areas as well as
accommodate the needs of the boating public by designating an additional area of the public
beach, extending from the north Right-of-way line of 4" Avenue South northward to the south
property line of Lots 9 and 16, Sawyer and Harrell’s 2™ Addition subdivision (aka the St.
Petersburg Lions Club property), a distance of approximately 450 feet, as an Idle Speed- No
Wake Zone.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Treasure
Island, Florida, as follows:

Section 1.  That the City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 58, Waterways,
Article I1I, Boats, Section 58-92, Restricted Boating Areas, Sub-Section (c) Zones, Sub-Section
(1) Swim Zone, is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 58-92. Restricted boating areas.

(c) Zones

(1) Swim zones. The following areas shall be designated as swim zones; and all boating activity
shall be restricted within an area that is located between the water line and a buoy line, which
buoy line shall be located by the city manager at a point no greater than 300 feet out into the Gulf
of Mexico from the mean high water line in the following locations:

a. From the Blind Pass Jetty northward to the south end of Weckesser Park, a distance of
approximately 5,225 feet.



b. From the south side of Weckesser Park to north right-of -way line of 4th Avenue

South, a distance of approximately 110 feet. side-of parkinglot-5-(at-100th-Avenue)a
distance-of approximately2,445-feet:

cb. From the south side property line of WeekesserPark-Lots 9 and 16, Sawyer and
Harrell’s 2™ Addition Subdivision, to north side of parking lot 5 (at 100th Avenue), a
distance of approximately 1,995 feet.

de. From the south end of the county park (104th Avenue) to the north end of 121st
Avenue, a distance of approximately 5,200 feet.

Section 2.  That the City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 58, Waterways,
Article 11, Boats, Section 58-92, Restricted Boating Areas, Sub-Section (c) Zones, Sub-Section
(2) Idle speed-no wake zone, is hereby amended as follows:

(2) Idle speed-no wake zone.

a. The following areas shall be designated as idle speed-no wake zones; and boating activity
shall be restricted within an area that is located between the water line and a buoy line, which
buoy line shall be located by the city manager at a point no greater than 300 feet out into the Gulf
of Mexico from the mean high water line in the following locations:

1. From the north right-of -way line of 4th Avenue South to the south property line of Lots 9
and 16, Sawyer and Harrell’s 2™ Addition Subdivision, a distance of approximately 450 feet.
2+. From the north end of 121st Avenue northward to the north end of 127th Avenue, a distance
of approximately 1,800 feet.

32 There is hereby created in the city an idle speed-no wake zone in the waterway of Boca
Ciega Bay beginning opposite (north of) and between 180 - 108th Avenue (the parcel of the
police/fire complex), to the southern shoreline of 110th Avenue, Isle of Palms and proceeding
west by northwest to the south wall of the 112th Avenue bridge.

The boundaries of the idle speed-no wake zone shall be deemed to be and include the areas
within the locations indicated in subsection (f) of this section, which locations shall be marked
by markers. Such markers and locations are also reflected in the diagram set forth in subsection

That section 58-92(c)3, a slow speed-minimum wake zone in the waterway of Boca Ciega Bay
beginning at a line drawn opposite the intersection of 115th Avenue at 9th Street East on the Isle
of Palms extending across--in a northerly direction--to the south east corner of the most eastern
extension of 116th Avenue on the Isle of Capri, then extending due west to include all waters
specifically south of Capri Boulevard, west of 7th Street East, north of 115th Avenue, to one
border at the north side of the 112™ Avenue bridge and then due north to the south wall of the
116th Avenue bridge. This zone then continues north from the north wall of the 116th Avenue
bridge to include all waters to a buoy located at the south border of Johns Pass at Key Capri.
The boundaries of the slow speed-minimum wake shall be deemed to be and include the areas
within the locations indicated in subsection (f) of this section, which locations shall be marked
by markers. Such markers and locations are also reflected in the diagram set forth in subsection

Section 3. Severability. It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of
Treasure Island, Florida, that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or provision of this
ordinance is held invalid, or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, the
remainder of the ordinance shall be construed as not having contained said section, subsection,
sentence, clause or provision and shall not be affected by such holding.

Section 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption by the City
Commission.
