SUBJECT:  Discussion of Ord 08-06 and Ord 08-07, Amending Sunset Beach Swim Zones
and Idle Speed/No Wake Zones

Staff and Commissioners have received complaints about the increased number of boaters
mooring close to shore in the area from 82™ Avenue to just south of the designated swim zone
that begins at the south end of Weckesser Park. Residents in this area complain of the increased
noise from these boaters as well as the increased risk to the safety of swimmers and others by the
close proximity of the boaters to the heavily utilized beach in this area of Sunset Beach.

The Commission considered extending the Swim Zone at its June 3, 2008 Workshop meeting.
After hearing comments from the public and discussing the issue, staff was directed to revise the
proposed Ordinance 08-06 by extending the Swim Zone, to maintain safe swimming areas, from
the south end of Weckesser Park to Blind Pass, a distance of approximately 5,335 feet.

At the June 17, 2008 Meeting, the Commission had the 1* Reading of Ordinance 08-06. During
the public comments on the Ordinance, there was discussion about providing an opportunity for
boaters to anchor near the shoreline in the area of the commercial properties north of Weckesser
Park. The Commission asked staff to prepare a proposed ordinance that would provide for an
Idle Speed — No Wake Zone in that area for its consideration at a workshop meeting.

The 2™ Reading and Public Hearing on Ordinance 08-06 was conducted on July 1, 2008. In
addition, staff had placed an item on the July 1, 2008 Workshop a%enda for Commission
consideration which would create a Idle Speed-No Wake zone between 4™ Avenue South and the
St. Petersburg Lions’ Club property as previously requested, in order to accommodate boaters’
access to the businesses in that area. A number of people spoke both for and against extending
the Swim Zone as well as about the impact such an ordinance would have on the local
businesses. Also the impact of creating an Idle Speed-No Wake Zone was also discussed during
the Public Hearing and Commission discussion afterwards.

After hearing from the public and discussing the matter, the Commission decided to defer action
on the ordinance on second reading and to schedule a workshop to continue its consideration of
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both Ordinance 08-06 and Ordinance 08-07 to the August 5, 2008 Workshop. A copy of the
July 1, 2008 Meeting Staff Reports, Ordinances, and meeting minutes is attached for your
information.

The August 5, 2008 Workshop, Commission needs to address the following:

1. Ordinance 08-06, Swim Zone: The ordinance as currently written extends the Swim Zone
from Weckesser Park to Blind Pass. Currently the Swim Zone is more limited- adjacent to the
Beach Pavilion Park and the Public Parking Lot just north of the Beach Pavilion at 82™ Avenue.
The remaining areas are currently Idle Speed- No Wake Zones, which permits certain boating
activities including surfboarding, skim boards, kayaks, sailboards, etc. Swim Zones do not
permit any boating activities including surfboarding, skim boards, kayaks, sailboards, etc.

The Commission should address/confirm

a. The extent of the areas to be designated as Swim Zone; i.e. from Weckesser Park
to Blind Pass, Sunset Chateaux or some other point.
b. Direct staff to revise Ordinance 08-6 to permit some or all non-motorized boating

activities such as surfboarding, skim boards, kayaks, sailboards in the Swim Zone.

2. Ordinance 08-07, Idle Speed Zone: I have briefly discussed/confirmed a compromise
proposal regarding permitting a limited Idle Speed-No Wake Zone north of Weckesser Park that
would accommodate boaters’ access to the businesses in that area of Sunset Beach. Specifically,
creating an Idle Speed- No Wake Zone adjacent to the Caddy’s northerly Parking Lot which lays
between the Lions’ Club Property on the north and 3 Avenue South on the south. The parking
lot is approximately 100 feet wide. Creating an Idle Speed-No Wake Zone in this area would
create a boating ‘corridor’ that would permit boaters to approach the shore, drop off or pick up
passengers and then return to moor in a permitted area beyond the designated Swim Zone area.

The Commission should address/confirm:
a. If this concept is approved, it may be necessary to adopt an ordinance to restrict
boaters from mooring within this designated parking area.
b. The boating corridor will need to be clearly designated by signage and buoys or other
means by the City, however who pays the cost for doing this should be established.

Staff is preparing several graphics to illustrate the extent of the existing and proposed (under
Ords 08-06 and 08-07) Swim and Idle Speed Zones, as well as the potential location of the

boating corridor. A Copy of these will be provided to Commission when they are completed and
staff will prepare to display them at the meeting.

SUBJECT: Ord 08-06, Sunset Beach Swim Zone Ordinance Public Hearing and 2nd Reading

Staff and Commissioners have received complaints about the increased number of boaters
mooring close to shore in the area from 82™ Avenue to just south of the designated swim zone
that begins at the south end of Weckesser Park. Residents in this area complain of the increased
noise from these boaters as well as the increase risk to the safety of swimmers and others by the
close proximity of the boaters to the heavily utilized beach in this area of Sunset Beach.

The Commission considered extending the Swim Zone at its June 3, 2008 Workshop meeting.
After hearing comments from the public and discussing the issue, staff was directed to revise the
proposed Ordinance 08-06 by extending the Swim Zone from the south end of Weckesser Park
to Blind Pass.

The attached ordinance has been amended as requested by the Commission. It is intended to
maintain safe swimming areas by designating an additional area of the beach, extending from
Blind Pass to the south end of Weckesser Park, a distance of approximately 5,335 feet, as a swim
zone. When approved staff will submit the appropriate documentation for a modification of the
permit and will place funding in the FY 2008-09 budget for the purchase/change-out of the
buoys needed to properly identify the expanded swim zone. In addition, staff has placed an item
on the July 1, 2008 Workshop agenda for Commission consideration which creates a Idle Speed,
Minimum Wake zone between 4" Avenue South and the St. Petersburg Lions’ Club property.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends the Commission approve Ordinance 08-06, extending the swim zone from
Blind Pass to the south end of Weckesser Park, on 2™ Reading.

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ORDINANCE NO. 08- 06

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA,
AMENDING THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND CODE OF ORDINANCES,
CHAPTER 58, WATERWAYS, ARTICLE III, BOATS, SECTION 58-92,
RESTRICTED BOATING AREAS, () ZONES BY DESIGNATING AN
EXTENDED SWIM ZONE FROM A POINT OF BEGINNING AT THE BLIND
PASS JETTY NORTHWARD TO THE SOUTH END OF WECKESSER PARK,
A DISTANCE OF APPROXIMATELY 5335 FEET; AMENDING SECTION S58-
92, (C) ZONES, (2) IDLE SPEED-NO WAKE ZONE BY DELETING FROM
THE IDLE SPEED-NO WAKE ZONE THE AREA EXTENDING FROM THE
BLIND PASS JETTY NORTHWARD TO THE NORTH SIDE OF 77TH
AVENUE, A DISTANCE OF APPROXIMATELY 1,150 FEET; BY DELETING
THE AREA FROM THE NORTH SIDE OF CITY PARKING LOT NO. 2
NORTHWARD TO A CITY BEACH ACCESS, A DISTANCE OF
APPROXIMATELY 200 FEET; AND BY DELETING THE AREA FROM 82ND
AVENUE NORTHWARD TO THE SOUTH END OF WECKESSER PARK, A
DISTANCE OF APPROXIMATELY 2985 FEET; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island wishes to maintain safe swimming areas by designatin,
additional areas of the beach, extending from Blind Pass Jetty northward to the north side of 77
Avenue, a distance of approximately 1,150 feet; the area from the north side of City Parking Lot
No. 2 northward to a City Beach Access, a distance of approximately 200 feet; and the area
extending northward from 82nd Avenue to the south end of Weckesser Park, a distance of
approximately 2,985 feet, as a swim zone; and

WHEREAS, Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management assisted in
determining that the proposed zone meets Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) criteria for
approval of regulatory markers;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Treasure
Island, Florida, as follows:

Section 1.  That the City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 58, Waterways,
Article ITI, Boats, Section 58-92, Restricted Boating Areas, Sub-Section (c) Zones, Sub-Section
(1) Swim Zone, is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 58-92. Restricted boating areas.
(c) Zones

(1) Swim zones. The following areas shall be designated as swim zones; and all boating activity
shall be restricted within an area that is located between the water line and a buoy line, which



buoy line shall be located by the city manager at a point no greater than 300 feet out into the Gulf
of Mexico from the mean high water line in the following locations:

a. From the Blind Pass Jetty northward to the south end of Weckesser Park, a distance of
approximately 5,335 feet.

eb. From the south side of Weckesser Park to north side of parking lot 5 (at 100th
Avenue), a distance of approximately 2,445 feet.

dc. From the south end of the county park (104th Avenue) to the north end of 121st
Avenue, a distance of approximately 5,200 feet.

Section 2.  That the City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 58, Waterways,
Article ITI, Boats, Section 58-92, Restricted Boating Areas, Sub-Section (c) Zones, Sub-Section
(2) Idle speed-no wake zone, is hereby amended as follows:

(2) Idie speed-no wake zone.

a. The following areas shall be designated as idle speed-no wake zones; and boating activity
shall be restricted within an area that is located between the water line and a buoy line, which
buoy line shall be located by the city manager at a point no greater than 300 feet out into the Gulf
of Mexico from the mean high water line in the following locations:

approximately-200-feet:

4 1. From the north end of 121st Avenue northward to the north end of 127th Avenue, a
distance of approximately 1,800 feet.

52. There is hereby created in the city an idle speed-no wake zone in the waterway of Boca
Ciega Bay beginning opposite (north of) and between 180 - 108th Avenue (the parcel of the
police/fire complex), to the southern shoreline of 110th Avenue, Isle of Palms and proceeding
west by northwest to the south wall of the 112th Avenue bridge.

The boundaries of the idle speed-no wake zone shall be deemed to be and include the areas
within the locations indicated in subsection (f) of this section, which locations shall be marked
by markers. Such markers and locations are also reflected in the diagram set forth in subsection
®.

That section 58-92(c)3, a slow speed-minimum wake zone in the waterway of Boca Cicga Bay
beginning at a line drawn opposite the intersection of 115th Avenue at 9th Street East on the Isle
