SUBJECT:  Ord 08-04, Sunset Beach Parking Permit

Attached is a draft of Ordinance 08-04 which establishes a provision for “Regulated Permit
Parking Areas” in Chapter 50, Traffic and Vehicles, of the Treasure Island Code of Ordinances.
The proposed ordinance creates a new Article IV which sets out the criteria for such on-street
parking by permit only areas, as well as the fee for the permit and annual renewal. Sunset Beach
is also designated a Regulated Permit Parking Area.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Commission discuss this proposed Ordinance and provide any comments
it may have so that the matter can be set for 1* Reading in September.

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ORDINANCE NO. 08- 04

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA,
AMENDING THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND CODE OF
ORDINANCES, CHAPTER 50, TRAFFIC AND VEHICLES,
CREATING ARTICLE IV, SUNSET BEACH PARKING DISTRICT;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; REPEALING CONFLICTING
ORDINANCES; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it is in the interests of the residents of the City to reduce vehicular congestion on
residential streets and to facilitate the efficient movement of traffic by providing for residential
parking preference during certain hours of the day, within certain areas of the city; and

WHEREAS, residential permit parking regulations are necessary to promote the health, safety
and welfare of the residents of the city by providing adequate parking spaces adjacent to or close
by the places of residence of such residents; and

WHEREAS, parking of vehicles by visitors on the streets in the Sunset Beach neighborhood
have interfered with the ability of residents of Sunset Beach to access their residences; blocked
the traveled way in such a manner so as to impede the ability of emergency response personnel
to timely respond to calls for service; and have damaged private property and created litter,
noise and other disturbances to the quiet enjoyment of the residents properties; and

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island wishes to maintain safe neighborhood areas by
restricting on-street vehicular parking in Sunset Beach to parking by permit only;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 50, Traffic and Vehicles,
Article IV Residential Parking Permits is hereby created as follows:

ARTICLE IV. RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMITS

Sec. 50-125. Residential Parking Permits

(a) Definitions. For the purposes of this chapter the following definitions shall apply:

(1) Regulated permit parking area or (RPPA) shall mean an area where the residential permit
parking system is in effect.

(2) Resident means a person who owns or leases real property within a RPPA and who
maintains either a voting residence or bona fide occupancy or both at that address, as evidenced
by a voter's registration card, real estate tax bill, lease agreement, or other proof of residency
satisfactory to the city.

3) Resident vehicle shall mean a motor vehicle owned or leased by a person residing in the
(RPPA).

(4)  Residential parking permit means a special permit issued under this division for the
privilege of parking on a street designated as a "Regulated Permit Parking Area.”




(5)  Residential permit parking system shall mean the system of providing for Residential
Parking Permits and the regulation of parking within a RPPA.

(6)  Designated regulated parking permit area shall mean a regulated parking permit area
designated by the City Manager or City Commission as being significantly impacted by
parking/traffic congestion.

(7)  Parking Sticker shall mean an identification sticker issued to a resident of a RPPA by the
City.

Sec. 50-126. Findings of fact; declaration of public interest.
The city commission finds and declares that:

(1) There exists within certain residential areas of the City, a heavy concentration of vehicles
during certain times of the day and/or times of the year which prevents residents within those
areas from having reasonable access to their homes.

(2) The presence of these vehicles causes vehicular congestion on residential streets, impedes
the movement of traffic and unduly restricts travel of residents within the area.

(3) Such vehicular congestion creates polluted air, excessive noise, trash and refuse, and
impedes the ability of Police and Fire/Rescue to respond to emergencies.

(4) The establishment of a regulated permit parking area will help to preserve the character of
these areas as residential neighborhoods, will preserve property values, and will preserve the
safety of children and other pedestrians.

(5) That the establishment of a regulated permit parking area will promote efficiency in the
maintenance of those streets.

(6) That the creation of a regulated permit parking area is necessary to promote the health,
safety and welfare of the inhabitants of the City

Sec. 50-127. Penalties.

Whoever violates this Article shall be penalized pursuant to section 1-15 relating to violations of
City ordinances, and persons illegally parked pursuant to this Article shall be fined in the manner
provide in this chapter for illegal parking and their vehicles may be towed and stored at the
owner’s expense.

Sec. 50-128. Designation of Regulated Permit Parking Areas.

(a) The city commission may designate "regulated parking permit areas" by Resolution, in
which the parking of vehicles may be restricted on public streets at certain times during the day
to only vehicles bearing a valid residential parking permit issued pursuant to this Article. This
authority shall be in addition to any other authority of the city to regulate the times and
conditions of motor vehicles parking on public streets.

(b) The following regulated parking permit areas and their boundaries are hereby established as
follows:

(1) Sunset Beach: Bounded on the west by the Gulf of Mexico, on the south by Blind Pass, on
the east by Blind Pass, and on the north by Guif Boulevard.

Sec. 50-129. RPPA Regulations.
(a) In each RPPA the following regulations shall apply:



(1) A resident of a RPPA shall, upon request to the City and payment of the applicable permit
fee, be issued a parking sticker for each non-commercial vehicle owned or leased by the resident.
The current vehicle registration must list the address within the RPPA at which the resident
resides.

(2) Unless City signage clearly indicates to the contrary it shall be unlawful for anyone to park
or allow a vehicle to remain parked in a designated regulated parking permit area unless a valid
parking sticker for that regulated parking permit area has been requested, received and affixed to
the vehicle in accordance with the regulations of the residential permit parking system. An
individual in violation of this section shall be subject to a fine in accordance with the fine
scheduled provided for in Section 50-3.

(3) The City Commission shall designate regulated permit parking areas. Once this
determination have been made, the City shall use signage and such other means as it determines
are necessary to reasonably inform motor vehicle operators of the parking restrictions imposed
by this Article.

(4) The City Manager shall develop and implement regulations governing the residential
parking system which regulations must conform to the provisions of this Article.

Sec. 50-130. Procedure For Determining Regulated Parking Permit Areas

(a) In order to determine whether a particular area should be designated as a regulated parking
permit area, the city commission can request or the city manager may conduct, upon his own
initiative or upon a petition of a majority of the households on a proposed residential block
addressed to the city manager, a study to determine if the proposed area is adversely impacted by
parking of vehicles owned or leased by persons residing outside of the area. The impact can be
one or more of the following: blocking driveways, impeding access of police, fire or rescue
vehicles by parking on the public right-of-way in such a manner so as to significantly hinder
passage of said vehicles. The city commission may determine whether to designate the
proposed area under consideration as a regulated parking permit area or to remove the
designation of a previously established RPPA.

(b) If the city commission finds the criteria to designate a RPPA have been met, it shall direct the
city manager to have parking by permit only signs erected upon public streets in the area,
indicating the times, locations and conditions upon which on-street parking shall be permitted.
When an area has been approved, designated and posted as a RPPA, it shall be unlawful and a
violation of this section to park a vehicle in an area restricted to decal parking only, without
having a valid parking permit displayed according to the administrative regulations.

Sec. 50-131. Special parking permits.
(a) Following the official designation of a RPPA, the city shall issue appropriate residential

parking permits. Upon application, a permit shall be issued only to the owner or operator ofa
motor vehicle who resides in the RPPA.

(b) The application for a permit shall contain the name of the owner or operator of the motor
vehicle; the residential address; and the motor vehicle's make, model and registration number
and any other pertinent information as may be required by the City. The motor vehicle's
registration may, at the discretion of the City, be required at the time of making application in
order to verify the contents. If the vehicle is registered at an address other than the local



residence, the applicant shall provide other sufficient proof, acceptable to the City showing
residency within the RPPA. The permit shall be valid for a calendar year and shall be renewed
for each successive calendar year. A fee of $15.00 shall be paid for each vehicle registered for a
Permit at each residence. A replacement sticker may be issued upon payment of the $15.00 fee.
This fee may be amended by resolution of the city commission. Permits shall expire on
December 31. After the initial permit has been issued, any renewal thereof shall be affixed to the
vehicle no later than January 15 of the calendar year for which the renewal permit is issued.

Sec. 50-132. Privileges and restrictions on permits; Administrative Policy.
(a) The holder of a residential parking permit shall be permitted to stand or park a motor vehicle

displaying the permit in the designated RPPA during such times and in such places as the
parking of motor vehicles therein is permitted.

(b) A residential parking permit shall not guarantee or reserve to the holder of the permit a
parking space within a designated RPPA. A residential parking permit shall not be used at a
resident parking permit or decal for use in the city’s metered parking lots and other metered
parking areas.

(b) A residential parking permit shall not authorize the holder to stand or park a motor vehicle
in such places or during such times as the stopping, standing or parking of a motor vehicle is
prohibited or set aside for specified types of vehicles, nor shall it exempt the holder from the
observance of any traffic regulation within the Regulated Parking Residential Area.

(c) A residential parking permit shall not be used or displayed on any vehicle other than the
vehicle for which it has been issued, and any such use or display on another vehicle shall
constitute a violation of this Article.

(d) It shall constitute a violation of this division for any person to falsely represent himself as
eligible for a residential parking permit or to furnish any false information in an application to
obtain a residential parking permit.

(e) The city is authorized to revoke the residential parking permit of any permittee found to be
in violation of this Article and, upon written notification thereof, the permittee shall surrender
such permit to the City. Failure when so requested to surrender a residential parking permit so
revoked shall constitute a violation of this Article.

(f) Any permit issued under this Article is nontransferable to another person or another vehicle.

(g) The city is authorized to adopt rules for the issuance of temporary parking permits to bona
fide visitors and commercial service vehicles of residents of a designated Regulated Parking
Residential Area. The fee for a temporary parking permit shall be established by resolution of the
city commission.

(h) The City Manager shall be authorized to issue an administrative policy setting out all
reasonable rules and regulations necessary for the enforcement and administration of this Article,



including rules and regulations providing for specific time and day parking restrictions,
placement of the sticker on a vehicle, annual renewal of the permit and other operational matters.

Section 3. Severability. It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of
Treasure Island, Florida, that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or provision of this
ordinance is held invalid, or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, the
remainder of the ordinance shall be construed as not having contained said section, subsection,
sentence, clause or provision and shall not be affected by such holding.

Section 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption by the City
Commission.

SUBJECT: Ordinance 08-11, Parking Fines

Last year, the Commission increased the parking fine for all $15.00 infractions to $20.00 by
Resolution 07-74, and increased the fine for illegal parking in a handicapped space to $250.00.

The City has realized increases to the maintenance and replacement of parking spaces, parking
meters and signs in conjunction with increases to the salary and equipment expenses of the
Parking Enforcement Officer and Police Officers all of whom issue parking citations in
conjunction to their regular patrol duties. Staff is recommending that all $20.00 fines be
increased to $40.00.

Currently, Treasure Island is charged ten dollars per parking citation processed by the Clerk of
the Court. Based upon an estimated 3000 parking citations expected to be issued in FY 2008-09,
at $40.00 per citation and $10.00 to process, the City would realize approximately $90,000 in
revenues compared to $45,000 if left unchanged, a net increase of $45,000.00.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of Ordinance 08-11, to increase parking
violation fees as currently specified in Section 50-3 of the City of Treasure Island Code of
Ordinance from the minimum of twenty dollars ($20.00) to forty dollars ($40.00). In addition,
based on the recommendation of the City Attorney, staff recommends that Section 50.3 (b) be
deleted. The current fines for illegal parking in a Handicapped Space and Commercial Vehicle
violations would remain the same.
