SUBJECT:  Res 08-81, American Cancer Society’s Relay for Life

BACKGROUND
The City of Treasure Island’s Team TI participated in the American Cancer Society’s Relay for

Life event in May, 2008. The City raised $1,847.51 through golf and tennis tournaments;
spaghetti luncheons; donations from local businesses, civic associations and employees. The
City of Treasure Island staff does intend on participating in the annual Relay for Life of the Gulf
Beaches event again this upcoming year.

DISCUSSION

Katie Hatcher, Community Representative for the American Cancer Society, is requesting
permission to hold its Relay for Life of the Gulf Beaches event on the beach at Gulf Boulevard
and 104™ Avenue on April 17-18, 2009. The event is an overnight event lasting approximately
18 to 24 hours. The time of the event is scheduled from approximately 6:00 pm on Friday, April
17" to 12:00 noon on Saturday, April 18",

Additionally, the American Cancer Society is requesting free use of the Treasure Bay Clubhouse
for committee and team captains meetings. The meetings would be held on a monthly basis for
approximately 1-2 hours per meeting, and would be scheduled based upon availability of the
clubhouse. The use of the clubhouse will not require additional staffing as the facility is manned
by a Recreation Center Aide during normal operational hours.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff is recommending that the City Commission grant permission to the American Cancer
Society to hold its Relay for Life event on the beach at Gulf Boulevard and 104™ Avenue on
April 17-18, 2009 with the following recommendations and requirements.

1. The American Cancer Society will be required to provide an insurance certificate in the
amount of $1 million dollars naming the City of Treasure Island as additional insured.
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2. The American Cancer Society will need a permit from the Pinellas County Parks
Department for use of the TI Beach Access parking lot and restrooms for the event. The
Recreation Department will assist in the permitting process.

3. Permission must be granted from Steve West of the Department of Environmental
Protection to hold the event of the beach. The American Cancer Society will be required
to submit an event site plan to Rick Raus, Assistant Public Works Director, two months
prior to the event so that the site plan can be reviewed by DEP.

4. Amplified music, entertainment and announcements must be closed down from 11:00 pm
on Friday to 8:00 am on Saturday.

5. Staff is recommending that event participants park their vehicles at the County Park (TI
Beach Access) or on the beach for a fee of $10 per vehicle.

6. The American Cancer Society will be responsible for keeping the event area clean and
free from trash. The City will provide additional trash receptacles and trash pickup after
the event.

7. The American Cancer Society will be requested to meet with Lynn Rosetti, City Planner,
to discuss the use of tents and staging for this event. The American Cancer Society will
be responsible for obtaining any permits required for the Relay for Life event.

8. The American Cancer Society and its event participants will be responsible for abiding
by all City Ordinances.

9. City staff is not being requested to assist with the event other than the delivery of
additional trash containers and pick up of trash on Saturday, April 18™. Should staff be
required to work event, the American Cancer Society would be charged for the applicable
staff hours.
