SUBJECT: Paradise Boulevard Date Palm Replacement

Background:

Nearly all of the Canary Island Date Palms in the medians on Paradise Boulevard have reached a
height such that they interfere with the distribution lines that run through the middle of the medians. In
the recent past, the palm fronds have made contact with the lines causing power outages and
fluctuations. In response to this situation, Progress Energy trims the palms to mitigate the interference.
Continued trimming of the trees by Progress will eventually cause the tree to die as the head of the tree
becomes damaged because of the trimming. An arborist has advised the City that continued contact
with the distribution lines will eventually damage the trees to the point where many will die due to the
contact with the 7,200 volt lines. Contact of the palms’ fronds with the lines is also dangerous to the
City’s grounds maintenance staff as well as the general public. These trees are also threatened by the
lethal yellowing blight against which the City grounds maintenance staff routinely inoculates the trees.

Discussion:

There were three solutions identified to resolve the distribution line interference by the date palms.
These were:

1. Relocate the overhead distribution lines to underground within the medians. This option would
preserve the existing date palm trees as is. The estimated cost provided for this option fell
between $1,300,000 and $1,800,000.

2. Relocate the overhead distribution lines from the medians to overhead lines located along the
edge of the road right away common to the residents property. The estimated cost of this option
is $380,000.

3. Issue a Request For Proposal (RFP) that would sell these mature Canary Island Date Palms that
we believe are valued at least $45,000, and include replacement with a cost effective, disease
resistant specie of palm. The new palms should be decorative, drought resistant and saltwater
tolerant. The proposal will require a warranty of one year for the new trees. The RFP would be
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structured so that the City can choose to only sell the palms and separately purchase new palms
from any vendor, sell the palms and have new a new type of palm installed as part of a package
deal, or some other combination of the above. The funds received from the date palm removal
should more than cover the cost of replacement of the new tree. The net remaining proceeds
would be returned to the City general fund balance.

These proposals were presented to the Paradise Island Civic Association to solicit their input. The
Civic Association has recommended that Option 3 be pursued with the replacement tree to be a double
Fox Tail palms planted in each location where the original removed date palm was located or had been
located and was previously removed. There are 38 date palms that will be removed by the selected
contractor. There will be 39 double Fox Tail Palms installed. The difference in number of locations is
due to the fact that one of the date palms have been previously removed.

Recommendation:

This item is being presented for information only. If there are not concerns otherwise from the
Commission, staff intends to proceed with requesting proposal for the removal of the Canary Island
Date Palms and replacement with Fox Tail Palms as recommended by the Paradise Civic Association.

The Foxtail Palm is so named because of its bushy fronds resembling a fox’s tail. Discovered in 1983
in tropical Australia and a threatened species there, it has gained much horticultural acclaim
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throughout the world, especially in Florida, Texas and California. The Foxtail Palm is considered
relatively fast growing and can reach heights of 25 feet or more in as many years. Seeds are large
(nearly 1.5 inches in length) and hang in clusters turning bright red when mature. Generally Foxtail
Palms can be grown as a single trunk, double or triple. Little care is needed with these palms beyond
normal fertilizing and the occasional use of Liquid Copper Fungicide during the most humid, hot
months of the year.

The Special Act governing the countywide planning process calls for all
subsequent appointments to be made biennially, on or before January 1 of the year following
the expiration of the term.

The appointment for your group of communities will be effective for the two-year period,
January 2009 through December 2010. Current members are eligible for reappointment, and I
urge your community to coordinate this action with your current Planning Council
representative, Mayor Mary Maloof, and the other communities represented by this seat on
the Council.

The process for appointment by the communities of Treasure Island, Madeira Beach and St.
Pete Beach is that each community may nominate a person from their respective council or
commission to the Board of County Commissioners who shall then make the appointment
from among those nominated. The communities can, of course, collaborate and nominate a
single representative as has typically been done in the past.

Consistent with the Planning Council’s Strategic Plan that encourages continuity of

membership on the Council', we encourage the reappointment of Mayor Mary Maloof, who
is considered a valuable member of the Council, if she is willing to serve.
