SUBJECT:  Resolution 08-106, Special Area Plan for the Central Beach Area
Hotel/Motel District

As previously conveyed to the Mayor and City Commissioners, staff has had conversations over
the past several months with Allen D. Cowan the representative of Treasure Island Property
Development, LLC, the current owners of the property located at 10800 Gulf Boulevard (former
Buccaneer site) about the future redevelopment of the property for a ‘boutique hotel”. The
owners of the property are interested in taking advantage of the County’s recently adopted
ordinance which would allow Treasure Island to increase the density of transient lodging units in
order to stabilize and grow tourism in Pinellas County. Of course, any increase in density
and/or height would require referendum approval by the voters of the City.

According to Mr. Cowan, an increase in density to permit 130 transient units will be needed in
order to make their plan for an upscale boutique hotel economically viable. In addition, a small
adjustment to the height (up to a total building height of 70”) of the structure may also be needed
but this has not been firmly established. The property is currently zoned RFH 50, (Resort
Facility High, 50 transient units per acre or 15 dwelling units per acre) which would permit 77
transient lodging rooms on this site. The FAR is 1.2 and the permitted height is up to 60 feet
above BFE. The hotel rooms would be standard hotel sized rooms rather than 1 and 2 bedroom
condo-hotel suites that had been predominate during the condo-hotel boom. However, there may
be a limited number of suites provided.

In order to accommodate higher densities, the City would be required to adopt a new
Redevelopment Land Use Category consistent with the Pinellas County Countywide Plan rules.
This will require the City to develop a Special Area Plan for this new land use category.
Because the entire Central Beach Hotel/Motel District could be subject to redevelopment
pressures as the market rebounds over the next several years, in staff’s opinion, the Special Area
Plan study area should include the west side of Gulf Boulevard from the Pinellas County Beach
Park north to the 119™ Avenue Beach Access.
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Staff told Mr. Cowan that developing a Special Area Plan would require public input,
P&ZB/LPA coordination/oversight, and City Commission approval. Once the Special Area Plan
has been developed, development regulations to implement the terms, conditions, and
stipulations of the Special Area Plan would have to be developed, which would again require
public input, P&ZB/LPA coordination/oversight, and City Commission approval, as well as
approval of the voters through a referendum. This process could take as long as 18 months or
more.

Because funds for a special area plan and the follow-on development regulations have not been
budgeted, staff suggested that Treasure Island Property Development, LLC should consider
fronting the funding for the study. In staff’s opinion, the Special Area Plan and development
regulations would have to be performed by a consulting firm due to staff workload constraints.
The cost for these elements would not be known until the city considers responses to a Request
for Proposals (RFP) for planning services. Under this concept the funding for the Special Area
Plan and Development regulations would be fronted by the developer, however, the City would
select, hire and direct the consultant. This is similar to the provision in Section 70-54 of the
Land Development Code. Further, staff suggested that the city could consider those who take
advantage of such changes will have to pay their proportional fair share to Treasure Island
Property Development, LLC to help offset these planning costs.

We have received the attached letter of intent dated October 23, 2008 from Jerry Barnett,
Managing Member of Treasure Island Property Development, LLC, tentatively agreeing to
provide the funding for the SAP.

If given the green light by the Commission, the City would develop a Request for Proposal
(RFP) for this effort. The RFP would be advertised and also sent to known planning and
redevelopment consulting firms in the Tampa Bay area and Florida. Staff would review and
evaluate these proposals and determine at that time what the likely cost would be. We would
advise Treasure Island Property Development, LLC of that dollar amount at that time, whereby
Treasure Island Property Development, LLC could either agree to pay for these costs or decide
not to pay for these costs. If Treasure Island Property Development, LLC agrees to the costs, we
will take the RFP evaluations and consultant recommendation to the City Commission for their
review, approval, and consultant selection. We would advise them of Treasure Island Property
Development, LLC continued willingness to pay for these planning services and seek
Commission approval to enter into an agreement with Treasure Island Property Development,
LLC to pay for the specified consulting planning costs. If everything is approved, staff would
then prepare the necessary contracts between Treasure Island Property Development, LLC and
the City for the payment of these specified planning costs, as well as a separate contract between
the City and the selected consultant. As discussed, in an effort to ensure that these planning
efforts are unbiased, these planning efforts are to be strictly between the City including the
public and the consultant. We do intend to require as part of the scope of work that the
consulting firm hold a meeting with the various property owners in the study area to get their
concerns, issues and inputs.

Staff will be available to discuss this concept in pursuing a special area plan in greater detail at
the November 3, 2008 Commission Workshop.
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
