The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Maloof.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of the October 21, 2008 Meeting and Workshop are available for approval. It
was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Minning to approve the
minutes as printed. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Consideration of Motion, Rotary Club Donation

Chuck Coward from the Gulf Beaches Rotary Club was present to inform the
Commission that they have received a district grant to be used for the purpose of
repairing the water fountains at Treasure Bay. They will be purchasing a new water
fountain in the amount of $608.09.

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Minning to
approve the motion as read. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

Consideration of Res. 08-101, Kiwanis Club Mardi Gras Event

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Gayton to
approve the resolution as read.

Commissioner Collins requested that the City forego the charge for the use of the
Community Center, since this is strictly a charity event. Commissioner Bildz stated that
he appreciates that it is a charity event, but if we do it for one organization we would be
obligated to do it for all organizations. We are not making a profit — we are only covering
our costs. Commissioner Collins stated that since it is for children he feels that we
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should not charge the $400. We are voting to forego a $15,000 lien for a developer. He
doesn't think that $400 is a lot for the city to donate.

Mayor Maloof asked if Commissioner Collins wanted to amend the resolution.
Commissioner Collins asked for clarification as to whether amending the motion would
change the entire motion. Mr. Silverboard stated that it could be done by amending the
motion to delete item #14. Commissioner Minning asked if he would be willing to
consider amending it to be strictly staff cost. Cathy Hayduke stated that depending on
when they came in to decorate or set up they could very well go up to or pass the $400
charge. Commissioner Collins stated that if the City would donate the Community
Center he would personally cover the costs of the staff time. Commissioner Minning
suggested that we amend the motion to only charge staff costs and Commissioner
Collins could make his donation to the Kiwanis Club.

Mr. Silverboard cautioned the Commission on donating the Community Center. They
have already had requests for donations that they have had to deny due to budgetary
constraints.

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Minning to
amend the resolution to make the Kiwanis Club responsible for the staffing costs of the
Community Center.

Chuck Coward from Gulf Beaches Rotary stated that there is a conflict between the 5K
run at this event and their Golf and Tennis Challenge to be held at Treasure Bay. They
were aware of the event, but they thought it was a beach event. Ten days ago they
learned of the closure of the Treasure Bay facility for the time that they had booked their
event. Mayor Maloof suggested that the 5K run be changed to Sunday and change the
motorcycle run on Saturday, or move the run to Capri. Mr. Coward stated that they have
no issue with the event. This will be their tenth year holding their Golf and Tennis
Challenge. Commissioner Collins stated that he was sure they would work around it.
Cathy Hayduke explained that the Kiwanis was undecided about the route for the run.
Staff recommended that route due to traffic considerations. Mr. Silverboard explained
that part of the reason for choosing that route was the number of street crossings. At
each street crossing there must be traffic control. There would only be one street
crossing requiring a police officer. Commissioner Minning suggested that they switch
the order of the two Kiwanis events. Mayor Maloof stated that she felt that having the
motorcycles on Saturday would be less objectionable to residents than on Sunday. She
feels that they can work this out to everyone’s benefit.

Commissioner Bildz stated that he hates for the Commission to go down this path. We
already give a discounted rate to charitable organizations. There are other staffing costs
involved. The representative from the Kiwanis Club has no problem with the resolution
as written.

Upon roll call on the amendment the vote to approve was 1-4 with Commissioner Collins
being the only assenting vote. After the vote he stated that he would reimburse the
Kiwanis Club the $400.

Upon roll call on the resolution the vote to approve was unanimous.

3. Consideration of Res. 08-100, Library Card Reimbursement
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Mayor Maloof stated that this item should be tabled. The Library Director's job was
terminated today, and the Library Board is meeting on Thursday to discuss items
surrounding the library. Mr. Silverboard stated that one of their discussion items will be
to rearrange the make-up of the board. Mayor Maloof stated that Mayor Armstrong from
Redington Shores is an attorney. She does turn arounds for organizations. She hopes
to do the same thing for the Gulf Beaches Library. She believes that they will accept
one half of the regular payment and will take the rest out of reserves. She has been
assured that those that have purchased cards will be reimbursed.

Commissioner Collins wanted to be sure that our newest board member, Patricia
Hubbard, is included in the meeting. Mayor Maloof will call her about the meeting.

It was moved by Commissioner Minning and seconded by Commissioner Gayton to
table this item to the November 18, 2008 meeting.

Commissioner Gayton stated that he has no problems with tabling this item, but still
wants the financial information for the last five years. He has obtained some of it from
the City of Madeira Beach. Commissioner Collins asked if there would be time to get the
information by the time that we had to ask on this. Commissioners Bildz and Collins
volunteered to serve on the board if it was changed to include an elected official.

Upon roll call the vote to table was unanimous.

. Consideration of Res. 08-104, Lien Abatement, 10800 Gulf Blvd.

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Minning to
approve the resolution as read.

Mr. Silverboard stated that there is a check in the Finance Department for this.
Commissioner Bildz suggested adding a line that if the check doesn't clear then the
amount reverts to the original amount.

Commissioner Collins commented that they chose to buy the property knowing that
there was a $30,000 lien on the property. He finds it troubling that the city would be
willing to forgive $15,000 for a developer, but have trouble with donating $400 to an
organization for the benefit of children. Commissioner Bildz stated that this is $15,000 in
the bank that we didn’t have. There are a lot of properties that we won't see a dime
from. If the check doesn't clear in a week then it would go back to the original fine. We
need to look at it that it is $15000 in the bank, not $15,000 in forgiveness.
Commissioner Collins stated that he looks at it as $30,000 in the back of which we are
giving away $15,000. Commissioner Gayton stated that if it was the previous owner,
who was responsible for the violation, he would not forgive any portion of the lien. Since
it is a new owner trying to get something started and offering half of it he is willing to
forgive the $15,000.

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Minning to amend
the motion requiring the check to clear within one week, or the lien reverts back to the
original amount. Upon roll call, the vote to amend was 4-1 with Commissioner Collins
being the dissenting vote.
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Upon roll call the vote to approve was 4-1 with Commissioner Collins being the
dissenting vote.

5. Consideration of Ord. 08-15, Election Qualifying Requirements (1% Reading)

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Gayton to
approve the ordinance as read. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

Commissioner Bildz clarified that on the Mayor’'s signature cards they would be 100
signatures at large, and not a specific number from each district.

Upon roll call the vote to approve the ordinance was unanimous.

This item will move forward to the November 18, 2008 meeting for second reading and
public hearing.

BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS WORKSHOP MINUTES
November 3, 2008

The workshop was called to order at 6:48 p.m. by Mayor Maloof.

I. DISCUSSION ITEMS:

1.

Consideration of Res. 08-105, Final Plat, 11908 Gulf Boulevard

This item is a quasi-judicial item, therefore there is no discussion. This will move forward to
the November 14, 2008 meeting agenda.

Consideration of Res. 08-106, Res. 08-106, Central Beach Special Area Plan

Mr. Silverboard discussed the discussion that he has had with the representative for the
owner of the former Buccaneer property regarding what the requirements for development
would be. The applicant has told us that they are looking at building a traditional resort type
upper scale boutique type hotel. This would not be a condo hotel. It would have standard
hotel type rooms, and maybe a few suites. The numbers that make that work is
approximately 130 dwelling units. The height that they would need may or may not fit within
our existing code, but it would not be a significant expansion or height. It would only be
perhaps one additional story’s equivalent in height. The Commission has spent a great deal
of time and effort to do a redevelopment plan for our downtown. We have had Sid Rice in
requesting that the city begin the process for the north end of town where his property is
located so he can proceed with a redevelopment project for the John's Pass area. This
beach area is a third area for potential redevelopment. In his conversations he has explained
to Mr. Cowen that we currently don't have any money budgeted for a Special Area Plan, and
one would be required by the County. He suggested to Mr. Cowan that our entire central
beach area should be redeveloped at some time. He had in mind the area from
approximately 104™ to 119", the central beach area. There is a great potential for
redevelopment over time. He suggested to the applicant that if they are not willing to wait for
another budget year for the money to be budgeted, they could offer to front the money to
complete the plan. The City would hire someone to come up with the plan with the
assistance of the Planning Board, Commission, and community. They would front the money,
and he would bring that to the Commission to see if the Commission was willing to entertain
that strategy. He received a letter from Mr. Barnett, who is a managing partner, indicating
that they are interested in doing that, and asking us to proceed. They would like to review
any RFP that we developed. They are agreeing that if the cost is acceptable, they would front
the money. He also suggested to them that since the Special Area Plan would benefit any
future development, we would try to structure our process so that they are reimbursed for a
portion of their original outlay of funds. We would hire a consultant, develop an RFP, obtain
price quotes, bring it to the City Commission to select the most qualified consultant, and
negotiate a price acceptable to the City Commission and the developer. The consultant
would take its direction from the city, not the developer, though the developer, as well as
other property owners in the area, would have input. Any regulations that ultimately would be
developed that would increase density or height, would require a referendum vote. He has
pointed that out to Mr. Cowan, and he understands that there is no guarantee of approval if
the voters do not approve of the required changes. He wants to ensure that the public has as
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wide an opportunity to participate to ensure the best proposal possible without going out for
referendum. '

Commissioner Gayton asked what the size of this property was. Lynn Rosetti stated that it
was about an acre and a half, which would accommodate 70 units. The new County transient
ordinance that was passed last year would allow 130 units. Commissioner Gayton showed
the Commission copies of County Ordinance 07-50 regarding transient density. According to
this ordinance you are allowed up to 100 units per acre. Mr. Silverboard explained that those
are maximums. The City can pass anything up to that. Commissioner Gayton stated that if
we do this we are going up to 15 stories. Mr. Silverboard clarified that it would be up to the
City — the Commission, Planning Board, and citizens what would be appropriate for our
community. Commissioner Gayton stated that we are looking for 130 units. Mr. Silverboard
clarified that we are looking for approval to develop a Special Area Plan. Mr. Cowan has a
proposal, but we need the plan to know what is appropriate. Commissioner Gayton stated
that they want to almost double the density on this property. He asked why we are
considering 104" to 119" for the Special Area Plan. Mr. Silverboard stated that we are
including essentially the area that the beach trail runs along. That is the central area of the
beach.

Commissioner Bildz asked if there was a reason why we can’t do a plan for just this one
property. Mr. Silverboard stated that we could, but we would be doing one property at a time,
and we would be short sighted in our approach as to what we want our city to be. We would
be telling people that they would each have to go through a 15 — 18 month process, rather
than looking at this as a whole. Commissioner Gayton stated that we have gone through a
visioning process, and it was always controlled growth, low density, and no tall buildings.
Now someone has a different vision as to what the city should look like. Where does this
vision come from? Mr. Silverboard stated that nobody has said that we want twice the height
or density. We want a Special Area Plan that reflects what the City Commission, Planning
Board, and community want to see for our City. It could be the same height and density as is
currently permitted, or some percentage more. We won't know without the plan.
Commissioner Gayton stated that we already went through this and voted. The city voted
that we don't want increases in heights or density. Because we don't trust the Commission
with this we required a referendum to make changes. There is no doubt that people want to
see one or two nice quality hotels. It would probably pass if we sent this particular piece of
property to referendum. But to take the whole central beach front, it is not what the people
want. You are back dooring this. If you want changes send it to referendum first. The people
voted, and voted to take it out of our hands. Mr. Silverboard stated that it is clearly
understood that any kind of change in density or height has to go to the voters because they
don't trust us. How is it back dooring the vote that has their participation, your participation,
and the Planning Board’s participation? We are sitting here with hotels and motels with high
vacancy rates because there is no incentive to make changes. The whole process would
identify what the support is, and it isn’t back dooring anybody. It is thinking about what we
want our city to be twenty years from now. Now is the time to do it when things are down and
depressed. We need to get our rules in place. With the public participation we have, how
can they say we are back dooring it? Commissioner Gayton stated that when we voted on
this before we created conflict and division in the city.

Commissioner Minning stated that he doesn't see this as any different than the process for
the Downtown Redevelopment Plan. We have already approved that process for downtown.
We are not back dooring anybody. What we are doing is trying to develop a plan, with

everybody’s input, that eventually we can take to the voters for their approval or disapproval.
His concern is the opportunities for public input. When we did the downtown plan he saw
meetings with the Commission, the LPA, and staff. He didn’t see one meeting with the
public. He sees it stated here that we will have public input. He wants to see a definitive
plan that includes public input. He does not feel that this is back door in any way. He wants
to ensure public input.

Mayor Maloof stated that we are in difficult financial times. We have seen businesses leave.
We have to do something to revitalize this community and to inflame people thinking that we
are doing something by the back door isn't right. Commissioner Gayton asked why we
wouldn't include the property owners. Commissioner Minning pointed out that it was
included in the staff report.

Commissioner Minning asked if there was a formula in place for repayment of the developers
cost for the plan. Mr. Silverboard stated that it has not been developed yet. Commissioner
Minning asked if he had ideas about how the public input would be handled. Mr. Silverboard
stated that part of it would be worked out with the Planning Board and how they would
handle it through their public meetings. Mayor Maloof stated that we should bend over
backwards now that so many people are not watching channel 615 because they don't have
digital cable. It is more important now. Commissioner Minning stated that he would like to
see public input separate from the LPA. They hold their meetings in the afternoons. He
would like to see evening meetings that the public can attend. Mr. Silverboard stated that the
first step was to decide whether the Commission wants to begin going down that road. If so,
we will look at the scope of services that they require. You will have the opportunity to quiz
the consultant on how they plan in involving the public so that when they give us a price
proposal it will clearly have the public input factored in. Once we have that price we can go
to the developer and ask if he is willing to front that cost. He will either pay for it, or we will
have to look at paying it in the future some other way. We are too far away to make any
concrete decisions on density or height — we are at the point of putting a process in place.

Commissioner Gayton asked Mr. Cowan if he was the authorized representative of the
property. He answered in the affirmative. Commissioner Gayton asked for clarification as to
the 130 units that they are discussing. Mr. Cowan stated that 130 units is what they are
hearing from the hoteliers to get them interested in coming here. The lien abatement was a
first step in their development process. They are looking to stay within the current
requirements, but parking is an issue. They are looking at maybe a level or two for parking,
and five stories of living accommodations above it. 75 very large, 1,000 square foot units
were approved in the past. This will have fewer bathrooms and bedrooms. He feels that
when people take a look at this they will see that it makes sense. They are willing to go
through the process, and pay for it with the understanding that the voters may say no. The
lien abatement was step one in that process. Commissioner Gayton asked if the new
owners were aware that the old owners came to them with the same complaint — that they
paid too much money for it and needed higher density to cover it. Mr. Cowan said that he
was unaware of the previous owner’s request for higher density. The principals are Jerry
Barnett and Richard Getty. Commissioner Gayton asked if they would be willing to pay for a
plan for just their hotel. Mr. Cowan stated that he would have to discuss this with the
owners. Commissioner Gayton asked why they would care about the rest of the properties if
their own was taken care of. Mr. Cowan stated that the new owners wanted to be part of the
community and act for the betterment of the community as a whole. Commissioner Bildz
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
