SUBJECT:  Sunset Beach Parking —~Workshop

As directed from the Commission Meeting of 21 Oct 08, staff was assigned to contact Dr. Nicole
Elko, Coastal Coordinator, Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management to verify
the exact number of (publicly available) parking spaces between 99" Ave and the Sunset
Chateau Condominium — or approx. Blind Pass Drive. In subsequent meetings with the City
Manager, staff was also directed to ascertain the number of available parking spaces from 99™
through Harrell Avenue on the east side of Gulf Blvd. This determination was required in
response to the public comments made at the meeting of 21 Oct 08 regarding the number of
parking spaces from the most northern point of this Beach renourishment district and what
impact they would have with respect to the actual number of parking spaces required to maintain
compliance west of Gulf Blvd. in what is considered Sunset Beach proper.

Accordingly, I arranged for Dr. Elko to meet with me on 05 Nov 08 in Treasure Island. During
the course of our meeting, Dr. Elko confirmed that:

o 47 (forty-seven) public parking spaces must remain available to anyone between
99'" Ave and the Sunset Chateau.

e The State does not follow the same boundaries a Municipality may use to delineate
portions of its City. There will be no change as to how the State divides or defines Sunset
Beach, and it was affirmed once again, there is no appeal process to change the formula
used to calculate parking space requirements.

e That from any parking space, there can be no greater than .25 miles (one-quarter)
walking distance - not line of sight - from where the vehicle is parked to the
public beach.

e The public parking space requirement is not fixed — it follows the linear beach line at a

rate of one parking space per fifty-nine feet (rounded up) of beach front. A parking space
on 99" Avenue is not compliant for 85" Avenue access.
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For example, if the City built a parking lot at Trails Head Park that could hold 47 (or more)
vehicles, it would not satisfy the renourishment requirement for areas located .25 miles (one
quarter) or more from this lot. If the City built a parking lot directly in the middle of West Gulf
Blvd. between 99" Avenue and The Sunset Chateau that held 47 or more parking spaces, it
would not meet the requirement for any area beyond .25 miles from this lot. Plainly said, the
option of providing a parking area in one location to meet the State Renourishment requirements
cannot be done.

That said Police staff determined there were 23 (twenty-three) available on-street parking spaces
between 99 and Harrell Ave on the east side of Gulf Blvd. Accordingly, this would require that
24 (twenty-four) additional public parking spaces be established on the west side of Gulf Blvd. in
what is recognized as Sunset Beach thus creating the total requirement of forty-seven public
parking spaces.

Dr. Elko and I traversed Sunset Beach, and I note that Dr. Elko had previously been Erovided
with the (approx) number of parking spaces available on each street beginning at 95" ave south
to Blinds Pass Ave. Although an earlier proposal of the City marking “Public Parking “ spaces
on West Gulf Blvd. was not recommended, there is the option of marking these spaces on each
(side) street from 95 ave to Blind Pass Drive. The field review conducted by Dr. Elko and I
noted that the Public Beach access on the south side of Sunset Chateau may require at least one
public parking space being installed on Blinds Pass Drive, which we have previously determined
as being able to accommodate a total of three parking spaces.

Upon completion of the field review with Dr. Elko, Treasure Island Fire Chief Charles Fant was
contacted and provided that there was no State or County Fire Code that would prohibit the City
from installing parking spaces in the traveled portion of these secondary streets as under most
conditions there would be sufficient space opposite a parked vehicle which would allow
emergency or rescue equipment to pass. Jerry Dabkowski, the City’s Traffic Engineering
consultant advised that there is no regulation that would prohibit the City from installing parking
spaces as previously described on the traveled portion of existing secondary streets. Mr.
Dabkowski stated he would be willing to review any final installation plan prior to work
beginning if so requested.

Based on the above information, designating public parking spaces on the paved travelway of the
streets between 95™ Avenue and 85™ Avenue would be an option that would permit
implementation of the Sunset Beach Permit Parking District without jeopardizing Beach
Renourishment funding.

This option will I‘Cq}l;lil‘e the assignment of two (2) clearly marked “Public Parking” spaces on
cach street from 95 Avenue south to Blinds Pass Drive (85™ Avenue). Although this will yield
slightly more spaces than required (actually producing 30 where 24 are needed) this will allow
our Public Works Staff some latitude if in field installation they need to reduce one space on any
given street should conditions provide an unexpected hardship.

I would recommend the two public parking spaces be contiguous and delineated by a white
pavement marker at each end with one pole and sign in the center of the two spaces displaying
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the legend “PUBLIC PARKING BETWEEN LINES”. Parking spaces are designed at 9’ X 22°.
Accordingly, fifteen (15) additional poles and signs at a combined cost of $500.00 (five hundred)
would be required. With regard to the white delineation lines, staff would use painted white line
as opposed to installing vinyl or thermoplastic. The cost to paint white marker lines as proposed
is estimated at $200.00 adding an additional cost of $700.00 to this project. (Approx. $14,800.00
total with Permit Parking). The slight modification to the legend of the Permit Parking signs
should not incur additional cost.

It should be noted that although this option will allow the City to implement the Permit Parking
option while retaining renourishment funding, it will reduce street congestion but will not
eliminate it. Since parking will be allowed on either side of the street, the opportunity for
resident or visitor alike to park at or near the front of their home will still come into play.
Further, residents of Sunset Beach would be able to park in the designated public parking spaces
thereby not necessarily providing parking for visitors to the area. If we are eliminating the
outside source of the problem, then it is imperative the residents understand that traffic
management of a narrow street will still need give and take on their part. Every permit holder
cannot park in front of their home (on both sides of the street) at the same time without at some
point causing congestion.

Staff does not know if an affected party might seek an injunction to block implementation of a
modified permit system.

An alternative to establishing a Regulated Permit Parking Area program is restricting on-street
parking to one side of the roadway only that was discussed at the October 21, 2008 meeting..
This alternative could meet the requirement for providing on-street parking on an equal basis to
the everyone while addressing most of the concerns of the Sunset Beach residents regarding not
having reasonable access to their homes; vehicular congestion on residential streets that impedes
the movement of traffic and unduly restricts travel of residents within the area; impedes the
ability of Police and Fire/Rescue to respond to emergencies; and the safety of children and
pedestrians. Staff has previously suggested that consideration be given to alternating the side of
street parking by odd-even days which is acceptable in terms of traffic safety, in order to
compromise with residents who might not be happy with being assigned the “parking” side of
the street on a permanent basis.

Such a system would not be confusing, and the signage would simply say, “Park this side 10 am
— 6 pm Mon-Wed-Fri” or “Park this side 10 am — 6 pm Tue-Thurs-Sat” This is a common
practice where mandating one side parking could be controversial and it is easily understood by
resident and visitor alike.

Based upon staff’s my observations, at any given time, there are 106 (one-hundred-six) parking
spaces available on the north side of 95-85™ Avenues, and there are 93 (ninety-three) parking
spaces available on the south side of these same streets. These totals represent the number of
parking spaces available from all streets between 95" and 85" avenues on their respective sides.

Alternating one-side street parking is considered as openly available since it is first come-first
serve. There are no restrictions with regard to who parks there, only what side of the street they
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park on is controlled. I note that the size (length) of the spaces will vary, and this is acceptable
given today’s smaller vehicles and motorcycle use. There is no set length mandated by the State.

Although we are far beyond the required number of total parking spaces, I don’t want the
numbers to be mistaken as an abundance of parking spaces. The average number of parking
spaces on the North side of these streets is (7), and the average number of parking spaces on the
South side is (6). This explains why we experience the parking congestion when non-resident
vehicles use street parking for beach purposes. Mandated, alternating one-side parking will not
be accepted openly, but based upon what I observed of how the residents park - I believe it will
be sufficient. For the most part, the residents parked in conventional driveways or parallel to the
front of their homes on what is mostly the private property between the edge of the road and the
front of their home. Some properties have greater frontage than others, some deeper frontage
than others. If the vehicles I observed parked in the actual street represent that needed by the
residents, then alternating — one sided parking should accommodate those residents who use the
street. I'm sure there will be exceptions, and this does not take into account additional parking
needs for holidays.

It must also be remembered that this will not apply to the overnight hours where residents can
park on either side of the street. The city always has the option of changing the time restriction
from the recommended 10 AM to 6 PM to another time period if that will better serve the
residents under a one-side only regulation. There will always be a period of adjustment to
change. I believe for the most part, this alternative is better than the option of doing nothing at
all. I anticipate no change in the cost of regulatory signage needed.

Staff will be available to discuss these issues at the November 18, 2008 Workshop.

SUBJECT:  Permanent Placement of “Bucky” the Pirate

As you know, a project to permanently install the City Pirate in Treasure Island Park near the
Causeway Bridge Monument has been budgeted in the FY 2008-09 Budget. Please refer to the
attached photographs for the approximate location which has been marked on one of the
photographs with an “x”, with an arrow indicating the direction. The Pirate will face the
Treasure Island Park Pavilion, with its back towards the bridge. The recommended area has been
marked at Treasure Island Park should you wish to see visit the site.

The Pirate has been stored in the Water Pollution Control compound since it was acquired from
the Buccaneer Motel.

The cost to install the pirate is approximately $1,000 for a concrete slab, anchoring and lighting
of the pirate. The expenditure has been budgeted in the 2008-09 budget. The Public Works
Department will complete the project.
