SUBJECT: Res 08-112, Sewer System Manhole Relining

Background:

The wastewater collection system within the City of Treasure Island has a significant issue with
ground water infiltration. The recent sewer system rate study completed and presented to the
Commission in August 2008 concluded that the gross infiltration rate was approximately 75%. Best
practice recognizes that this rate should not exceed 20%. Additional infiltration within the system not
only increases the amount of wastewater we are billed for by the City of St. Petersburg, but also is the
primary cause of introduction of chlorides into the system. Chlorides make up 95% of the strong waste
surcharge component in the waste water treated by the City of St. Petersburg. The relative depth of the
wastewater collection system compared to sea level and the system’s proximity to bodies of salt water
are the main causes for this phenomenon. Infiltration occurs primarily in the collection system piping
because of the large exposure this system to the ground water because of its linear nature. A second
source of infiltration occurs in the manholes through the walls and joints of the structure. Infiltration of
ground water through the boundary of the sewer system tends to degrade the structural integrity of the
system. This is particularly true when it comes to manholes. The Department of Public Works (DPW)
has prioritized the manholes that need relining within the City’s system.

Discussion:

Relining of the sewer collectionsystem including the manholes provides a benefit of extending the life
of the assets by maintaining the structural integrity and, in the case of manholes, providing a barrier
from the deleterious affects of sewer gases. Recently the Commission approved the relining of
approximately 3600 feet of sewer line on the Isle of Capri. The purpose of the relining was to maintain
the structural integrity if the system and, as a result, reduce the infiltration that occurs in structurally
compromised pipe.

As a part of its long term strategy, the DPW has budgeted $70,000 for the relining of manholes within
the City in FY 2008 — 2009. This is the first year of a five year program. The DPW proposes to have
these manholes relined using a Spectra Shield system installed by Concrete Conservation, Inc. (CCI)
which is currently being employed by the City of Jacksonville, Florida, Pinellas County Ultilities and
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Volusia County. This system has been found to be more cost effective than systems offered by other
installers. DPW proposes to “Piggy Back” off of a contract that CCI has with Volusia County.

DPW investigated the quality and satisfaction with the CCl installed Spectra Shield system with
customers who had a significant track record with the product. Discussion with the city of Jacksonville
revealed that the CCI installed Spectra Shield system had been used by them for the past eight (8)
years. They have 7000 manholes that have been completed by CCI and complete another 300 annually
on average. They are very satisfied with the product pointing out that CCI stands by their product not
only with a 10 year written warranty against defects in materials and workmanship but also responded
quickly to repair any defects.

Pinellas County Utilities has used the CCI installed Spectra Shield system for the last 3 years and
completed 1800 manholes to date. They are also very satisfied with the system and use it in their
pumping station pits and valve vaults also. Pinellas County is very satisfied with the warranty
response from Spectra Shield and intends to continue using them in the future.

CCI has offered to reline the City’s manholes with the Spectra Shield system for $175 per linear foot
of depth by “piggy backing” off of their contract with Volusia County. The cost to reline the manholes
is $58,062. The DPW is requesting that a not to exceed contract be approved in the amount of $60,000
at the unit prices provided in the Volusia County bid for this work. The excess funds will be available
to cover contingencies. Attached is a list of manholes proposed to be relined by CCI based on a
priority established by DPW.

Source of Funds:

DPW has budgeted $70,000 within WPC account 5350-56300 for wastewater system manhole
relining.

Recommendation:

The DPW staff recommends approval of a contract with Concrete Conservation, Inc. (CCI) to
complete the lining of the identified manholes at the unit prices awarded in the Volusia County
Contract in a total amount of $60,000.

Summary/Highlights:

The utilities division requires the rehabilitation of wastewater structures throughout the
county. This year, 26 manholes and lift station wet wells have been identified for 155
vertical feet of lining to prevent deterioration and/or to repair any that have already shown
deterioration. Invitation to bid #08-B-13KW closed on December 5, 2007. Seven
responses were received per the attached tabulation. Staff recommends award to the
lowest responsive and responsible bidder, Concrete Conservation, Jacksonville, Florida
for five years with one two-year renewal option.
