SUBJECT: Res 08-36, Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce Request to Use Beach

DISCUSSION:
The Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce would like to request use of the beach behind

the Bilmar Beach Resort on Saturday, May 18, 2008 from 1:00pm until 4:00pm to host an event
in honor of National Tourism Week. The event, Spirit of Hospitality Beach Games, is a gathering
of representatives from the area hospitality and amusement industries and businesses.
Approximate attendance is estimated at 200 persons including teams, volunteers and spectators.

Mr. Clyde Smith, Board Member of the Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber or Commerce, indicated
that the goal is to have 10-15 six person teams to compete in beach activities such as sand castle
building, kite building, volleyball, tug-of-war and a relay race. Trophies and medals will be
awarded for the various competitions. An awards ceremony and cookout will be held at the
Bilmar Beach Resort south pool area next to Sloppy Joes after the event.

Mr. Smith indicated that the event would be staffed with TBBCC board members and volunteers.
Various committees have been formed to cover public relations, parking, set up, clean up and
officiating. Mr. Smith indicated that all parking would be held on Bilmar Beach Resort property.

The Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce will provide a $1 million liability insurance
certificate naming the city as additional insured.

No resources are being requested of the City of Treasure Island and its staff to hold this event.

Mr. Smith will be in attendance at the April 15" Agenda Workshop to address the Commission
on this item.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the event be approved with the following stipulations:

1. Commission approval will be required to hold the event on the beach
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2. The Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce must submit a one million dollar
certificate of liability naming the City of Treasure Island as additional insured. A copy of
the certificate must be given to the Recreation Department prior to the event.

3. The Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce will be responsible for keeping the
event area clean and free from trash during and after the event.

4. Mr. Smith will need to submit a copy of the site plan and event details to Rick Raus,
Assistant Public Works Director, for approval from the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection to hold the event on the beach.

5. Mr. Smith will need to meet with Lynn Rosetti, City Planner, to discuss the use of any

tents or the installation of temporary poles to be used for the volleyball competition that

may require a permit. The Tampa Bay Beaches Chamber of Commerce would be
responsible for obtaining any and all permits and paying the necessary fees.

Parking for the event will be held on the Bilmar Beach Resort property

7. No open flames are permitted on the beach per city ordinance; therefore, the cookout
must be held on the Bilmar Beach Resort property.

8. The Tampa Bay Beaches will be responsible for abiding by all city ordinances.
