SUBJECT: Rotary Club of the Gulf Beaches Golf and Tennis Challenge Donation

BACKGROUND: The Rotary Club of the Gulf Beaches and the City of Treasure Island jointly
sponsor an annual Golf and Tennis Challenge at Treasure Bay. The net proceeds from the annual
event are divided equally between the Gulf Beaches Rotary Club and the City of Treasure Island.
The 10" annual Golf and Tennis Challenge was held on February 20-21, 2009. Proceeds from
the event benefit the City of Treasure Island’s children’s summer program, and the junior golf
and tennis camps.

DISCUSSION: The 10™ annual Gulf Beaches Rotary Club’s Golf and Tennis Challenge was
held at Treasure Bay on February 20-21, 2009. The net profit from this year’s event was $6,330,
which the Recreation Department receives half of the net profit totally $3,165. After deducting
staff expenses totaling $176.40, the Recreation Department splits the proceeds equally amongst
the Recreation Department’s summer program, and the junior golf and tennis camps held at
Treasure Bay. The Recreation Department, TI Tennis and Golfing with Gary will each receive
$996.20 from this year’s event. A copy of the financial report is attached for review.

Please be advised that the check is in the amount of $2,935.00 as the remaining $230.00 fees
were accepted and deposited by the city through credit card charges.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends that the Commission accept the donation of $3,165
and pass the following motion:

I move to accept the very generous donation from the Rotary Club of the Gulf Beaches in the
amount of $3,165 to the City of Treasure Island Recreation Department.

SUBJECT:  Ord 09-2, Vehicle Repairs in Residential Areas

As you know, several Commissioners and staff have received complaints about vehicle repair on
residential properties. The complaint includes motors and other major parts being taken out of vehicles
and left on the driveway or yard for days or weeks, as well as fluids draining onto the driveway and
permeable surfaces. Other impacts include noise, inoperable vehicles being stored in driveways or jacked
up on blocks, and the impact to property values in the neighborhood.

The City’s Code of Ordinances does not directly prohibit major repairs to vehicles in residential areas and
therefore, we have not been able to be as responsive to this type of problem as some believe we should.

Staff has drafted a propose ordinance to prohibit major repairs to personal vehicles while recognizing the
need to provide for the minor do-it-yourself type of repairs, particularly during this time of economic
difficulty.

The Commission considered this proposed ordinance at its workshop meeting on February 17, 2009.
After discussing the necessity for the ordinance and its various provisions, the Commission consensus
was to move the ordinance on for 1% Reading on March 3, 2009 so that the public would have a chance to
weigh in on the matter.

At that meeting, the Commission decided to allow all types of repairs to personal vehicles, boats, RVs
and the like to continue to be performed in residential areas provided the repairs can be completed within
72 hours. There would be no exceptions to this rule. Vehicles could no longer be left on blocks beyond
the 72 hour period.

Recommendation: Staff recommends approval of Ordinance 09-02 on 2" reading on April 7, 2009.

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ORDINANCE NO 09-02

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA ADDING
ARTICLE VI, “VEHICLE REPAIR IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS” TO CHAPTER 18,
ENVIRONMENT, TO THE TREASURE ISLAND CODE OF ORDINANCES;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island, FL, wishes to protect the quality of life in residential
areas; and

WHEREAS, leaking fluids during major repairs of vehicles on lawns and driveways can
contaminate the ground water and surface waters of the City; and

WHEREAS, major repair of vehicles are inconsistent with residential land uses and adversely
impact the quiet enjoyment of neighboring residential property and the value of said property; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that it would protect the public health,

safety and welfare of the public to permit repair of personal vehicles in residential areas of the city
provided such repair is completed within a 72 hour period;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Treasure Island,
Florida, as follows:

Section 1. That the City of Treasure Island Code of Ordinances, Chapter 18,
ENVIRONMENT is amended by adding a new Article VI as follows:

ARTICLE VI
VEHICLE REPAIRS IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS

Sec. 18-90. Vehicle repairs, maintenance or storage in residential areas.

(a) Prohibition.

1. Repairs of commercial vehicles as defined in Chapter 50, Traffic and Vehicles, are
prohibited within residential areas of the city.
2. Repairs to personal vehicles including domestic equipment as defined in Chapter 71,

Recreational Vehicles, may be performed in residential areas. The maximum time
allowed for repairs is 72 hours.
3. Setting vehicles on blocks for longer than 72 hours.

(b) Exception. Nothing contained within this section shall prohibit any individual from performing
any repair on their personal vehicles within an enclosed residential garage or performing vehicle
repairs as defined herein within the residential areas of the city provided such repair is completed
within 72 hours.

(d) Violations. A violation of this Chapter shall be subject to the penalty provisions of Chapter 1,

GENERAL PROVISIONS, Sec.1-15, General Penalty, continuing violations, of the City of Treasure
Island Code of Ordinances.
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SECTION 2. Severability. This chapter is enacted pursuant to the City’s police powers. If a court
of competent jurisdiction declares any part of this chapter unlawful, such invalidity shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this chapter. The City shall interpret and enforce this chapter in a
manner consistent with state and federal law and any court order.

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall go in effect and be in full force and operation immediately upon
its adoption.

SUBJECT:  Ord. 09-03, Definition of Dwelling Tourist to Include Multi-family Dwellings

Background:

Currently, Chapter 68-2 of the City’s Land Development Regulations contains a definition of
Dwelling Tourist that addresses only single and two-family dwellings. After careful review by
the City staff and the City Attorney, it was determined that through a scrivener’s error, the
definition of Dwelling Tourist should have also included multi-family dwellings.

Therefore, the Planning and Zoning Board, acting as the Local Planning Agency, conducted a
review and received input from the City staff and attorney on this issue. The Board reviewed the
attached Ordinance, found it to be consistent with the adopted Comprehensive Plan and elements
thereof, and voted to recommend the approval of these changes to the City Commission. The
Board held public hearings/meetings on December 18, 2008, January 15, 2009, and February 19,
2009 wherein the revised definition was discussed and modified. The Board’s recommendation
of approval was passed by unanimous consent.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends the adoption of Ordinance 09-03 on 1* Reading .The Planning and Zoning
Board, sitting as the Local Planning Agency concurs that the adoption of this Ordinance is
consistent with the city’s adopted Comprehensive Plan and elements thereof.

a. Scheduled Public Hearing )Consideration of Land Development
Revision to Tourist Dwelling definition to include Multifamily

The City Attorney began a review of her memo of December 10" regarding a
Proposed Ordinance amending the definition of “Tourist Dwelling” and including
an opinion from the appellate court regarding the Schwartz Gulfcoast Recovery
matter. Ms. Kiefer explained that the hearing has been advertised and she
hopes to begin the hearing with some dialogue and then continue the hearing to
a date certain which alleviates the need for another advertisement.

The City Attorney requested the considered input of the Board in to the history of
Tourist Dwelling and stated that she believes there is a scrivener error in the
code. Ms. Kiefer explained that the definition does not include multi-family
dwellings yet the definition of residential dwelling does.

The City Attorney reviewed the results of the Schwartz case and explained the
Appellate Courts reasoning in making their decision. Ms. Kiefer requested the
Board have a well reasoned discussion and present advice and input to the City
as to what this all means.

The City Attorney requested Board input on a second item included in her memo
of December 10, 2008 and that would be the inclusion of residential treatment
facilities in RM-15.

The Chair opened the public hearing.
Public Comment portion of hearing was closed by the Chair.

Motion was made by Mr. Sierra and seconded by Mr. McConnell to continue the
Public Hearing regarding the revision to the definition of Tourist Dwelling to the
January 15, 2009 scheduled LPA meeting to be held at 1:00 pm. Motion was
passed by unanimous consent.

Motion was made by Mr. Roberts and seconded by Ms. Maclintyre to approve
the minutes of the meeting of December 18, 2008 as amended. Motion was
passed by unanimous consent.

. ITEMS OF BUSINESS

a. Continued Public Hearing from December 18, 2008 — Consideration of
Land Development Revision to Dwelling Tourist Definition to include
Multi-family.

The City Attorney inquired if the Board members had an opportunity to read her
memo of December 10, 2008 and also the Appeal from the Eleventh Circuit
Court.

The City Attorney stated that this is a continuation of the public hearing that was
started last month on the issue as to whether or not to revise the City Ordinance
to amend the definition of Tourist Dwellings. Ms. Kiefer noted that multi-family
dwelling is not included in the current definition.

The City Attorney began a discussion regarding the opinion of the Eleventh
Circuit Court of Appeals as it pertains to the Matthew Schwarz case which is still
in litigation. Ms. Kiefer noted that it has been requested that our revision of the
definition of Tourist Dwellings also include Residential Treatment Facilities in
RM-15.

The City Attorney stated that the issue today is whether the Board wished to
recommend to the City Commission that the definition of “Tourist Dwelling” be
amended to include multi-family dwellings. Ms. Kiefer requested that the Board
make a substantial finding of fact to amend the definition with consideration
given to reasons it was not included and the history of tourist dwelling.

Upon a question from Mr. Roberts regarding verbiage on the definition of Tourist
Dwelling, the City Attorney referred him to the draft Ordinance that was included
with her memo.

The City Attorney suggested that the Board begin review of the permitted uses
in the RM-15 zones and then began a review of the Code and stated that she
believes that the exclusion of multi-family dwelling from the definition of tourist
dwelling was inadvertent and does not fit with the rest of the code.

Mr. McConnell requested clarification regarding whether all commercial activity
was specifically excluded unless otherwise specifically permitted.

The City Attorney stated that the City is divided into districts and that under
Section 68-22.1 which prefaces all of the districts it states that no use shall be
allowed in any land use district unless such use is specifically delineated as a
permitted use, special exception use or accessory use which clarifies the
statement that all commercial activity was specifically excluded unless otherwise
specifically permitted.

The City Attorney referred to Section 68-261 which is Purpose and Intent and
which states the purpose of RM-15 Residential Medium district is to delineate
those areas as defined in the Cities Comprehensive Plan as suitable for
residential development of a medium density character.

The City Attorney read the definition of a dwelling unit which states a dwelling
unit means a single unit consisting of not less than 500 feet of living area
providing complete independent living facilities for one family including
permanent provision for living, sleeping, eating, cooking and sanitation but not
including recreation vehicles, tents, hotels, motels or boarding houses. Ms.
Kiefer stated that her argument in this case was that they were acting like a hotel
which is not permitted in RM-15.

Mr. McConnell requested clarification regarding the 500 feet of living area in a
dwelling unit.

The City Manager, Mr. Reid Silverboard addressed the Board and stated that
the 500 square feet should not be included in the definition of dwelling unit and
also stated that a unit is another flaw or weakness in the definition of dwelling
because usually the more normal definition of a dwelling is a room or a group of
rooms that constitutes a living unit containing living, sleeping and sanitary
facilities.

The City Attorney requested that the Board prioritize their attention to focus on
the definition of tourist dwelling.

Motion was made by Mr. Roberts and seconded by Mr. Johnson to continue the
Public Hearing to the regularly scheduled LPA meeting to be held on February
19, 2009 immediately following the P & Z meeting. Motion was passed by
unanimous consent.

b. Continued Public Hearing from December 18, 2008 — Consideration of
Land Development Revision to Dwelling Tourist Definition to include
Multi-family.

The Chair opened the public hearing at 2:12 pm.

The City Attorney noted that this would be the third discussion and suggested

that the public hearing stop and continue after the Downtown Redevelopment

discussion.

The Chair noted that there were no public comments.

Motion was made by Ms. Givens and seconded by Mr. Roberts to continue the

public hearing after the Downtown Redevelopment discussion. Motion was

passed by unanimous consent.

Meeting recessed at 2:15 pm.

Meeting reconvened at 2:25 pm

SUBJECT: Res 09-11, Beach Concession Services

DISCUSSION:

At the direction of the City Commission during the 2008-09 Budget Workshops, staff developed and
accepted Request for Proposals (RFPs) for Beach Concession Services on the publicly owned and
controlled beaches of the City of Treasure Island.

The sections of the public beach for which the City is seeking Concession proposals are:
1. The Central Beach Area- westward extension of 103" Avenue and extending to the westward
extension of 121 Avenue, and
2. The Beach Pavilion located at 8000 West Gulf Boulevard.

The Proposal specified that Beach Concession Services shall be limited to the rental of beach chairs and
lounges, beach umbrellas and cabanas and rubber or canvas floats, kayaks, kites, Segways, non-alcoholic
beverages and prepackaged snack food concessions and shall include the advertisement of such rental
equipment and services. However, the proposal also provided that Proposers may submit additional items
and articles for City consideration to be added to the concession services to be provided, and the City
shall have the sole discretion as to whether or not to permit such items.

Further, the proposal provided that the equipment shall be new and maintained in a good state of repair
and replaced every few years in order to provide safe and presentable equipment to beachgoers and
provide for all equipment, supplies and staff to operate and maintain the beach concession services. The
proposer must provide, store, maintain and cover or house beach concession apparatus and equipment,
and include any necessary or required beach cleaning. Proposers shall include provisions for the removal
or storage of equipment during tropical storms and hurricanes.

The hours of operation of the Beach Concession is to be from 8:00 AM to sunset, seven (7) days per
week. The anticipated duration of the contract is to be for a period of three (3) years with a renewal
option of two (2) renewal periods of up to three (3) years each at the sole discretion of the City of
Treasure Island. Finally, applicants shall provide the City of Treasure Island with a flat fee for proposed
services which is negotiable and subject to approval of the City Commission.

The Request for Proposal was advertised on January 30, 2009 and proposals were accepted until 12:00
PM on February 23, 2009.
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A total of four (4) responses to the RFP were turned in to the City Clerk’s Office for review and
consideration by the City. Two out of the four proposals submitted requested to provide services at the
Beach Pavilion. The remaining two proposers requested to provide services at the Central Beach Area.

PROPOSALS RECEIVED

1. ANDO-VEND currently provide coin operated beverage and snack machines at the Beach
Pavilion and the City Hall Auditorium. He submitted a Proposal to continue to provide services at the
Beach Pavilion for a fee of twelve percent (12%) of the gross sales as determined by a meter installed in
each vending machine less sales tax and refunds. ANDO-VEND will continue to provide change
machines at the Beach Pavilion for persons needing change for the parking meters. ANDO-VEND would
continue vending concessions without any interruption of service.

2. Gelatis Etc., Inc. submitted a proposal to provide beach services at the Beach Pavilion. Mr. Brian
Cocozza would like to rent chairs, lounges, umbrellas, cabanas, aqua cycles and floats at the Beach
Pavilion. Additionally, he indicated that he would provide change for the parking meters. Mr. Cocozza
would also like to provide a beach volleyball court provided that it would not interfere with beach visitors
and non-renters of the beach services. Mr. Cocozza is proposing an annual fee of $5,000 for an
unspecified duration. It is not determined as to when Gealtis Etc., Inc. could begin to provide services.

3. Beach Services West, Inc. submitted a proposal for the Central Beach Area from 103™ Avenue
north to 121* Avenue, with the exception of the approximate 500’ section owned and operated by the City
of St. Petersburg. Beach Services West, Inc. is proposing to provide wooden lounges with 3” cushions
with cabana hood and umbrellas. Beach Services West, Inc. is open to negotiations on the rental of
kayaks, floats, aqua cycles and sailboats. Beach Services West, Inc. would be available to start on May 1,
2009. Beach Services West, Inc. is proposing that they enter in to a contract for five (5) years with two (2)
renewal periods consisting of two (2) years each due to the initial investment of purchasing the equipment
for the beach services operation. Beach Services West, Inc. agrees to pay the City of Treasure Island
fifteen thousand ($15,000) for the first year of business; seventeen thousand ($17,000) for the second year
of business and eighteen thousand ($18,000) for the third to fifth year of service.

4. Taylor’s Beach Service submitted a proposal for the Central Beach Area from 104" Avenue north
to 121* Avenue. Taylor’s Beach Service did not exclude the City of St. Petersburg property from the
Request for Proposal. Taylor’s Beach Service is our current provider of beach concessions for the Central
Beach Area and has been since 1965. Taylor’s Beach Service currently pays the City an annual fee of
$8,320 with an annual increase based on the current cost of living rate. Taylor’s Beach Service is
proposing to provide cabanas, umbrellas, chaise lounges, straight chairs and three kayaks. Taylor’s Beach
Service’s staff is trained in water safety for the rental of the kayaks. Fifty percent (50%) discounts are
given on rentals to Treasure Island residents who provide proof of residency. Taylor’s Beach Service is
proposing that he continue to finish out this fiscal year with the current fee of $8,320 and submits a fee
for the fiscal year 2009-10 in the amount of $12,600 or an amount as to be negotiated. Taylor’s Beach
Services proposes the same terms and provisions as the current license agreement, except for the
additional insurance requirements as outline in the RFP.

At the March 17, 2009 Workshop, the Commission consensus was to:

1. Award the vending concession to ANDO-VEND at the terms and conditions outlined below.

2. Award the Central Beach Area Concession to Taylor Beach Services who agreed to match the
terms and payments staff had negotiated with Beach Services West, Inc. as outlined below. In
addition, the Commission directed that the area covered under this agreement include the 500 feet
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of public beach seaward of the St. Petersburg property as may be permitted by law to be part of
the Agreement.
3. The Commission decided not to award a concession for the Beach Pavilion area in Sunset Beach.

A. ANDO-VEND to provide coin operated snack and beverage vending machines at the
Beach Pavilion and City Hall Auditorium, and be permitted to install a beverage and
snack machine at the Community Center. ANDO-VEND will continue to provide change
services to residents and visitors of Treasure Island at the Beach Pavilion. ANDO-VEND
has agreed to pay the City of Treasure Island fifteen percent (15%) of the gross sales as
determined by a meter installed in each vending machine less sales tax and refunds, paid
by the 10™ working day of each month to be reviewed each fiscal year. The duration of
the contract is to be for a period of three (3) years with a renewal option of two (2)
renewal periods of up to three (3) years each at the sole discretion of the City.

B. Allow Taylor Beach Services to provide the beach concession services for the Central
Beach Area. The duration of the contract is to be for a period of three (3) years with a
renewal option of two (2) renewal periods of up to three (3) years each to be mutually
agreed upon by Taylor and the City of Treasure Island and a payment of fifteen thousand
($15,000) for the first year of business; seventeen thousand ($17,000) for the second year
of business and eighteen thousand ($18,000) for the third year of service. Staff would
negotiate the annual payment for each of the option periods.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends approval of Resolution 09-11 awarding the concession for beach services to Taylor
Beach Services; and approval of Resolution 09-20 awarding the vending machine concession to ANDO
VEND.

The City of Treasure Island is seeking proposals for BEACH CONCESSION
SERVICES of the publicly owned and controlled beaches of the City of Treasure

While working as a lifeguard for the City of St. Petersburg, Clyde A. Taylor began
renting umbrellas, lounges, and paddleboards in August 1955 at the Municipal Beach on
Treasure Island.
