SUBJECT:  Res 09-15, Interlocal Agreement on Recreation Services with the City of St. Pete Beach

DISCUSSION: The City of Treasure Island and the City of St. Pete Beach staffs have been
working to develop an Interlocal Agreement that would permit the residents of each City to
utilize the recreation programs and facilities both cities at the established resident program
rates. This will provide additional recreation services to the residents and provide greater
utilization of facilities, programs and revenue for each city. All activities with the exception of
facility rentals would apply to this agreement.

The Interlocal Agreement is a reciprocal use agreement allowing residents of both cities to
participate in recreation programs within the other city for the established “resident” program
rates.

The term of the Agreement shall be effective upon the date written at the time of signing and
shall remain in effect until terminated as set forth in Section 3 of the Interlocal Agreement. Each
city shall have the option to terminate the Agreement without cause by providing written notice
to the other city at least ninety (90) days prior to the date of termination.

The residents of Treasure Island would be permitted to use the City of St. Pete Beach'’s classes,
gymnasium; fitness room and swimming pool at the St. Pete Beach resident rate. Additionally,
our residents would be allowed to utilize St. Pete Beach’s camps for children at the resident rate.

The residents of St. Pete Beach would receive the T1 resident rates for class fees and for golf and
tennis at the Treasure Bay Golf and Tennis facility. The resident rate for golf and tennis would
apply to daily, monthly and yearly membership fees. Additionally, St. Pete Beach residents
would be allowed to utilize Treasure Island camps for children at the same fee that St. Pete
Beach charges its residents.

This Interlocal Agreement does not address Southwest Little League as resident cards are not
required nor will be required by either city.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND,
FLORIDA
AND THE CITY OF ST. PETE BEACH, FLORIDA

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT dated this day of

, 2009 is entered into by and between the CITY OF

TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation located in Pinellas
County, Florida (“Treasure Island”), and the CITY OF ST. PETE BEACH,
FLORIDA, a municipal corporation located in Pinellas County, Florida (“St. Pete
Beach”).

WHEREAS, Section 163.01, Florida Statutes, Florida Interlocal
Cooperation Act of 1969, authorizes municipalities to provide services and
facilities through the use of cooperative agreements for the mutual advantage of
each governmental entity; and,

WHEREAS, Treasure Island and St. Pete Beach desire to enter into an
interlocal agreement providing for the utilization of recreation programs and
facilities within each city for the established “resident” program rates, so that
each city may provide more services to their residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the mutual
covenants hereinafter contained, it is agreed between Treasure Island and St.
Pete Beach as follows:

Section 1. Recreation Programs.
This Interlocal Agreement is entered into to establish a reciprocal use

agreement allowing residents of both cities to participate in recreation programs
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within the other city for the established “resident” program rates. Residents of
Treasure Island will be permitted by St. Pete Beach to participate in St. Pete
Beach's recreational programs available to St. Petersburg Beach's residents at
the same rates and fees charged to St. Pete Beach residents. Residents of St.
Pete Beach shall be permitted by Treasure Island to participate in Treasure
Island’s recreational programs available to Treasure Island residents at the same
rates and fees charged to Treasure Island residents. Facility rentals are excluded
from this Interlocal Agreement.

Section 2. Term.

This Interlocal Agreement shall be effective upon the date written above
and shall remain in effect until terminated as set forth in Section 3. of this
Agreement.

Section 3. Termination.

Either city shall have the option to terminate this Interlocal Agreement
without cause by providing written notice to the other city at least ninety (90) days
prior to the date of termination.

Section 4. Notice.

Each party shall furnish to the other such notice, as may be required from
time to time, pursuant to this Interlocal Agreement, in writing, posted in the U.S.
Mail or by hand delivery, or by overnight delivery service and addressed as
follows:

Section 5. Indemnification.

a. To the extent permitted by law, St. Pete Beach agrees to assume
liability for and indemnify, hold harmless and defend Treasure Island,
its mayor, commissioners, officers, employees, agents,
representatives, and attorneys of, from, and against all liability and
expense, including reasonable attorney’s fees, in conjunction with any
and all claims, demands, damages, actions, causes of action, and suits
in equity of whatever kind or nature, including claims for personal
injury, property damage, equitable relief, or loss of use, arising out of
St. Pete Beach'’s recreation programs made available to Treasure
Island residents under this Interlocal Agreement, excluding only claims
arising out of negligence, recklessness, willful disregard for human life
or property or wanton misconduct of Treasure Island, its
commissioners, mayor, officers, employees, agents and attorneys. St.
Pete Beach’s liability hereunder shall include all attorneys’ fees and
costs incurred by Treasure Island in the enforcement of this
indemnification provision. The obligations contained in this provision

shall survive termination of this Interlocal Agreement.
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b. To the extent permitted by law, Treasure Island agrees to assume
liability for and indemnify, hold harmless and defend St. Pete Beach,
its mayor, commissioners, officers, employees, agents,
representatives, and attorneys of, from, and against all liability and
expense, including reasonable attorney’s fees, in conjunction with any
and all claims, demands, damages, actions, causes of action, and suits
in equity of whatever kind or nature, including claims for personal
injury, property damage, equitable relief, or loss of use, arising out of
Treasure Island’s recreation programs made available to St. Pete
Beach residents under this Interlocal Agreement, excluding only claims
arising out of negligence, recklessness, willful disregard for human life
or property or wanton misconduct of Treasure Island, its
commissioners, mayor, officers employees, agents and attorneys.
Treasure Island’s liability hereunder shall include all attorneys’ fees
and costs incurred by St. Pete Beach in the enforcement of this
indemnification provision. The obligations contained in this provision
shall survive termination of this Interlocal Agreement.

c. The parties hereto agree that nothing contained herein shall in any way
waive any immunity from or limitation of liability that each city enjoys
presently under the constitution and the statutes of the State of Florida
and particularly with respect to Chapter 768, Florida Statutes.

Section 6. Filing of the Interlocal Agreement.
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It will be a condition precedent to the effectiveness of this Interlocal
Agreement that a certified copy is filed with the Clerk of the Court.
Section 7. Entire Agreement.

This Interlocal Agreement embodies the entire understanding of the
respective parties hereto regarding the subject matter hereof, and there
are no further or other agreements or understandings, written or oral,
between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof. Any
amendments or modifications to this Interlocal Agreement must be in
writing, signed by all parties, and recorded pursuant to Section 6 herein.
Section 8. Joint Preparation.

The preparation of this Interlocal Agreement has been a joint effort
of the parties hereto and the resulting document shall not, solely as a
matter of judicial construction, be construed more severely against one of
the parties than the other.
