SUBJECT:  Res 09-27, Fourth of July Barbeque and Community Celebration

BACKGROUND - In the past, the City of Treasure Island sponsored Fourth of July
events and fireworks. Due to budget constraints, the City removed the events and
fireworks from the Recreation Department budget. Last year, the Rice Family
generously donated the Fourth of July fireworks display. This year, Chamber of
Commerce Director Harry Black is collecting donations from community members and
local businesses to sponsor a fireworks display for the Fourth of July.

DISCUSSION - The Chamber of Commerce will hold the event on the beach over the
Fourth of July weekend. The activities are scheduled for Friday, July 34 and Saturday,
July 4t from approximately 1:00 PM until 10:00 PM. A rain date for the fireworks
display is scheduled for Sunday, July 5th. Tentative activities are food, beverage and
arts & crafts vendors and children’s activities scheduled for Friday, July 3'd and a
community barbeque, music and fireworks display scheduled for Saturday, July 4.

The Chamber of Commerce is proposing to partner with the City and is requesting the
following from the City to assist in making the event possible.

1. The Chamber is requesting permission to park vehicles on the beach for a fee
$10.00 per vehicle. The boundaries of the parking area will be clearly delineated.
Turtle nests and sea oat areas will be marked accordingly. No parking will be
allowed after midnight on both nights. The parking area will be removed and a
clean up detail will complete a clean up of the area by 9:00 AM on Sunday, July
5th . The Chamber is proposing that the City of Treasure Island, Boy Scouts and
the Chamber of Commerce share in the revenues from the parking fees.

2. The Chamber is requesting the use of the city’s tables and chairs for the reserved
area, and for food, beverage and merchandise concessions.

The Chamber is requesting that the Parks and Recreation Department be
responsible for trash pickup during and after event; table and chair delivery;

Last year, the City parked 260 vehicles on the beach
for the Fourth of July for a gross profit of $2,600.

Assist with acquiring sponsorships for the event

Obtain the necessary permits from the Pinellas County Parks Department for use
of the County lot and restrooms at 104th Avenue and Gulf Boulevard, and from
Steve West from the Department of Environmental Protection to hold the event
on the beach.

Secure the band(s) for Saturday, July 4%. We will be using the Community Center
stage and having the band bring its own sound system and lighting. The City
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used to have the same type of arrangement when we provided activities for
Pirate Days.

5. Provide the tables and chairs for the event. The areas sponsored by the City or
Chamber such as the information and tickets tents; and beer and wine
concessions would receive the tables free of charge. All other vendors including
the civic associations and Treasure Islettes will be responsible for renting tables
and chairs from the city. The tables rent for $5.00 plus tax per table and chairs
$1.00 plus tax per chair.

6. Provide all the advertisement for the event - press releases, posters and fliers,
website, etc...

7. The City will provide the Parks and Recreation Department and Police
Department staff for the event. The overtime costs for city personnel will be
deducted from the gross proceeds. The Parks and Recreation Department staff
will provide the set up and break down of event and trash removal. The Police
Department will provide the necessary on-site security, and for the direction of
pedestrian and vehicular traffic directly related to the event.

SUBJECT: Res 09-23, Bands on the Sand Act II

BACKGROUND - The Treasure Island Chamber of Commerce has in the past
sponsored the Sun, Sand and Symphony event over the Memorial Day weekend on the
beach located at Gulf Boulevard and 104t Avenue. This year, the City of Treasure
Island and the Chamber of Commerce has joined together to sponsor the Bands on the
Sand which is scheduled for May 23, 2009. The Chamber of Commerce would like to
hold Bands on the Sand Act II on September 5, 2009 during the Labor Day weekend.

DISCUSSION - The Chamber of Commerce will hold the event on the beach during the
Labor Day weekend. The event is scheduled for Saturday, September 5, 2009 from
approximately 12:00 PM until 10:00 PM. A rain date is scheduled for Sunday, September
6, 2009. Tentative activities include several bands; food, beverage and arts & crafts
vendors; children’s activities and sand sculpturing contest. A fireworks show is also
planned, subject to raising money for the display. Harry Black, Chamber Director, is
collecting private donations for a fireworks display for this event.

The Chamber of Commerce is proposing to partner with the City and is requesting the
following from the City to assist in making the event possible.

1. The Chamber is requesting permission to park vehicles on the beach for a fee
$10.00 per vehicle. The boundaries of the parking area will be clearly delineated.
Turtle nests and sea oat areas will be marked accordingly. No parking will be
allowed after midnight on Saturday, September 5, 2009. The parking area will be
removed and a clean up detail will complete a clean up of the area by 9:00am on
Sunday, September 6, 2009.

Dear Commissioners,

The Treasure Island Chamber of Commerce is very excited to announce that this Labor Day
weekend we are planning a Bands on the Sand Act II event on the beaches on September 5, 2009
The Chamber feels that updating the event, and creating an opportunity for new activities, will
revive the festival and refresh the local and traveling public’s perception of both the event and the
City of Treasure Island.

The Chamber is proposing to partner with the City of Treasure Island to produce, Bands on the
Sand Act II. The following details are requested of the City to assist in making the event possible:
beach parking, tables, security, clean up, insurance, and funds to off set expenses.

Beach Parking: We are again proposing to allow parking for the event in a designated area
on the beach. Beach parking will reduce congestion around the community center and downtown
areas as well as provide safety for people crossing Gulf Boulevard and funds to help pay for the
event. In 2007, the City approved the same plan calling for 612 parking spaces just north of the
designated event area.

We will again coordinate this event with DEP and will make sure that there are no barriers
set up if a turtle would like to nest in hard pan sand. (Note: In 30 years no turtles have ever nested in
the proposed event area.) We have briefed our City Manger and his staff and have done a walk
through of the proposed event and parking areas.

As in the past, there will be no overnight parking. Parking will be for Saturday only. A
detailed cleanup crew will remove any evidence of auto parking on the beach the next morning.

Local boy scouts will provide parking assistance. The proposed parking area is the same
area that all trucks, cars, semis and support vehicles drive over to set up the event. The area is hard
pan sand. We propose to share parking revenues with the City of Treasure Island, the Boy Scouts
and your Chamber of Commerce. The plan is to charge 10 dollars per vehicle.

Tables: The Chamber requests the use of all available City tables as needed for this event. .

Clean Up: We additionally request that the City be responsible for trash collection after the
event as in previous years.

As the biggest event on the beach during this holiday
weekend, Bands in the Sand Act II is estimated to bring over 20,000 people to Treasure Island
throughout the weekend. This civic event will not only benefit the Treasure Island Chamber of
Commerce but will prove to promote patronage of the City’s businesses over Labor Day Weekend
2009 and, with the help of the City to produce this event safely, efficiently and with little
congestion, it is sure to encourage attendees to return on subsequent occasions creating residual
returns for the City. .

SUBJECT:  Res 09-25, Building Inspection Interlocal Agreement with Redington Shores

DISCUSSION:

Staff has developed an Interlocal Agreement between the City of Treasure Island and the Town
of Redington Shores that will provide for coverage of building permitting and inspection services
when the building official or inspector at either City’s building department is unavailable due to
vacations, sick leave or other temporary absences. At a time when both departments are trying to
find ways of saving money without decreasing services, it makes sense to help each other out
with out any additional costs. We have a similar arrangement with the City of St. Pete Beach for
temporary building permitting and inspection services.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING AN INTERLOCAL
AGREEMENT RELATING TO BUILDING PERMITTING AND INSPECTION
SERVICES BETWEEN THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND AND THE
TOWN OF REDINGTON SHORES.

WHEREAS, Section 163.01, Florida State Statutes, Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of 1969, authorizes
municipalities to provide services for the mutual advantage of each governmental entity; and,

WHEREAS, The City of Treasure and the Town of Redington Shores desire to enter into an interlocal
agreement (Attachment 1) providing for the utilization of the building permitting and Inspection services so each city
may provide better service to their residents; and.

WHEREAS, this would allow each of the municipalities to use each others services when needed; and
WHEREAS, this agreement would save the City of Treasure Island the fees that we pay the County building
department for services when needed.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND DOES RESOLVE:
1. The Interlocal Agreement relating to Building Permitting and Inspection Services between the City of
Treasure Island and the Town of Redington Shores is hereby approved and the Mayor is hereby authorized
to execute the Interlocal Agreement.
2. This resolution is effective immediately upon adoption.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
TOWN OF REDINGTON SHORES AND THE CITY
OF TREASURE ISLAND RELATING TO BUILDING
PERMITTING AND INSPECTION SERVICES

This AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of , 2009, by and
between the TOWN OF REDINGTON SHORES, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation of the
State of Florida and the CITY OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation of
the State of Florida.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Town of Redington Shores and the City of Treasure Island, do hereby have the
express authority to enter into this agreement in order to make the most efficient use of their
powers by cooperating with other localities in a manner that will accord best with geographic,
economic, population and other factors influencing the needs and development of local
communities; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Redington Shores and the City of Treasure Island each has the
resources available to perform building services as needed by the other, in a manner that would
be economically beneficial to both parties by alleviating the need for either party to have
additional Building Officials and other staff; and

WHEREAS, Section 163.01, Florida Statutes, the Florida Interlocal Cooperation Act of
1969,authorizes municipalities to provide services and facilities through the use of cooperative
agreements for the mutual advantage of each governmental entity; and,

WHEREAS, each party, in consideration of this agreement by each of the parties to provide
building services to the other party, as requested by the other party, hereby agree as follows:

1. That the Building Official or Inspector(s) for each municipality shall be made available,
as requested by the other municipality, to perform building permitting and inspection
services, as needed, by the other municipality.

2. That the Building Official or Inspector of the Town of Redington Shores and the Building
Official or Inspector of the City of Treasure Island may perform permitting and
inspection services under this agreement for the other municipality.

3. Hold Harmless. That each municipality agrees to hold the other municipality, and all its
agents, employees, officers and officials harmless from any and all demands, claims,
costs, expenses, attorney’s fees, damages, judgments and liabilities arising from, related
to, or caused by the services of the other municipality’s Building Official in rendering
services for such municipality pursuant to this agreement.

4, Indemnification. That each municipality agrees to indemnify the other municipality, and
all of its agents, employees, officers and officials from and for all demands, claims, costs,
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expenses, attorney’s fees, damages, judgments and liabilities arising from,, related to, or
caused by the services of the Building Official and/or related staff for the municipality
receiving such services under this agreement, including all demands, claims, costs,
expenses, attorney’s fees, damages, judgments and liabilities arising from, related to or
caused by the negligence of or acts or omission or commission by the Building Official in
the rendition of services to either such municipality under this agreement.

5. Duty to Defend. It is the express intent of the parties to this agreement that each
municipality shall assume the defense of and incur any and all liabilities, costs and
expenses arising from the services of the other municipality’s Building Official to such
municipality under this agreement, including all such demands, claims, costs, expenses,
attorney’s fees, damages, judgments and liabilities which may arise from, be related to, or
be caused by the negligence of or acts of omission or commission by the Building
Official in the rendition of permitting and inspection services to the receiving
municipality.

6. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed as a waiver of any immunity
from, or limitation of, liability either party may have under the Doctrine of Sovereign
Immunity of Section 768.28 Florida Statute.

7. It is further agreed that each municipality shall notify the other in writing, within five (5)
working days of any claims or pending claims of which either municipality has
knowledge.

8. This Agreement is intended for the benefit of these parties only and is not intended for
the benefit of any third parties.

9. If the City of Treasure Island or the Town of Redington Shores wish to modify this
Agreement, either may do so only with the written consent of the other party.

10. This Agreement shall continue in force until terminated with or without cause by either
party upon forty-five (45) days written notice in writing to the Mayor of Redington
Shores or the Treasure Island City Manager.

SUBJECT:  Res 09-24, RFQ for Special Area Plans and Implementing Development Regulations

Background:

In December 2008 the owner’s representative of the Buccaneer property indicated an interest in
developing their property in a manner that would utilize new Countywide Plan Rules (Ordinance No. 07-
50) to allow greater intensity and density regulations for the development and redevelopment of tourist
and/or transient accommodations. The owner of the Buccaneer indicated a willingness to pay the costs of
the required study to determine the feasibility of allowing the use of these new rules. However, the City
staff had concerns regarding the potential for bias on such a study (Special Area Plan) initiated by the
developer. Further, no funding had been budgeted for such a study. Because of these concerns, it was
discussed that any such study be directed and controlled by the City, even if an interested party was
willing to donate the funds for the City to undertake such a study. It was determined that this was
especially important because of the eventual need for the voters of Treasure Island to approve via
referendum any recommended changes to the City’s allowable building height or density.

Therefore, at the direction of the City Commission, staff initiated the process of securing solicitations of
qualifications (RFQ) from consultants experienced in the preparation of Special Area Plans and the
development and implementation of related development regulations. A copy of this Request for
Qualifications (RFQ) for Special Area Plans and Implementing Development Regulations is attached for
the Commission’s information (see Attachment 1) which covers those areas designated for potential
redevelopment by the City of Treasure Island and as approved by the City Commission. For example,
these areas include:

e Allor a portion of the Central Beach area of Treasure Island;
e The John’s Pass area of Treasure Island; and,
e The Blind Pass/Gulf Boulevard Neighborhood Commercial Area of Treasure Island.

The RFQ stated that the successful firm will provide the professional services described in support of the
City and will demonstrate qualifications, experience, abilities and the proposed methodology necessary to
successfully accomplished and support all aspects of the prescribed type of work to be undertaken which
will result in the preparation of a Special Area Plan(s) relating to the potential redevelopment certain
areas of community. Related follow-up work may also include the creation of development regulations to
implement the Special Area Plan.
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As noted above, Pinellas County modified its Countywide Plan Rules in 2007 (Ordinance No. 07-50) to
allow greater intensity and higher density of transient units as an incentive to encourage the development
and redevelopment of tourist and/or transient accommodations. These higher densities exceed those
currently provided in the City Comprehensive Plan land use categories and therefore, for the City to
permit a hotel or motel development to take advantage of these densities, a new land use category will
have to be added to the City’s Comprehensive Plan. It is anticipated that the increase intensity/density
can be accommodated by adding a Planned Redevelopment Classification which is a major Future Land
Use classification designed to accommodate a community’s plan for neighborhood, corridor, district or
center preservation, revitalization, rehabilitation and/or reconstruction.

Under the Countywide Plan Rules, to adopt this type of land use category and amend the Countywide
Plan Map, a Special Area Plan must be developed for the area to be reclassified. Such special area plan
has to be approved by the City Commission in support of the proposed category, in a form sufficient to
ensure compliance with the special area plan rules. The Special Area Plan(s) reviews existing land use
and related characteristics of the area; issues to be addressed by the plan; and plan objectives in
relationship to the City’s comprehensive plan and Pinellas by Design. Also, the Plan addresses permitted
uses and any differentiation by location; density/intensity standards for permitted uses; design guidelines,
if any, appropriate to the plan; affordable housing provisions, if appropriate to the plan; mixed-use
provisions if appropriate to the plan; special provision for mobility and circulation, including mass transit,
access management, parking, pedestrians, and bicycles; identification of and reference to land
development regulations that implement the plan; public and/or private improvements, contributions
and/or incentives, if any, appropriate to the plan; and the local government plan approval process.

The Special Area Plan includes a capacity analysis of water, sewer, and stormwater drainage impacts that
may be anticipated based on the plan, identification of overall system capacities, and an analysis of the
difference between these anticipated impacts on the systems as compared to the impacts based on the
current Countywide Plan Map designations.

It is anticipated that the development of a Special Area Plan may ultimately recommend proposed density
and/or intensity changes to the Treasure Island Land Development Regulations through either a
modification of the existing regulations as provided by the Countywide Rules to allow greater
intensity/density, or to change the land use/zoning to a Planned Redevelopment category such as Planned
Redevelopment Mixed Use that will allow the desired development allowances and controls of the
community.

In addition, the Special Area Plan(s) will likely trigger the need for related City Comprehensive Plan
amendment(s), as well as the need to secure the approval of the voters of Treasure Island for any
proposed increases to height or density pursuant to Chapter 68-126, Changes requiring approval by
electors, of the City’s Land Development Regulations.

Discussion:

It is intended that this process will secure new continuing services contracts for planning services to
undertake specialized Special Area Planning work when it has been determined that such expertise is
needed or desirable. It has further been determined that it would be in the best interest of the City to
secure a contract with two (2) firms.

The RFQ was advertised in the St. Petersburg Times on February 15, 2009 and also on the Florida

American Planning Association website from February 4, 2009 through March 5, 2009, with proposals
accepted until 2:00 p.m. on March 5, 2009 (see Attachment 2).
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The City of Treasure Island received fourteen (14) responses to the RFQ interested in providing these
planning services. Unfortunately, two of these firms were disqualified for not submitting all of the items
listed under the Submittals section of the RFQ located on pages 6 — 7. The remaining twelve firms were
carefully reviewed and their submittals analyzed according to the stipulated selection process. Areas
evaluated included availability of the firm, successful experience with special area plan/primary and/or
secondary activity zone planning, beach hotel/motel development/redevelopment, planning for tourist
development, implementation techniques specific to tourist development, real estate economics relating to
the hospitality industry, infrastructure impacts, public participation, completeness of response to the RFQ,
and qualifications of key personnel to be assigned to this project. Preference was given to those
respondents with local and/or Florida planning experience per page 3 of the RFQ. Overall, those firms
that did not make the short-listing failed to demonstrate their experience in the tourist
development/hospitality industry area as well as those firms that were ultimately short-listed.

From these initial twelve (12) firms, there were six (6) firms short-listed for oral interviews. The City’s
Administrative Review Team included Jim Murphy, Public Works Director; Cathy Hayduke, Parks and
Recreation Director; Charlie Fant, Fire Chief; Neal Schwartz, Building Official; Steve DeMerritt,
Associate Planner; and Lynn Rosetti, City Planner.

On March 25 — 26, 2009 oral interviews with the top six (6) firms were conducted by the City’s
Administrative Review Team. Again, these firms were evaluated based upon the established criteria that
included the availability of the firm, successful experience with special area plan/primary and/or
secondary activity zone planning, beach hotel/motel development/redevelopment, planning for tourist
development, implementation techniques specific to tourist development, real estate economics relating to
the hospitality industry, infrastructure impacts, public participation, completeness of response to the RFQ,
and qualifications of key personnel to be assigned to this project. Preference was given to those
respondents with local and/or Florida planning experience per page 3 of the RFQ. This resulted in the
following overall ranking (see Tabulation Matrix) with a score of 5.0 being the maximum number of
points:

Volkert & Associates, Inc. (4.8)

Glatting Jackson Kercher Anglin (4.7)

Florida Design Consultants, Inc. (4.6)

Land Design Innovations (4.5)

HDR Engineering, Inc./Real Estate Research Consultants (4.3)
EDSA/King Engineering/Lambert (4.1)

It should be noted that all of these firms have significant levels of expertise in the preparation of special
area plans, development regulation preparation, tourist development, and experience with the hospitality
industry. All also have Florida and Pinellas County experience, and some have Treasure Island
experience as well.

Staff requests that the City Commission approve the staff recommended ranking and give authorization
for the City Manager and /or his designee to commence negotiations with the firms in order of their
ranking until agreement can be reached with two of the firms, and to execute a contracts for continuing
services with the firms.

Source of Funds:

Funds are not requested for the negotiation or the approval of these contracts. The contracts in and of
themselves do not guarantee the consultant that any work will be forthcoming as a result of the execution
of a contract. The contract merely provides a negotiated framework within which the City will receive
services and compensate the consultant for those services. Work will be only awarded to the consultant
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through the use of a Work Order Authorization and Initiation Document. The Commission will be
requested to approve those items that reach the level of their purchasing authority.

Recommendation:

Staff is requesting approval of Resolution No. 09-24, providing for Commission approval of the staff’s
recommended ranking of the top six (6) firms and authorization for the City Manager and /or his designee
to commence negotiations with the firms in order of their ranking until agreement can be reached with
two of the firms, and to execute a contracts for continuing services with the firms.

Additional Considerations

A related consideration to obtaining Planning Services is moving forward with the process for addressing
the Buccaneer property. As noted earlier, the owner’s representative of the Buccaneer property indicated
an interest in developing their property in a manner that would utilize new Countywide Plan Rules
(Ordinance No. 07-50) to allow greater intensity and density regulations for the development and
redevelopment of tourist and/or transient accommodations. The owner of the Buccaneer indicated a
willingness to pay the costs of the required study to determine the feasibility of allowing the use of these
new rules. To address the matter, Staff had suggested that a Special Area Plan could be developed for the
Central Beach area stretching roughly from the County Park at 104" Avenue north to 119" Avenue, or
some portion thereof., Several Commissioners expressed concern about undertaking a Special Area Plan
for the entire area and suggested that instead the Special Area Plan be confined to just the property under
the control of the Buccaneers owners. Staff was also asked if there were other practical alternatives to the
either the Central Beach wide or property specific Special Area Plan concepts.

Staff spoke with PPC staff regarding alternatives to a Special Area Plan. An alternative available is the
possibility of establishing a Resort Facilities Overlay under the Pinellas Countywide Plan Rules. County
Ordinance 07-50 pertaining to transient uses will allow the adoption of the Transient Lodging Density and
Intensity Standards found in Table 3 of the Ordinance. The table reflects the maximum density/intensity
adoptable, for example, under 1 acre- up to 75 transient units per acre, 1 to 3 acres- up to 100 transient
units per acre and greater than 3 acres- up to 125 transient units per acre.

Those standards could be adopted, as well as something less than the maximum allowed. Further,
conditions/criteria to specify when they could be used above what is already normally allowed by the
RFH land use category could be added.
Now: 50 transient u/a
Possible: 75 transient u/a up to one acre

100 transient u/a for one to three acres

125 transient u/a for over three acres
There are also increases in the FAR and ISR by land area.
However, adopting an Overlay provision for new density/intensity standards would have to be applied to
the entire land use district rather than a portion of it. While it would not be necessary to prepare a special
area plan, a planning study would still be necessary to evaluate the increase in density/intensity desired.

Also a Comprehensive Plan amendment(s) would be necessary as well as related LDR amendments to
allow a resort facilities overlay provision in Treasure Island. Such a provision will also have to go the
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voters for a referendum if there are proposed increases to height or density. The criteria to allow more
density/intensity can be designed in a very specific manner and could be tied to specific requirements or
performance measures (give and take between the City and a developer to get a better product from the
City’s viewpoint).

In contrast, a Special Area Plan and its implementing development regulations will only affect the
targeted area. It also requires Comp Plan amendment(s) and LDR amendments, but the area within the
affected land use(s) can be delimited so as to not affect the entire land use category. Criteria to allow
increased density/intensity can be specific here as well with related requirements and/or performance
measures.

In staff’s opinion, proceeding with the development a Special Area Plan for either the larger Central
Beach Area or portion thereof, or just for the Buccaneer property, would be the preferred option and most
likely to be most easily understood by residents who will ultimately have to approve any recommended
change to density or height. Also, with a special area plan any proposed changes could be applied to an
area smaller than the entire RFH-50 land use district. The overlay requirements must be applied district-
wide. Therefore, staff recommends that the Commission discuss its preference for addressing the
Buccaneer proposal so that it can authorize staff at the May 5, 2009 regular meeting to obtain specific
proposals from the selected firms for a Special Area Plan or Overlay Plan and including the follow-up
development regulations.
