} am coping the other members of our association’s board and our property manager as | issue this request. As
you both are aware from my phone calls, we at Sunset Chateau feel that a right/privilege has been taken away
form our 75 condo owners based on the problems of a business a quarter of a mile north of us. We have
ALWAYS been allowed to anchor and taxi our watercraft in front of our condominium. | was made aware this
weekend that the police were writing tickets in front of our building as it has been designated a “swim zone”.

Below are a few points to consider:

1. We have had no instance of abuse as an idle zone. No injury and very few violations if any for excessive
speed. We value this privilege and police this zone ourselves.

2. Many of our condo owners bought boats and jet skis because they are able to anchor them in front of their
condo. We are a family community with many young children so the beach access is very convenient.

3. Many of our owners have renters that use this boat and Jet Ski access each year. It is a big convenience
for boaters.

4. This will cause jet skiers and boaters to drop their riders off about 150 yards into the Gulf of Mexico or have
them swim that distance to get aboard. When our summer guests arrive and find out this privilege is gone,
they will attempt this method of dropping off and picking up riders. This is a very long swim in what
becomes very deep water.

We understand the reason the beach has been designated a swim area down to the Pavilion. It is an attempt to
keep boaters from anchoring in front of private homes and condo’s and walking to Caddy's. Taking this
right/privilege away from our tax paying community is not your answer. The city has also given the boaters near
Caddy'’s closer access to anchor that you have not allowed our community to have. If they now have closer
access, why shut us down? We are not the problem on Sunset Beach and we are not the answer to what
happens north of us. The boaters that want their access back at the Chateau are tax payers to the City of
Treasure Island unlike the boaters at Caddy’s that are non tax paying bar patrons to the city.

Alan, when 1 spoke to you Sunday night you expressed that the City Manager could make an exception based on
our request. In speaking with Reid this morning, he stated that the commissioners need to make the exception.

This is our official request that the commissioners end the “swim zone" on the north side property line of Sunset
Chateau as it has been for many years. We also request that the entire area in front of the Chateau be returned
to an “idle speed zone” as it has been for years. We would like the right/privilege returned that allows us to taxi
and anchor our watercraft in the shallow water in front our condo. As a community, we will continue to be vigilant
police of our area by making sure the idle speed is maintained by all and swimmers are never interfered with.
