SUBJECT: Res 09-38, Traffic Signal Warrant Studies Gulf Boulevard at 104™ and 108™ Avenue

Background:

For quite some time, the Public Works Department has believed that there was a need for a traffic
signal to be installed at 104™ Avenue and 108™ Avenue on Gulf Boulevard. The Public Works
Department budgeted a total of $12,000 to complete a traffic warrant study at each intersection in FY
2008-2009. The Department has also identified a capital project for FY 2009-10 for the installation of
traffic signals if warranted by the Traffic Warrant Studies.

The Department of Public Works contracted with Volkert and Associates, the City’s transportation
engineer on continuing services contract, to complete traffic warrant studies at both of those locations.
Those warrant studies have recently been completed and have been provided to the Commission
previously.

At the June 16, 2009 Workshop meeting, the Commission reviewed the presentation by Volkert and
Associates and discussed the ﬁndin%s that traffic signals have been found to be warranted at each
intersection. It was noted that 104" Avenue and Gulf Boulevard is an important intersection within
the City that is on a truck route which runs along the southern side of the City center. The intersection
recently became more important due to the opening of a new Publix grocery store and companion strip
store location in September of 2008. Truck traffic southbound on to Gulf Boulevard from the
Causeway is directed to take this route at the “St. James Intersection”. The intersection also hosts an
uncontrolled pedestrian crossing on its south side.

The traffic warrant study conducted at this intersection in March, 2009 found that of the eight (8)
possible warrant requirements within the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), the
intersection met Warrant 1 (Eight-Hour Vehicle Count), Warrant 2 (Four-Hour Vehicle Count) and
Warrant 4 (Pedestrian Volume). Typically, only one warrant is necessary to fulfill the requirements of
the MUTCD. Accordingly, the installation of a traffic signal is warranted based on the results of these
three warrant components. The warrant analysis completed by Volkert and Associates dated May 22,
2009 has been provided previously.
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Volkert and Associates estimated that the cost of adding a traffic signal will be on the order of
$250,000 to $300,000 assuming that there will be no requirement to widen Gulf Boulevard to install
an exclusive southbound left turn lane to turn east onto 104™ or a northbound left turn lane to turn west
into the County Park.

To facilitate southbound left turns without a left turn storage lane, the intersection is recommended to
be signalized with a left turn protective/permissive feature in coordination with the existing signal at
107™ Avenue for the south bound interior lane. Northbound traffic would be delayed to permit
southbound left turns onto eastbound 104™ Avenue (southbound through traffic will also proceed).
There would be no such provision for the north bound traffic to allow a signaled turn into the Beach
Park; the ratio of southbound left turns at the intersection (eastbound traffic) versus, northbound left
turns (westbound traffic) into the park at the intersection was 5.5 to 1. This analysis can be seen in
Appendix B.

The analysis of the pedestrian crossing warrant at this intersection shows that there is an extremely
high usage of this cross walk with 536 crossings on Friday, March 20, 2009 and 2536 on Saturday,
March 21, 2009.

Funds for the traffic warrant study were made available through the Transportation Trust Fund to pay
for the Warrant Study. FDOT will be asked to install and pay for the traffic signal. Should money not
be available from FDOT, funding for the traffic signal is proposed in the budget in the amount of
$250,000 for FY 2009-2010 from the Local Options Sales Tax (LOISS), Transportation Trust Fund,
and a donation to be requested from Publix. In staff’s opinion Publix is responsible to some degree for
the increase in vehicular capacity at this location. They also share in some of the responsibility for the
significant amount of pedestrian traffic at this location due to the nature of their business and that of
one of their tenants (Subway).

The 108" and Gulf Boulevard intersection is part of a truck route that conveys traffic around the
northern boundary of the City Center. Northbound truck traffic proceeding west on the Causeway is
directed to take 108™ at the “St. James” intersection. The intersection is located between two
successful businesses on Gulf Boulevard, MacDonald’s to the south and a Rally station to the north.

A traffic warrant study was conducted at this intersection in March and April of 2009. Of the eight (8)
possible warrant requirements within the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), the
intersection met Warrant 1 (Eight-Hour Vehicle Count) and Warrant 2 (Four-Hour Vehicle Count).
This intersection did not meet Warrant 4 (Pedestrian Volume) as the pedestrian counts did not meet
the minimum requirement of 100 or more through four (4) one hour periods. As noted previously, only
one warrant is necessary to fulfill the requirements of the MUTCD. Accordingly, the installation of a
traffic signal is warranted based on the results of the two warrants that were met. The warrant analysis
completed by Volkert and Associates dated May 22, 2009 has been provided previously.

It is estimated that the cost of adding a traffic signal will cost approximately $300,000 including

pedestrian signals and a signaled left turn lane for vehicles choosing to turn west onto 108" Avenue.
There is no need to widen the intersection as Gulf Boulevard has turning lanes within the median now.
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Funds for the traffic warrant study were made available through the Transportation Trust Fund to pay
for the warrant study in FY 2008-2009. Funding for the traffic signal as shown in the Capital
Improvement Program is proposed in the budget in the amount of $300,000 for FY 2010-2011 from
the Local Options Sales Tax (LOISS).

Recommendation:

The staff recommends that the Commission approve Resolution 09-38, authorizing the submittal of the
both Signal Warrant Study to FDOT for their review and approval.

Staff will request that FDOT provide the funding for the installation of the Signals at both intersections.
Further, staff will approach Publix and request that they fund half of the cost of the signal installation at
104™ Avenue.

Should FDOT approve the Traffic Warrant Studies as one or both intersections but indicate that funding is
not available for installation, staff will request that they enter into a LAP Agreement with the City so that
they will reimburse the City when funds do become available for the cost of the City installing the Signals.
Finally, once FDOT grants permission to proceed with the installation and the funding is available, the
City will obtain engineering services to design, bid and install the signalization improvements.

SUBJECT:  Resolution No. 09-37, Purchase of Replacement Dumpsters

Background:

The City owns and maintains dumpsters for use by commercial, apartments and condominiums
for waste pickup. Since 2002, the City has specified a heavier gauge steel and the use of steel and
rubber wheels rather than the standard plastic wheels. These improvements have led to a longer
life in the field. The City used to replace 40 to 50 dumpsters a year and we now replace 20 to 25
a year.

Discussion:

The City went out to bid (advertised in the paper and on our website for 30 days) for replacement
dumpsters and received several options from different vendors. We only received one bid as
several manufactures have gone out of business and the two top manufactures have merged. The

cost this year over last year is an increase of 3%.

Source of Funds

The funds for this purpose were approved, and are available, in the FY 2008-2009 budget in the
Solid Waste Fund, 5340 in Account 5529 in the amount of $16,060.

Recommendation

Staff recommends approval of the purchase from Wastequip Industrial of 6 one-yard, 10 two-
yard and 6 three-yard dumpsters for a total of $16,024 at the unit prices indicated in the attached
quotation sheet. Further, staff recommends Commission authorization to purchase additional
dumpsters if needed at the unit prices indicated in the quotation sheet, provide sufficient funding
is available.

SUBJECT: Res 09-40, Sewer Line Relining JTV Contract

Background:

The City of Treasure Island has made a commitment refurbish the sanitary sewer infrastructure. The
purpose of this rehabilitation has been two fold. The primary purpose is to restore the structural
integrity of the system and, in doing so, reduce the amount of groundwater infiltration that the system
experiences. To counter this structural and infiltration concern with the sewer mains, the City of
Treasure Island embarked in FY 2006-2007 to begin the cured-in-place relining of segments of its
system. To date, approximately 4504 linear feet of the 120,000 linear feet of gravity mains has been
relined. Relining of the sewer system provides a very cost effective and non-invasive means to restore
line integrity.

Discussion:

JTV, Inc has provided relining services to the City in the past with excellent results. JTV was asked to
submit a proposal to complete an additional 5,908 linear feet of sewer main relining involving lines
that have been inspected and designated as severity code 1, meaning that they need immediate
attention to preclude further degradation. Delaying relining of these lines exposes the City to the
potential of collapse of the mains in question potentially requiring the City to replace them through
direct excavation and installation.

The 5,908 linear feet of work, involves the relining of 18 segments of the system in the Palms, Sunset
Beach and Paradise Island areas of the City. JTV, Inc. has offered to clean, reline and video these 18
segments totaling 5,908 feet for a sum of $298,249.80. This amount was arrived at by “piggybacking”
off of the unit prices that exist in the City of Gulfport Contract that has been extended until March
2010 by the Gulfport City Commission at their meeting on June 16, 2009, This is the same contract
that the City used to “piggyback’ off of in completing our recent storm water relining and sewer main
relining projects.
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Attached is a proposal from JTV, Inc. Dated June 5, 2009 to the City of Treasure Island along with a
spreadsheet which shows the tabulation of costs provided by JTV, Inc using those contract prices for
the scope of the work to be performed for the City. Also attached are the unit prices from the City of
Gulfport’s contract.

As a part of its long term strategy, the DPW has budgeted $300,000 for the relining of gravity sewer

mains within the City in FY 2008-2009. This is part of an estimated ten (10) year program to reline
the City’s gravity mains.

Source of Funds:

DPW has budgeted $300,000 within WPC Fund Account 5350-56300 for wastewater system sewer
main relining.

Recommendation:

The staff recommends approval of Resolution 09-40, authorizing the City Manager to enter into a
contract with JTV Inc. at the unit prices shown in the City of Gulfport Service Agreement dated March 1, 2007
between JTV Inc., and the City of Gulfport for the lining of sewer mains.
