Sunset Chateau Proposal

The Board of Directors of the Sunset Chateau has voted and would like to make the
following recommendation for watercraft access directly in front of the Sunset Chateau
Condominiums.

We have agreed by a vote of 5 to 2 that we would like an area 200 feet wide dead center
in front of our building. The area would extend 100 feet to the north and 100 feet to the
south of the center point of our building. Our entire property line is approximately 400
feet wide so this area will be half of our entire property.

In front of the 200 foot area, we would like a swim area created at 125 feet of the High
Water Line. We believe that the 125 foot mark is the same used for the Caddy’s distance
and would like to stay consistent with that mark on Sunset Beach.

This request has been submitted by Ron Barcena, the President of Sunset Chateau
Condominium Association, Sandra Romano VP, Rene Gispert Treasurer, Jack Montiel
and Rick Barcena.

SUBJECT: Res 09-34, Sunset Chateau Swim Zone

Backgound

In the Spring of 2008, Staff and Commissioners received complaints about the increased number
of boaters mooring close to shore in the area south of the designated swim zone that begins at the
south end of Weckesser Park. Residents in this area complain of the increased noise from these
boaters as well as the increased risk to the safety of swimmers and others by the close proximity
of the boaters to the heavily utilized beach in this area of Sunset Beach.

The Commission considered extending the Swim Zone for the safety of swimmers in the area
while permitting boaters to approach the shore in order to access the businesses located in the
northern portion of Sunset Beach at several meetings between June and August 2008. After
hearing comments from the public and discussing the issue, the Commission adopted Ordinance
08-06 in September 2008 which extended the 300 feet wide Swim Zone south on Sunset Beach
from Weckesser Park to the south end of the Beach Pavilion Park (77" Avenue) a distance of
approximately 4,185 feet. Further, the Ordinance created a vessel anchorage area 200 feet in
length in front of 3rd Avenue South and Caddy’s northerly beach side parking lot. The width of
the Swim Zone in this 200 feet area is set at 125 feet. Finally, the Ordinance clarified that
certain non-motorized ‘vessel” are allowed to be operated in a Swim Zone.

Discussion

In May 2009, Ron Barcena, President of the Sunset Chateau Condominium Association Board,
emailed (attached) the City Commission with a request to remove or reduce the width of the
Swim Zone in along the shoreline of the Sunset Chateau property. Mr. Barcena, other Sunset
Chateau owners and other nearby residents appeared at the June 2, 2009 Commission Workshop
to discuss this issue. Mr. Barcena and others stated that the owners of units at Sunset Chateau
feel that a right/privilege has been taken away the 75 condo owners based on the problems of a
business a quarter of a mile to the north. Owners and visitors had always been allowed to anchor
and taxi watercraft in front of the condominium. It was pointed out the there have been no
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instance of abuse of the previous idle speed-no wake zone idle zone, and no injuries had ever
occurred there and there have been very few violations if any for excessive speed. Also it was
stated that many of the owners bought boats and jet skis because they are able to anchor them in
front of the condo. Many of the owners have renters that use this boat and Jet Ski access each
year. Boaters now have to swim to or from the vessels that are anchored outside the 300 feet
wide Swim Zone which is unsafe. Mr. Barcena requested that a boat “corral” or anchorage area
like the one at Caddy’s Restaurant be permitted in front of the Sunset Chateau; or terminate the
swim zone on the north property line of Sunset Chateau and the entire area in front of the
Chateau be returned to an idle speed-no wake zone. However several comments noted that doing
either runs the risk of creating an anchorage for boaters similar to what had happened to the
north,

After discussing the matter, the Commission asked that the Condo Board meet and make a
recommendation of what they would like to see done to resolve the issue and they can consider
at their meeting on June 16, 2009.

Mr. Barcena emailed the attached proposal approved by the Sunset Chateau Board of Directors
requesting a “boat corral” 200 feet long centered in the middle of their 400 feet long beachfront,
with the Swim Zone buoys set at 125 feet from the tide line to delineate the corral.

Staff has reviewed the proposal particularly in light of the experience we have had with the boat
anchorage on the north side of Caddy’s. Should the Commission decide to create a boating
anchorage in front of the Sunset Chateau, it is Staff’s recommendation that the anchorage be
more of a trapezoid in shape with the apex 9east side) 200 feet long centered on the middle of
the Sunset Chateau property, and the base (west side) 400 feet long,.

The Police Department believes that an anchorage area with this configuration will be easier for
boaters to recognize and for the police to enforce see attached aerial.

As noted at the June 2, 2009 meeting, staff has contacted the Florida Fish and Wildlife and
determined that a new Ordinance and permit is not needed as long as any adjustments the City
makes will not extend the length or width of the Swim Zone beyond what had been permitted.
Therefore, the City can reduce the width of the swim zone in this area.

Recommendation

Staff has provided the attached Resolution 09-34 which will reduce the Swim Zone to a depth as
determined appropriate by the City Commission. The attached Resolution sets the swim zone at
200 feet from the high tide line.
