SUBJECT: Res 09-34, Sunset Chateau Swim Zone

Backgound

At the June 16, 2009 regular meeting, the Commission took no action on a proposed resolution
which would have reduced the width of the Swim Zone adjacent to the Sunset Chateau property
in Sunset Beach to approximately 200 feet from the high tide line as requested by the Board of
Directors of the Condominium. At the following meeting on July 7, 2009 the Commission
reconsidered the request and directed staff to place a resolution on the July 21, 2009 meeting
agenda which would reduce the Swim Zone and authorize the City Manager to restore the Swim
Zone to its original width if swimmer safety considerations dictated that be done.

Discussion

In May 2009, Ron Barcena, President of the Sunset Chateau Condominium Association Board,
emailed the City Commission with a request to remove or reduce the width of the Swim Zone in
along the shoreline of the Sunset Chateau property. Mr. Barcena, other Sunset Chateau owners
and other nearby residents appeared at the June 2, 2009 Commission Workshop to discuss this
issue. Mr. Barcena and others stated that the owners of units at Sunset Chateau feel that a
right/privilege has been taken away the 75 condo owners based on the problems of a business a
quarter of a mile to the north. Owners and visitors had always been allowed to anchor and taxi
watercraft in front of the condominium. It was pointed out the there have been no instance of
abuse of the previous idle speed-no wake zone idle zone, and no injuries had ever occurred there
and there have been very few violations if any for excessive speed. Also it was stated that many
of the owners bought boats and jet skis because they are able to anchor them in front of the
condo. Many of the owners have renters that use this boat and Jet Ski access each year. Boaters
now have to swim to or from the vessels that are anchored outside the 300 feet wide Swim Zone
which Mr. Barcena contends are unsafe.
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
