SUBJECT: Res 09-49, Yard Waste Disposal Alternative

Background:

The City currently disposes of its yard waste at the Pinellas County Resource Recovery facility. It
costs the City $37.50 per ton to dispose of this waste. The Department of Public Works (DPW) has
been searching for ways to reduce the cost associated with this activity for the past year. Our most
recent attempt utilized a debris hauling firm that removed the waste from the City by transferring the
yard waste within the City to the waste hauler. A pilot contact of limited scope produced savings to the
city of a lesser magnitude than expected and created an untenable waste transfer process. This pilot
contact expired in April of 2009.

Discussion:

The DPW made contact with the City of Gulfport, Florida regarding its approach to yard waste
disposal. The City of Gulfport hauls their yard waste to a contractor, Consolidated Resource Recovery,
who has a disposal facility located at 12101 49" St. N. in Pinellas County. The City of Gulfport
“piggybacked” off of a purchase order that was initiated on the behalf of the cities of Clearwater,
Dunedin and Largo by the city of Largo. In competitive bidding through Largo bid number 08-B-260,
Consolidated Resource Recovery, Inc won and was awarded the bid to dispose of the three City’s yard
waste. The cost to dispose of yard waste at this facility is $24.00 per ton as compared to the Pinellas
County Resource Recovery facility. The purchase order was executed October 1, 2008 and is good for
one year with up to two (2) one (1) year additional extensions providing the pricing and terms do not
change. The purchase order is acceptable to be “piggybacked” upon by both the City of Largo and
Consolidated Resource Recovery, Inc.

The City of Treasure Island disposes of an average of 840 tons of yard waste each year. By changing
its disposal location for yard waste to Consolidated Resource Recovery, Inc. the City will save a
minimum of $11,340 for that quantity of waste each year. The relative distance of each facility to the
City is virtually the same with Consolidated being about one (1) mile closer. A significant non
monetized saving will be realized because of the elimination of the extended wait times for dumping
of yard waste at the Pinellas County facility. These waits can sometime exceed one half of an hour.
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Gulfport reports that there is virtually no waiting with a simple dump and turnaround at Consolidated.
DPW staff visited the facility and confirmed this finding recently.

Consolidated Resource Recovery, Inc. will accept a contract from the City of Treasure Island that will
run through September 30, 2011 executed by the City of Treasure Island to dispose of yard waste at
their facility and have agreed to keep the price and terms of the agreement of the City of Largo issued
purchase in effect.

Source of Funds:

Money was budgeted in fiscal year 2009-2010 in account # 5340-53940 in the amount of $31,500
annually for the disposal of yard waste with Pinellas County Resource Recovery. Tipping fees
normally paid to Pinellas County for yard waste disposal will be used to pay Consolidated Resource
Recovery, Inc.

Recommendation:

The DPW staff recommends that the City contract with Consolidated Resource Recovery for the
disposal of yard waste. The contract shall be affective until September 30, 2011.

Scope

The instructions to bidders and general conditions described herein apply to transactions on
material, supplies or services with an estimated aggregate cost of $25,000 or more.

Definitions (as used herein)

a.

The term "Invitation For Bid" means a solicitation of formal sealed bids. The acronym "IFB"
means Invitation For Bid.

The term "bid" means the offer as a price by the bidder.

The term "bidder" means the offerer.

The term "Change Order" means a written order signed by the Assistant City Manager or
authorized representative directing the vendor to make changes to a contract or purchase
order resuiting from the |FB.

The term "City" means the City of Largo, Florida.

The term "City Commission" means the governing body of the City of Largo.

Preparation of Bids

a.

Bidders are expected to examine the specifications, drawings, and all special and general
conditions. No plea of ignorance by the bidder of conditions that exist or that may hereafter
exist as a result of failure or omission on the part of the bidder to make the necessary
examinations and investigations, or failure to fulfill in every detail the requirements of the
contract document, will be accepted as a basis for varying the requirements of the City or
the compensation to the vendor.

The apparent silence of any supplemental specifications as to any details or the omission
from it of a detailed description concerning any point will be regarded as meaning that only
the best commercial practices are to prevail and that only materials of first quality and
correct type, size and design are to be used. All workmanship is to be first quality. All
interpretations of the specifications shall be made upon the basis of this statement.

Bids shall be submitted on the Bid Form furnished with the specifications, other forms may
be rejected. Unless otherwise stated within the specifications, responses to the IFB
should be submitted in DUPLICATE for bid evaluation purposes.

Each bidder shall furnish the information required by the IFB. The bidder shall sign the IFB
and print or type his name, address, and telephone number on the face page and on each
continuation sheet thereof on which he makes an entry.

Unit price for each unit offered shall be shown, and such price shall include packing and
shipping unless otherwise specified. A total shall be entered in the "Total" column for each
item offered. In case of discrepancy between the unit price and extended price, the unit
price will be presumed correct.



The bidders must state a definite time for delivery of supplies or performance of services.
Additional or alternate bids, unless specifically requested, will not be accepted. Vendors are
urged to inspect their product lines and select one item that will meet or exceed the
specifications as given and submit only one bid.

The bidder should retain a copy of all bid documents for future reference.

All bids must be signed with the firm name and by an officer or employee having authority to
bind the company or firm by his/her signature.

Submission and Receipt of Bids

Bids must be received at or before the specified time of opening as designated in the IFB.
Bidders are welcome to attend bid opening; however, no award of bid will be made at this
time. A bid tabulation will be furnished, upon request.

Bids shall be submitted in a sealed envelope. The envelope shall show the hour and date
specified for receipt of bids, the bid number, and the name and address of the bidder.

The City of Largo is not responsible for the U.S. Mail or private couriers in regards to mail
being delivered by the specified time so that a bid can be considered. Late bids will be
rejected.

Telegraph bids will not be considered; however, bids may be modified by telegraphic notice,
provided such notices are received prior to the hour and date specified on the bid. Bids
submitted by telephone or FAX will not be accepted.

Samples of items, when required, must be submitted within the time specified at no
expense to the City. If not destroyed by testing, vendor(s) will be notified to remove
samples, at their expense, within thirty (30) days after notification. Failure to remove the
samples will result in the samples becoming the property of the City.

Failure to follow these procedures is cause for rejection of bid.

Bids having any erasures or corrections must be initialed by the bidder in ink. Bids shall be
signed in ink. All bid amounts shall be typewritten or filled in with ink.

The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids received, to waive any irregularities in the
bids received, or to accept the bid which best serves the interest of the City of Largo.

Acceptance of Offer

The signed bid shall be considered an offer on the part of the bidder; such offer shall be deemed
accepted upon issuance by the City of a Purchase Order, Blanket Purchase Order, or other
contractual document.

Clarification and Addenda

Any inquiries, suggestions, or requests concerning interpretation, clarification, or additional
information pertaining to the Bid shall be made through the City of Largo Office of Management

and Budget. The City shall not be responsible for oral interpretations given by any City employee,
representative, or others. The issuance of a written addendum is the only official method whereby
interpretation, clarification, and additional information can be given. If any addenda are issued to
this Bid, the City will attempt to notify all prospective Bidders who have secured same; however, it
shall be the responsibility of each Bidder, prior to submitting the Bid, to contact the City of Largo
Office of Management and Budget at (727) 587-6727, to determine if addenda were issued and to
make such addenda a part of the Invitation to Bid.

Firm Prices

The bidder warrants that prices, terms and conditions quoted in his bid will be firm for acceptance
for a period of not less than ninety (90) days from the bid opening date unless otherwise specified
in the IFB. Such prices will remain firm for the period of performance of resulting purchase orders
or contracts which are to be performed over a period of time.

Fiscal Non-Funding Clause

In the event sufficient budgeted funds are not available for a new fiscal period, the City shall notify
the vendor of such occurrence and contract shall terminate on the last day of the current fiscal
period without penalty or expense to the City.

Estimated Quantities

Whenever a bid requests prices to be firm for the period of performance, the quantities or usages
shown are estimated only with no guarantee made by the City that these quantities shall be
purchased. The quantities shown are for the bidders' information only, and the City shall be bound
only for actual quantities ordered.

F.O.B. Largo, Florida

Unless otherwise specified in the IFB, all prices quoted by the bidder must be F.O.B. Largo,
Florida with all delivery costs and charges included in the bid price. Failure to do so may cause
rejection of bid.

Discounts

Cash discounts of two percent (2%) will be considered in determining the award. Unless
otherwise specified, discounts offering 10 days or more will be taken by the City's Finance
Department, with payment being made on the nearest 10th or 25th of the month subsequent to
receipt, inspection and acceptance of articles, and receipt of correct invoice(s).

Award

The contract or purchase order shall be awarded by appropriate written notice to the bidder whose
bid meets the requirements and criteria set forth in the IFB and as follows:

a. The ability, capacity and skill of bidder to perform the contract or provide the service
required;

b. Whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly, or within the
time specified, without delay or interference;
