Re:  Ballot Questions; Procedures; Alcohol Ban

I have been studying the Charter and want to clarify that the City Commission may itself
put a question on the ballot to change any Charter or Ordinance provision, regardless of
how it was originally enacted.

The provision Ed Gayton was referring to at the special workshop was sec.7.07, which
provides:

Anv local ordinance voted into effect by the electorate pursuant to Initiative or
Referendum procedures as set forth in this Charter, shall only be subsequently amended
or repealed by the electorate at the polls. This section shall be retroactive, as allowed
by general law. This section shall not be construed to prevent the city commission from
adopting Charter amendments, or initiated ordinances, through the procedures set forth
above in Sections 6.02(a) and 7.01, respectively.

If the workshop question was whether the Commission could put a question on the ballot
to change the Charter, the answer is "Yes".

If the workshop question was, Can the Commission put a question on the ballot to change
an existing ordinance, which was put into effect by the electorate, the answer is still

"Yes".

The purpose of section 7.07 was to prevent future Commissions from simply changing
citizen-enacted ordinances through their usual process of advertising, public hearing and
the Commission simply voting on the issue.

The Commission still can, through its own actions, put the alcohol ban question back on
the ballot for the citizens to vote and decide.

Secondly, the “alcohol ban ordinance” was repealed at the ballot through Referendum. It
was not a “local ordinance voted into effect”. “Repeal” is different from enactment, or
“yoting into effect”. Hence it is questionable whether the Commission actually lacks the
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authority today to enact an ordinance banning alcohol because the alcohol was not a
“local ordinance voted into effect”.

It remains that the City Commission does not have the authority to change Referendum or
Initiated laws outside the ballot process.
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ORDINANCE 09- 06

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF TREASURE ISLAND, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER 22,
OFFENSES, BY ADDING SECTION 22-10 PROHIBITING KEGS
AT THE CITY’S PUBLIC BEACHES AND PARKS; PROVIDING
FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Treasure Island, Florida permits the consumption of alcohol on
the public beaches, which in turn regularly attracts a large number of beach goers to certain areas
of the public beaches; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Treasure Island, Florida finds that
substantial problems have arisen due to the excessive consumption of alcohol at the City’s
public beach and parks, and the corresponding overflow of problems related to excessive
consumption of alcoholic beverages on the public beach and into the adjacent neighborhoods;
and

WHEREAS, the subject alcohol-related problems arising from the unfettered use and
abuse of alcohol on the public beaches include, but are not limited to, illegal parking, traffic,
rowdy behavior, littering, underage drinking, and related criminal and public health, safety and
welfare concerns; and,

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that the consumption of excessive amounts of
alcohol on the public beaches exacerbates a variety of problems that are incidental to the above-
described crowds and therefore the interests of the community will be best served, and the public
health, safety and welfare protected if the City implements a ban on the possession or use of
kegs containing alcoholic beverages at any of the City’s public beaches and parks.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of
Treasure Island, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Chapter 22, Offenses, is hereby amended by adding new section 22-10 as
follows:

Sec.22-10. Restriction on Keg Containers
(a) “Keg” shall mean a cask, barrel or similar container having a capacity of 5 or more

gallons.

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person to bring, possess or utilize any keg container on or
about the City’s public beaches or parks.

(c) This section shall not be construed to prohibit the possession or consumption of alcohol

on or about the City’s public beaches.
(d) The City Manager may issue a permit for the use of kegs for special events on the public

beaches or parks.
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SECTION 2. Any violation of this Ordinance shall be punishable as provided for in section 1-
b 15 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Treasure Island, by a fine not to exceed $500.00 per
day and/or imprisonment of up to 60 days in the county jail.

SECTION 3. This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to the City’s police powers. If a court of
competent jurisdiction declares any part of this Ordinance unlawful, such invalidity shall not
affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. The City shall interpret and
enforce this Ordinance in a manner consistent with state and federal law and any court order.
SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall go in effect and be in full force and operation immediately
upon its adoption.

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Chapter 26 PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS
ARTICLE 1. IN GENERAL

Sec. 26-1. Solicitation and peddling prohibited on public streets and places, exception.
(a) No person shall canvass, hawk or solicit any business or trade or services, or sell or
offer to sell, or solicit the purchase of any goods, wares or merchandise or any services or
personal property of any nature whatsoever, or any improved or unimproved real estate or
any interest therein, or carry on or transact any trade, occupation, profession or business
in or upon any public sidewalk, street, right-of-way, parkway, beach, park, recreation
area or center, building, dock, wharf, landing, parking area or lot, or any public easement,
way or place in the city.

(b) No person shall stroll about or stand in or upon any public streets, sidewalks,
buildings, areas, properties, ways and places for the purpose of enticing, inducing or
importuning any passerby or any other person, by word of mouth or gesture or by sign,
card, circular, booklet, pamphlet, brochure, placard, handbill or other printed or
photographic advertising and commercial matter, to visit or enter any business of or
commercial establishments, premises, buildings, offices, properties, subdivisions or
subdivided lands, or land developments or promotions whatsoever for the purpose of
viewing, examining, inspecting and purchasing any personal or real property, or any
interest therein, of any nature whatsoever.

(¢) The provisions of this section shall not apply to the distribution and sale of
recognized newspapers regularly sold by the copy or by subscription or to the lawful
distribution of religious, patriotic, charitable, civic or political matter, not otherwise in
violation of any other ordinance of the city.

(d) The provisions of this section shall not apply to any act, conduct or operation under
and authorized by any franchise, concession or license or lease agreement authorized by
law or by any other ordinance of the city or especially granted by the city pursuant to and
under the authority thereof, or to advertising, solicitation and sales by representatives,
owners or operators of commercial boats holding commercial permits when confined to
the area, lot, landing, berth, slip, pier or wharf owned, leased, rented or otherwise
lawfully occupied by such commercial boat or boats and the owners or operators thereof
and where not more than two persons shall solicit for any one commercial boat.

Sec. 58-39. Selling on beaches.

No person shall keep or offer anything for sale unless licensed so to do by the
city commission under a written concession or license agreement or lease.

SUBJECT:  Resolution 09-59, Purchase of a Grapple Truck.(Solid Waste)

Background:

The City owns and operates its own solid waste collection system. Garbage is collected
from commercial and multi family units using dumpsters, from single family homes,
garbage is collected using an automated truck and city owned roll out containers. The
City also collects brush and other yardwaste using a rear load packer and loading the
brush and other materials manually. Household wastes such as furniture and white
goods are collected using a dump truck with the use of manual labor.

The City has evaluated options that will improve its ability to collect yard waste and
these large items more effectively and reduce worker compensation claims that result
from requiring the Department of Public Works solid waste employees manually lifting
these large items and quantities into the trucks and rear load packer.

Discussion:

The City obtained a quote bid from the Florida Sheriffs Association bid list for a
Grapple truck. This truck includes a self-contained hydraulic grapple arm that
facilitates the lifting of large quantities of debris and large items more readily. The truck
contains its own debris receptacle where the retrieved items would be placed for
transport to the disposal facility. It is anticipated that this system will reduce worker
compensation claims due to the reduction of effort required in loading the brush and
heavy items manually. This truck will also allow the City to collect longer and thicker
limbs found in yard debris. A significant additional benefit in obtaining this truck will
also be realized in using it to more efficiently respond to emergency situations such as



removing fish kill from the beach as a result of a red tide incident or removing storm
b debris more efficiently when it occurs.

Source of Funds

Originally, it was estimated in the FY 08-09 budget that the grapple truck would cost
$129,000 and that it would be funded by financing it for 5 years. A recent bid for this
truck from Roush Truck Center under the Florida Sherriff’s Association bid process
provided a cost of $110,984.00 for a model number 335, Peterbilt, 20 cubic yard grapple
truck. Further, staff has forecasted that we will achieve a saving of approximately
$197,000 from personnel and operating costs savings by September 30, 2009. This
provides sufficient funds to cover the capital cost of purchase of the grapple truck
without the need to finance the purchase. Attached are a copy of the bid and a
photograph of the grapple type truck.

Recommendation

The staff recommends the purchase the grapple truck through the Florida Sheriffs
Association bid from Roush Truck Center for $110,984.00.
