SUBJECT:  Res 10-72, Sunset Beach Skim Board Lessons Request

DISCUSSION: Frank Papa would like to request on behalf of himself, Christopher
Langer and Jon La Budde that they be permitted to conduct a “skim boarding
instruction camp’ on Sunset Beach at the Ringed Bill Gull Lot access (West Gulf
Boulevard and 815t Avenue on Sunset Beach) every other Saturday from 10:00 am until
12:00 noon, beginning in September and continuing indefinitely through the end of
December.

The skim boarding camp will educate children on the proper and safe way to skim
board. Additionally, the children are instructed on beach and ocean conservation and
ecology.

Reno Beach Surf Shop in St. Petersburg will be a sponsor of the camp. Reno Beach Surf
Shop has liability insurance additionally the campers’ parents or legal guardians will be
required to complete and sign registration and release of liability forms.

Mr. Papa, Mr. Langer and Mr. La Budde have been conducting the skim boarding camp
throughout the summer. Staff became aware of their camp through an article in the
Gulf & Bay section of the St. Pete Times on August 6, 2010. The article is attached for
your review.

The Community Improvement Department spoke with the gentleman involved and
instructed them to discontinue the camp and contact me for information on obtaining
approval to conduct their camp. I spoke with Mr. Papa and informed him that
Commission Approval is required to continue to conduct his skim boarding camp or
any activity on the public beach.

RECOMMENDATION: Commission approval is required for staff to enter into a Class
Contract with Frank Papa, Christopher Langer and Jon La Budde to conduct Skim
Boarding instructions for a fee on the public beach located at West Gulf Boulevard and
81st Avenue on Sunset Beach.

Staff is recommending that the Skim Board Instruction Camp be approved and handled
as a Recreation Department sponsored class which would require the following from
the camp representatives.

Obtain a Business License from the City’s Community Improvement Department
Complete a CLASS INSTRUCTOR CONTRACT with the Recreation Department
Pay the approved class fee of twenty-five percent (25%) of the gross monthly fees
from the Skim Board Camps to the Recreation Department by the first five (5)
business days of each month. According to the St. Pete Times article, the camp
draws approximately 20 children each week at a cost of $30 per week.

Provide to the Recreation Department a Certificate of Insurance naming the City
of Treasure Island as an additional insured entity in the amount no less than One
(1) million dollars. Staff is recommending a Certificate of Insurance due to the
nature of the instruction and that the class is being held on the public beach.

Camp representatives will be at the September 8t Agenda Workshop to make a
presentation to the Commission and to answer any questions.
