SUBJECT:  Charles O’Dell Private Property Parking Complaint

On August 4, 2010, Mr. O'Dell presented to the City Manager’s Office a complaint about an on-
going parking problem at his residence, 106 89th Avenue. Mr. O'Dell wrote that motorists often
leave at least “half of their vehicle” on his lawn when parking on 89t Avenue. The width of the
right of way on 89t Avenue is 20 feet, and the paved travel way is at least 18 feet wide. Further,
Mr. O'Dell’s lot is only 30 feet (photos attached). Mr. O’Dell states this prevents him from using
this portion of his yard for his own parking needs. He states in his previous contacts with
Police, he was told that vehicles parking in this manner (on private property) are not subject the
provisions of State law and that removal of these vehicles remains at the decision of the
property owner. Both of these findings are correct. Mr. O'Dell’s side of the street is where
weekend parking is permitted which prohibits any no parking restriction from being
implemented. (A no parking restriction would also prevent him from parking on the street at
this location.)

Mr. O’'Dell advised that when he contacted a tow company to remove the vehicle, the tow
service would not do so unless it was at the direction of a Police Officer as they were
apprehensive of their right to remove a vehicle that was both on a Public Street, and on private
property. Mr. O'Dell makes mention of the provision in Florida law that refers to vehicles being
required to park within twelve inches of the curb. The twelve inch requirement is correct,
however it is meant for twelve inches left of curb, not right of the curb. As Mr. O’Dell points
out, the law does not specifically state left or right of the curb, however the intent of that
provision is clear in that it is meant to prevent vehicles from parking too far into a traffic lane
causing an obstruction. If it were bi-directional, then in many urban settings, vehicles could
park on the sidewalk, which is clearly prohibited.

At present standing, and to the best that my research into this matter can find, there is no
further due process to be followed. Mr. O'Dell is allowed to erect a 36” high fence on his
property up to the property line, or he can put plantings on his property along the property
line.
