SUBJECT: Res 10-94, Suncoast Surf Shop’s Skimboard & Standup Paddleboard
Camps

DISCUSSION:

Joe Nuzzo, owner of the Suncoast Surf Shop, is requesting permission to offer Skim Board skill camps,

and Standup Paddleboard (SUP) demonstrations and camps on the public beach directly across from the
Suncoast Surf Shop located at 9841 Gulf Boulevard. Both camps will be operated and supervised by Joe
Nuzzo. Parking for participants will be available at the Suncoast Surf Shop.

The Skim Board skill camps will be offered to children ages 8 to 12 years old. The camp will include
shoreline instruction in balance, technique, and wave assessment. The fee for the camps will be $25 per
person which will include a bagged lunch. No merchandise will be sold at the camps; however, attendees
and parents will be encouraged to visit the shop for merchandise relating to the camps. Suncoast Surf
Shop will only have tents or umbrellas for shade and flags to mark location of camps and demonstrations.
No public address system or special equipment will be required.

Spencer Goodwin, a local skim expert and licensed fishing guide will conduct the camps. Additionally,
the Suncoast Surf Shop will have visiting professionals from Zap and Wave Zone skim board
manufacturers.

The intention of the camp is to have bi-monthly camps from 10 am until 12:00 noon and opposite that of
the Reno Beach Surf Shop already licensed by the City to hold skim board camps at the Ringed Bill Gull
Lot on Sunset Beach, West Gulf Boulevard and 81* Avenue. Mr. Frank Papa from Reno Beach Surf
Shop has given the City a camp schedule through the end of December 2011. Mr. Papa has worked
around all major holidays so some camps will not be alternating weeks as indicated in his meeting with
the City Commission. The dates for 2011 are as follows:

January 8" & 22" February 5" & 19" March 5" & 19" April 2™, 16" & 30"

May 14" & 28" June 11 & 25" July 9™ & 23" August 6" & 20"

September 3 & 17" October 1%, 15" & 29" November 12" & 19"  December 3 & 10"

Mr. Papa is concerned that if both surf shops are permitted to conduct camps on the same beach location

and there is a cancellation and postponement due to inclement weather that the camp would be moved to
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the following week which could cause a scheduling conflict between the two surf shops. Mr. Papa stated
that this would happen frequently in the summer months due to daily storms and threats of tropical
systems. He believes that his skim board camp would not conflict with a stand up paddleboard camp as
one camp is offered on the beach and the other in the water. However, he does have reservations
regarding the City allowing another skim board instruction camp and the effect that another camp of
similar nature would have on is camp.

Joanne Rosen from the Suncoast Surf Shop has indicated as mentioned above that all camps will be held
on the beach directly across from the Suncoast Surf Shop at 98" Avenue and Gulf Boulevard and that
their camps will not conflict with Reno Beach Surf Shop.

Staff has reminded both Mr. Papa and Mr. Nuzzo that any licenses for such camps are non-
exclusive and it is not the City’s concern that the camps may compete with another.

The Stand Up Paddleboard (SUP) camps and demonstrations will include shoreline instruction for adults
and children in balance, technique, paddle handling and safe operation. The Suncoast Surf Shop would
like to begin by offering weekly demonstrations from 10:00 am until 3:00 pm, until the demand increases
for SUP camps and instruction. The fee for this camp will be $40 per hour for semi private lessons.
Demonstrations will be free. The age group for these camps will be adults 18 to 49 years old. Mike
Meehan, local resident and long time yoga instructor and Surfrider Foundation member will conduct the
camps.

No merchandise will be sold at the SUP camps or demonstrations; however, attendees will be encouraged
to visit the shop for merchandise relating to camps. Suncoast Surf Shop will only have tents or umbrellas
for shade and flags to mark location of camps and demonstrations. No public address system or special
equipment will be required.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff is recommending approval of Resolution 10-94 authorizing the City Manager to execute a Non-
Exclusive License Agreement with Joe Nuzzo, owner of the Suncoast Surf Shop to provide a Skim Board
Instruction Camp and Stand Up Paddle Board Instruction Camp and Demonstrations on the public beach
directly across from the Suncoast Surf Shop located at 9841 Gulf Boulevard.

The Suncoast Surf Shop will pay to the City a first year payment of twenty-five dollars per month
($25.00) plus applicable sales tax to be reviewed and renegotiated each year (May 1-April 30) or as
requested by either party. The payment will be paid on the 1% business day of each month. The monthly
fee will be waived for months in which no skim board or standup paddleboard camps were held. The
Suncoast Surf Shop will be requested to submit a yearly calendar beginning initially from the date of
approval and then each May 1* for the period of the License Agreement (May 1 through April 30).

Suncoast Surf Shop will be required to provide to the City a Certificate of Liability Insurance in the
amount of no less than one million dollars naming the City of Treasure Island as an additional insured
entity. Also, each camp instructor will be required to obtain a Business Tax License from the Community
Improvement Department prior to the start of camp.

The Suncoast Surf Shop will be required to have adult participants or the parents or legal guardians of

minor participants complete and sign registration and release of liability forms. The City of Treasure
Island and its representatives, agents and employees should be listed on the release of liability forms.
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Representatives from the Suncoast Surf Shop will be at the November 2" Agenda Workshop to make a
presentation to the Commission and to answer any questions.
