E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

It was moved
by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Coward to approve the minutes as
printed. The vote to approve was unanimous.

They will go through their items of business, and then recess the meeting. At that time they
will hold the workshop. After the workshop they will hold an executive session to discuss
the Schwarz matter. At the conclusion of the executive session they will reconvene the
meeting and finish their business.

H. ITEMS OF BUSINESS:

1. Consideration of Ord. 10-03, Approving a swim zone at Land’s End (2nd Reading and
public hearing)

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Caldwell to
approve the ordinance as read.

The public hearing was opened at 6:06 p.m. by Mayor Minning. There being no public
comment the public hearing was closed at 6:06 p.m. by Mayor Minning.
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It was noted that the ordinance will go into effect immediately, however it will take six to
eight weeks to get the permit once the State receives the adopted ordinance. They will
have to change the buoys after receiving the permit.

Upon roll call the vote to approve the ordinance was unanimous.

. Consideration of Res. 10-90, Approving Chapter 164 mediation with the City of St.
Petersburg regarding strong waste surcharges (tabled from 10/22/10 meeting)

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Collins to approve
the resolution as read.

Mayor Minning noted that they all have a copy of a letter of response from Mayor Foster.
They are willing to work with us on this issue. He suggested that they table this
indefinitely until the requested information is submitted to the City of St. Petersburg and
we receive their response. Commissioner Coward stated that she agrees.

Commissioner Bildz stated that he would prefer to pass this now and wait to take action
until we get a response. Commissioner Collins asked how long it would take to get a
response. Mr. Silverboard stated that the response from Mayor Foster was very
positive. They appear to be ready to listen and to give our request some serious
consideration.

It was moved by Commissioner Coward and seconded by Commissioner Collins to table
this until further action is necessary. Upon roll call the vote to approve was 4-1 with
Commissioner Bildz being the dissenting vote

! Consideration of Res. 10-91, Amending a contract with Public Management & Funding
Services, Inc. (PMFS) to perform EPA grant administrative services

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Coward to
approve the resolution as read.

Commissioner Collins commented that whenever there is a “not to exceed amount” there
are always additional charges, and asked why that happens. Mr. Silverboard stated that
there is a scope of services, and if there are additional services and charges necessary
they would go back to the Commission for approval. This was to get it started. They are
doing a good job, and we need the service as these grants are complicated.

Commissioner Coward asked if the additional money comes out of the grant funds. Mr.
Silverboard answered in the affirmative.

Mayor Minning noted that this was a $980,000 grant.

Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.
