SUBJECT:  Res 10-102, Kiwanis International SK Run Request

DISCUSSION:

The Kiwanis Club of Gulf Beaches has requested to hold the 3™ Annual Trever Miller Mob 5K
Run/1 Mile Walk on the Isle of Capri on Saturday, February 5, 2011. The net profits from the
run will benefit Kiwanis charities including the Miracle League. The race route through areas of
the Isle of Capri is the same as the previous two (2) years and is attached for review.

The Kiwanis are also requesting to use Rosselli Park for registration and an after race awards
ceremony including music, food and free beer.

Registration will be held from 7:00-8:00 AM, with the race beginning at 8:00 AM.

The Kiwanis have indicated that the event will require minimal City supervision. The Kiwanis
have indicated that they will provide additional trash cans with liners, and tables and chairs for
their event. The Kiwanis have specified that they will dispose of and pick up any trash on city
property after the event. The Kiwanis will also provide port-o-lets at Rosselli Park for use by the
participants.

The Kiwanis Club of Gulf Beaches has a $2,000,000 liability policy and will furnish a copy to
the City of Treasure Island.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff is requesting Commission adopting Resolution 10-102 approving Kiwanis request to hold
the SK Run/1 Mile Walk on Saturday, February 5, 2011 on the Isle of Capri subject to the
following conditions:.

e The Kiwanis Club of Gulf Beaches shall submit a Certificate of Liability in the
amount no less than one (1) million dollars naming the City of Treasure Island as
additional insured.
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e A liquor license will be required if alcohol beverages are sold instead of given away
as specified during the event.

e Two (2) recreation staff members will be required to barricade/cone off intersections
and roadways for the race route. The Kiwanis will be required to pay for all personnel
costs associated with the 5K Run.

e The Police Department will provide officers to assist with traffic and pedestrian
safety as determined by the Police Chief or his designee. The Police Department will
make every attempt to use on-duty Police Officers to provide traffic control and
pedestrian safety. However, should off-duty Officers be needed to assist with the
event, the Kiwanis will be required to pay for all personnel costs associated with the
5K Run.

e The Kiwanis will provide port-o-lets at Rosselli Park to use in conjunction with the
event. The concession stand restrooms and storeroom will remain locked unless
otherwise specified and approved by the City Manager.

e The Kiwanis have submitted the proposed route for Commission review and
approval. The route shall provide minimal impact to traffic flow and the safety to the
participants.

e The Kiwanis will be required to provide volunteers to assist in trash collection and
disposal, and to leave roadways and Rosselli Park in a clean and acceptable manner.
Volunteers will also be required along the race route at each street entrance to stop
and direct traffic, as needed.

e The Kiwanis will be responsible for contacting the Isle of Capri Civic Association
President immediately to notify him of the race route affecting the residents of the
Isle of Capri. City staff will provide the contact information to the Kiwanis Club.

e The Rosselli Park parking lot will be closed for the Start/Finish Line. The Kiwanis
will need volunteers to direct race participants to park along Capri Circle South and
2" Street East, and not to block residents’ properties or driveways. Participants are
not to park on the Capri ball field.

Staff has left messages for both Pam McCann and Carol Reynolds instructing them that their
request would be on the Agenda Workshop and that they would be required to attend the meeting
to address the Commission.
