November 16, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Minning.

Linda Rice requested permission to decorate the city’s tents at the Sanding Ovation event.
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
The minutes of the November 2, 2010 meeting and workshop, November 2, 2010 executive
session, and November 4, 2010 special workshop are available for approval. It was moved
by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Caldwell to approve the minutes as
printed. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Collins to accept
items H-8 and H-9 on the regular agenda as provided in the supplementary agenda.

H. ITEMS OF BUSINESS:

1. Consideration of Res. 10-94, Approving the Suncoast Surf Shop request to conduct skim
board and paddle board camps

It was moved by Commissioner Collins and seconded by Commissioner Bildz to approve
the resolution as read. Upon roll call the vote to approve was unanimous.

2. Consideration of Res. 10-95, Approving a study of traffic circulation alternatives to
signalization of the St. James intersection

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Mayor Minning to approve the
resolution as read.
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Commissioner Caldwell stated that she would not be voting for this item. She feels that
there are alternatives that can be looked at within the city without paying for a study.
She has spoken with people in her district, and done some research. She looked at the
types of accidents that occurred at that intersection. 50% of them were caused by
following too closely or failure to yield. She noted that there is not a speed limit sign
posted after the speed hump on 107" going eastbound. She looked at speeding
citations to see if there was a correlation. There was not. She looked at accident
reports for the period of time in question. The majority of the accidents were on Gulf
Boulevard. It was noted in the report that they were given that of the forty accidents that
occurred in that area, 33%, or approximately 12 of them, could have been prevented by
a traffic signal. She stated that in looking at the reports, she didn't see it. Itis a truck
route. She feels that there are other viable alternatives that can be explored, and she
isn’t going to support this.

Commissioner Collins stated that he has done the same type of study that
Commissioner Caldwell did. He also looked at the citations and accident reports. 29 of
the 40 accidents were at 104" and Gulf Boulevard, and 108" and Gulf Boulevard. He
counted 11 accidents in the area, but none were due to there not being a light there. He
did see 7 accidents that a stoplight might have prevented. He stated that he is opposed
to spending tax payers’ money for this.

Commissioner Bildz stated that it is a dangerous intersection. The study has said to put
up a traffic light, or study other options. Commissioner Caldwell made some
suggestions such as signs. He feels that speed is a problem. This won't pass tonight,
but it doesn’t alleviate the problem.

Ed Gayton stated that he looked at the accident reports. At the last meeting there were
statistics given that there were 40 accidents at that intersection. Reading the police
reports, in 2007, only one was near that intersection. In 2008 there were no accidents
reported at the corner of 104", 108", and 107". In 2009 there was only one in that area.
We have come close to spending $25,000 on a study because we have been told that it
is a dangerous intersection. He asked that they not move forward with this. There are
other things that can be done such as removing bushes that are blocking visibility. He
asked for an investigation regarding who gave the information to the Commission and to
the city.

Pam Macintyre asked if the Commissioners had access to the information that Mr.
Gayton was referring to. Mayor Minning stated that they had it now. Ms. Maclintyre
stated that she saw it on Bay News 9 and would like to know who was responsible for
the report. She stated that it was her opinion that whoever gave that information should
be dismissed.

Kevin Johnson stated that it was his understanding that the city was considering a
roundabout at this intersection. In the past the city considered straightening that
roadway because people couldn't navigate the roundabout at the clock tower. He
suggested that they leave it as it is.

Julian Fant commended Commissioner Caldwell and former Commissioner Ed Gayton
for their research on this issue. There was a similar situation on the Isle of Palms some
time ago. He was a Commissioner at that time, and requested more information
regarding speeding. They stepped up enforcement and the problem was resolved. In
the past they have spent a lot of money on studies that were never acted on. He feels
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
