PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Frank McConnell spoke representing Voters’ Watch. He announced that the debate for this year
will be held at 6:30 on February 24". He urged all to attend and ask questions. The debate will
be televised on TITV615, and will be rebroadcast until the election. Commissioner Caldwell
thanked Mr. McConnell for the work that he does on this.

Harry Black spoke representing the Chamber of Commerce. He read a prepared statement
regarding withdrawal of their request for Resolution #12-07.

Tom Baur stated that as a Treasure Island resident he is sorry that they have passed on this
opportunity. Our beach community is the jewel of the Gulf Beaches. We will be seen in spite of
the fact that this event has been canceled. The media coverage will be worldwide. He is sorry
for the Chamber members and businesses of Treasure Island.

Bob Weber stated that he is a candidate for Commissioner. He has been speaking to a lot of
people that he’s never spoken to before. He stated that it is almost unanimous that the major
issue is the crosswalk islands. It is time for the city to admit that they made a mistake and to
take them out. The people that live around there don't like them and claim that they are
dangerous. It is an unsafe situation. He stated that he is surprised to see what has transpired
with the RNC event. It was a good opportunity to get the word out about Treasure Island. This
is the third time this has come before you, and he thought they would have been looking at a
vote.

Butch Ellsworth stated that he knows that the Commission has a different feeling than some of
the other people in this room. He said shame on them for not backing them.

Kevin Johnson presented a bag of cigarette butts that he picked up on 50 feet of the beach. He
made brief comments about cigarette butts.

Report, Gulf Beaches Public Library (Requested by Maggie Cinnella)

Ms. Cinnella thanked the City for having her here tonight. She puts together an annual
report at the end of each fiscal year, and likes to speak to each municipality annually. She
made comments on the report that was provided to the Commission in their packet. She
gave an update on the accomplishments for the past year and gave updated statistics on
library usage. She announced that the annual Food For Thought event will be held on
Saturday, March 3%,

Commissioner Coward asked if there were downloadable books for all the different electronic
readers. Ms. Cinnella answered in the affirmative. Commissioner Coward asked how long
they could borrow them for. Ms. Cinnella stated that it is seven days.

Commissioner Bildz stated that they appreciate their Library Director coming in to speak to
them.

Motion, Accepting a donation from Windworks (Treasure Island Kite Festival).

Ms. Hayduke gave a brief explanation of the item. The event was held in January. It was
well received and well attended. The Recreation Department was presented with a check in
the amount of $150 in appreciation for their support.

Commissioner Coward asked if the city provided any services, such as trash pick up. Ms.
Hayduke stated that there were no services provided. It has been suggested that they
provide parking on the beach next year.

It was moved by Commissioner Bildz and seconded by Commissioner Collins to accept the
donation from Windworks. Upon roll call the vote to approve the motion was unanimous.

Mayor Minning asked to hear from the City Manager and Chief Casey regarding this issue.
He stated that at the prior Commission meetings the Commission did offer support, and he
would have hoped that there would have been discussion, and asked if further discussion
was possible. Mr. Black stated that it was not possible.

Mr. Silverboard stated that the Commission has been kept up to date throughout the
process. The Chamber was anticipating from 5,000 to 8,000 people per day, and parking
2,000 cars per day. We had no idea what to expect. He disagrees with the characterization
that we deliberately tried to sabotage the event. They looked out for the interests of the city,
as they did not know the impact. They did what was responsible in looking out for the
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
