SUBJECT:  Res 12-22, Bilmar Beach Resort Request for Parking

DISCUSSION

Clyde Smith, General Manager of the Bilmar Beach Resort, has submitted a letter on
behalf of the ownership and management requesting that the City of Treasure Island
enter into a parking space lease agreement for parking to accommodate employee and
valet parking at various City owned properties. The agreement would be limited to a
number of days annually where the combination of hotel, restaurant and banquet
business exceeds the amount of parking currently provided by the Bilmar Beach Resort.

Mr. Smith is requesting that the agreement cover the use of thirty-five (35) parking
spaces on a space available basis located at either the Community Center or Gulf Front
Park. During large city events or when space is not available at the properties listed
above due to functions, the Bilmar would like permission to utilize the parking at the
Treasure Bay Golf and Tennis facility, or beach event parking for resort employees. The
Bilmar would shuttle employees with a van from Treasure Bay to the resort.

Vehicles parked in any City facility would display a parking pass obtained in advance
from the Recreation Department. The Recreation Department will coordinate facility
rentals and community events, and the availability of parking with the Bilmar on a
monthly basis. The majority of the parking is being requested for Friday evening and all
day on Saturday.

The Bilmar’s estimated use of city facility parking is not expected to exceed one
hundred (100) days in any calendar year. In consideration of the parking arrangement,
the Bilmar proposes a fee of $5.00 for each of the thirty-five (35) parking spaces based
on the estimated use of 100 days per year. This would result in a monthly payment to
the City rounded to $1,500. The monthly fee would be paid to the City regardless of the
amount of actual usages each year.
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The Bilmar Beach Resort would provide to the City of Treasure Island a certificate of
liability insurance naming the City as an additionally insured entity and will hold the
City harmless from any damages to vehicles parking at city facilities as a result of this
agreement.

Listed below are the number of parking spaces available and the daily parking fees at
each of the city facilities:

* Community Center, 99 metered spaces @ $4/day and 5 handicap spaces

¢ Gulf Front Park, 64 metered spaces @ $6/day and 3 handicap spaces

¢ Treasure Bay, 88 non-metered spaces and 4 handicap spaces

Treasure Bay Golf and Tennis facility closes at 5:00 pm on Friday, Saturday and Sunday
unless an event is planned.

Clyde Smith will be at the February 215t Agenda Workshop to address the City
Commission on this request and answer any questions.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve Resolution 12-22 authorizing the
City Manager to enter into a parking space license agreement with the Bilmar Beach
Resort for utilization of city property for resort employee and valet parking services in
the amount of $1,500 per month.
